God the Father expresses Himself exclusively as His Son, Jesus Christ, and 
then by a mysti cal union with redeemed humanity, He further expresses 
Himself as us .¹Heb.1:2 -3; John 14:9; John 14:20; John 17:23   
 

There is only one power in the universe, and it is God Almighty, 
Himself .  ºI am the Lord, and there is none else» (Isaiah 45:6) (49:9-19);  
(49:12).  Pretty exclusive isn½t it?  There is only one independent life source 
in the whole universe, and it is God Himself. Then it must be a lie if Satan or 
man falsely think that they independently have their own life source.  Since 
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the Creator is the  one independent person in the universe then what is 
creation, and what is its purpose?  Man, the heavenly host, as well as all 
created things whether animal, vegetable, or mineral are only a 
container/vessel of the life of God and do not contain their own  life.  

ºOh no,» you say, ºthis is pantheism.» ºAre you saying that the rock is 
God?»  No, no, God forbid that I should say that.  If that were true we would 
worship the created form and not the Creator, God.  The creation only exist 
to express its Creator,  but not be the Creator.  

Then, of course it is only man who contains the very personhood of 
God, and not inanimate things.  Things have their existence in God, but not 
his personhood, that He has reserved for mankind who are created in His 
image. So then, all creation was created to contain and express the glory 
and majesty of Almighty God, but it was not created to independently be 
that glory.  

Then what about Satan½s ºpower of death», and how does it fit into 
the one power in the universe?  Satan½s evil power is only the misuse, the 
no, the not side of the one power in the universe and therefore a servant 
and a slave to God Almighty.  Think of a coin, one side being light and the 
other side dark.  Only one coin, yet two sides.  God who is the only all good,  
is forever not  Satan, and Satan, the all evil, is forever not  God.  Wholly 
distinct, yet wholly one in source. Since God is the whole coin as it were, for 
even darkness and the devil is but the no side of God, then God, and God 
alone has total authority, total power, and dictates and controls everything 
that is, as well as controls everything that poses itself as something when it 
is not (ºno gods»).   Either God reigns sovereign and is Lord of heaven, 
earth, as well as hell and all that is there in, or He  is Lord of nothing.      

 Since God is in total control then it must mean that ºGod 
means evil» as well as good, and therefore does not mean that he just 
permits it. The fact that He means good is a given, but what about meaning 
evil?  That is a radical s tatement, yet Isaiah 45: 7 says, ºI make peace and 
create evil, I the Lord do all these things.»  How can God create evil, or 
calamity, as some translations say?  He created free beings with the capacity 
to choose, and God risks misuse when he created free dom.  Freedom has in 
it the possible to choose good as well as evil, and of course Satan choose 
evil.  So it is from God½s created freedom that Satan chose to be the evil 
being that he is.  Therefore God created the possible of evil by creating 
freedom.  A nd in that since ºGod creates evil.»  This verse does not mean 
that God creates and therefore is the misuse -er Himself.  No, Satan is the 
author of that.  But God did create Lucifer, a light bearer, and God knew that 
out of his God given freedom, Satan wou ld fall into his own hellish trap and 
bring into being the false kingdom of wrath.  And therefore ºGod means 
evil.» He does not mean it for evil sake alone, no He means it for good.  God 
sees evil as a necessary educational opposite and therefore utilizes it for his 
redemptive purposes.  
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The story of Joseph is well known to our Christians circles, yet many 
miss the profound statement Joseph made after his brothers had repented 
of their deeds, Joseph says to his brothers, ºBut as for you, you thought evil 
against me; but God meant it unto good , to bring to pass, as it is this day, to 
save much people alive.»  Joseph is clearly saying that God means evil!  
Most would admit and even give the weaker answer that God permits evil, 
but no, Joseph said ºGod means it .»  To say that is a huge leap from the 
normal separated viewpoint, but saying anything less is making God weak, 
indecisive and not the determined Lord of all.  I love the verses in Acts 4:27 -
28 which says, ºFor of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast 
anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people 
of Israel, were gathered together for to do whatsoever thy hand and thy 
counsel determined  before to be done.»  If Christ Jesus½ crucifixion was 
determined by God, then he means all evils. Crucifying the Son of God was 
the greatest crime in history, yet it was the Fathers will and His determined 
counsel.  And Isaiah 53 says that Christ was, ºSmitten of God.»  Not the 
devil, not man, but of God.  

Isaiah 54:16 says that ºGod created the waster to destroy.»  God knew 
that Satan would desecrate mankind, and God meant it to be.  Why?  God 
has a plan.  Romans 8: 20 says, ºFor the creature was made subject to 
vanity , not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in 
hope.  Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage 
of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.»  Let us define 
the word ¼vanity½ it is the product of the forbidden Tree of Knowledge of 
good and evil at war wi th one another causing a unresolved anguish which 
can never be satisfied, nor resolved. This anguish is also linked with Satan½s 
false promises of false powers and flesh fulfillment independent from God.  
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PROGRAM 4 
 
A Universal oneness is virt ually unknown except by an expressed 
particular form.  Therefore God created Man in His image in order 
to express His own personal Glory.    
 
Man is not God, but is made a little lower than Elohim. ¹Psalms 
8:4 & Heb. 2:6  
Man was created to express and contai n God, but not take God½s 
place like Satan tried to do.  Man is a dependent being, and only 
a receiver. Man can not producer his own life, therefore has no 
nature or life of his own, but instead he derives his nature from 
the one who indwells him.  
 
God created man½s free will out of His sovereignty.  
 
# 1 --Psa. 8:4 & Heb. 2:6 ¹What is Man? 
 
The human has no power source of its own, we are an helpless 
expression of someone else.  

! 
The Bible calls us:  
 
Vessels,  of which liquid?  (wrath or mercy)   Romans 9:22 -23  
Branches, of which vine?  (true or false)     John 15:1; Romans 6:21 -22  
Temples, indwelt by which god?  (true or false)    I Corinthians  6:19 -20  
Slaves, owned by which master?   (old or new)    Romans 6:17 -18  
Wives, married to which husband?   (Christ or  Satan)    Romans 7:2 -4     
Bodies,  of which Christ is the head .  Ephesians 1:22 -23; Col. 1:18  
 
 Man, as we have stated before, is a wonderfully intricately complex 
spirit being. He is clothed in flesh (soul and body) as a means of expressing 
his ego ºI».  God has equipped us with great faculties and capacities, but the 
human being has no independent nature of its own. There is no such thing 
as a ºjust I ,» with powers of its own.  Man is a neutral being void of its own 
nature.  We are dependent beings deriv ed from God Himself.   Therefore we 
must derive our life from another source, other than ourselves. Before we 
were regenerated, we, through the Fall, derived our nature from Satan our 
former husband and master (Eph. 2:2 -3).  Now as redeemed people, we are 
derive our nature from our new husband and master, Christ (II Peter 1:4).   

The Biblical proof of man½s dependency is clearly seen by what the 
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Bible calls us.  The Bible calls us vessels.  ºThat he might make known the 
riches of his glory on the vessels of  mercy» (Romans 9:23). What is the 
function of a vessel?   A vessel is designed to simply be available to contain 
liquid.  The cup isn't the coffee, and the coffee isn't the cup. But we do 
speak of it in union terms ¹ºA cup of coffee.»  However, the vessel is a 
neutral container available to contain either water or poison, or Christ or 
Satan. 

The Bible calls us branches .  What is the function of a branch?   John 
15:1 -4 says that Christ is the vine, we are the branches, and ºwithout Him 
we can do nothing.»  It's obvious that a branch apart from the vine can not 
produce fruit, yet we Christians falsely think that we can produce good 
works apart from the Holy Spirit.  Or, we also think that we can produce 
good works with God's help.  This too is a delusion as we ll.  God can't help 
us be the vine, we are the branches.  A branch simple rest in the fact that it 
is a channel by which the vine produces the fruit.   

The Old Testament symbols were shadows of New Testament realities. 
1 Cor. 3:16, "Know ye not that ye are  the temple of God, and that the Spirit 
of God dwelleth in you?"  What is the function of a temple ?  The temple in 
the Old Testament was the building that housed the Holy -of-Holies, which 
contained the Shekinah -Glory.   It was not the glory itself, but it was the 
container for the Glory.  Just like today we Christians contain the Shekinah -
Glory in our ºHoly of Holies heart,» but we do not become the glory, we 
contain it.  
 The Bible calls us slaves. ºBeing then made free from sin, you 
became the slaves of ri ghteousness» (Romans 6:18). What is the function of 
a slave?  A slave has no freedom or life of his own, for he is bound to his 
master. He must do what his master tells him to do.  II Peter says, "for of 
whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in  bondage."  The 
human has never been what we think of as an independently free agent.  We 
have always been in bondage to our master, either Satan or Christ.   

  The Bible calls us wives.  We are º dead to the law by the body of 
Christ; that you should be m arried to another even to him who is raised 
from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God» (Romans 7:4).  
What is a wife?  A wife is the loving coupled partner of her husband.  The 
two are seen by God as ºone flesh.»  However a wife can not produce a child 
apart from being inseminated by her husband.  Similarly, we contain Christ, 
and He produces the fruit of the Holy Spirit through us .  

 And finally the Bible calls us ºBodies,» not the head.  Ephesians 1:22-
23 says, ºAnd hath put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be the 
head over all things to the church.  Which is His body, the fullness of Him 
that filleth all in all.   
 When we think of a person, we don½t think that the head is one 
person and the body is another.  We think of us as a u nity of both head and 
body, constituting one being.  Yet we Christians think that He the Head will 
help us the body from heaven.  The Head is joined to the body, they

function as one.  But we all know that the command center of our being is 
our heads.  It dictates all that the bodies does.  But it does it spontaneously 
and freely, not as a dictator as if to say, ºyou ought  to move here, or you 
should do that.» The head and body just freely and spontaneously operates 
as one.  

Jesus was the perfect pattern of a human vessel.  In the book of John 
there are numerous scriptures that show his human vessel -hood.  Here are 
some of them:  John 5:19&30 says, ºThe Son can do nothing of himself, 
and of my own self I can do nothing»; The human Jesus had no power of his 
own.  John 5:31 -33 says, ºIf I bear witness of myself, my witness is not 
true»; Jesus didn½t bear his own witness.  John 5:43 says, ºI am come in my 
Fathers name;» Jesus did not come in his own name .  John 6:38 says, ºI 
came not to do my own will»;  He did n ot do his own will .  John 6:57 says, ºI 
live by the Father»; He didn½t have his own life.  John 7:16 says, ºMy 
doctrine is not mine»; Jesus didn½t have  a doctrine or teaching of his own.  
John 7:28says, ºI am not come of myself.»  The Father sent him .  Jo hn 8:16 
says, ºIf I judge, my judgment is true; for I am not alone, But I and the 
Father that sent me;» His judgment was not his own .  John 8:28 -29 says, 
ºThat I do nothing of myself, but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these 
things;» He didn½t learn from himself, and he didn½t teach himself.  John 
8:50 says, ºI seek not mine glory»; His glory is not his .  John 8:54 says, ºIf I 
honor myself, my honor is nothing»; He doesn½t honor himself.  John 12:49 
says ºI have not spoken of myself»;  Jesus didn½t speak his own words .  And 
John 14:10 says, ºI speak not myself; but the Father that dwelleth in me, he 
doeth the works»; His works were not his works .   

Somehow, we Christians think that we are better than Jesus. We 
think: ºI know that you say that you can½t live the life on your own, Jesus, 
but I can, and I will.»  Do you see the foolish pride of us Christians who 
think ºwe can do it» when even the Son of God didn½t live as if he were 
separate from his Father.   
 Do we have it clear? --the human vessel is not  a ºme» by itself.  It 
never has been.  My good friend Bill Bower says that ºthere is no vessel 
ºME.»»  The only me there is in me, is Christ.  As a spirit/vessel I have 
capacities, of willing, knowing and desiring, yet these capacities have no 
ºME.»  They are simply the capacity to receive ºChrist½s willing (Phil. 2:13); 
the capacity is know, Christ½ knowing (I Cor. 2:16); the capacity to receive 
desire/love, that is, Christ½ desiring and loving (I John 4:8). These capacities 
have no ºI» at all.  When Galatians 2:20 says that it is one longer ºI,» but 
Christ that lives.  It is saying that there is not a ºme» other than Christ that 
lives in my human receiving vessel.  
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PROGRAMS 5 & 6 
 

God is fixed, forever being only other love, while Satan is 
fixed fore ver, and can only be self centered self . 
 
God is a Fixed Lover and Lamb:  
 
# 1 --Titus 1:2, Heb. 6:8 ¹ºGod cannot lie» 
# 2 --1 John 4:8 ¹ºGod is love.» 
# 3 --John 3:16 ¹ºFor God so loved that He gave His son.»

God does not promise redemption to any of the fallen angles or the devil, 
but instead God has reserved them in everlasting chains under darkness 
unto the judgment of the great day (Jude 1:6).  
 
Satan is a Fixed Devil:  
 
# 5 --Eze. 28:13 -18¹ºUntil iniquity was found in thee.» 
# 6 --Isa.. 14:14 ¹ºI will be like the Most High God.» 
# 7 --Isa. 14:15 ¹ºYet thou shalt be brought down to hell,  
to the sides of the pit.» 
# 8 --Ezek. 28:16 ¹ºI will cast thee as profane out of the 
Mountain of God and I will destroy thee» 
  
Satan was not trying to be evil, per say, he was trying to be good , powerful, 
almighty, and completely independent from God . His problem was that  he 
was trying to do it separate from God.  He was trying to become another 
god.  Therefore, he brought into bein g original sin, which is self -sufficient -
self operating in the lie of  independent -self.  These same lies were put into 
Adam at the Fall and passed on to us as our deadly inheritance.  
 
The lie originated in Lucifer before the creation of man.  Lucifer was c reated 
to be the ºson of the morning, anointed cherub that covereth, sealing up the 
sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty» (Ezekiel 28:14-18).  He was 
created by God with the capacity to utilize and express all of the power of 
God's eternal glory.  An d he did so until iniquity was found in him, for he 
said in his heart , "I will be like the Most High God,"  or ºI will not be 
dependent on any; instead I will be a total independent -self, just like the 
Most High God.»  In doing so, his heart choice brought into being Satan, a 
counterfeit god.  Webster defines counterfeit:  ºa fraudulent copy whose 
purpose is to deceive. This counterfeit also takes on or presents a false or 
deceptive appearance.»   Interesting isn't it?  Revelation 12:9 gives us in just 
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one verse all of the Biblical names for Satan.  ºAnd the great Dragon was 
cast out, that old Serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the 
whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out 
with him.» 
 The creature Satan, like  all of creation, is created to contain and 
express the life of God.  But here the creature makes a deadly spirit choice, 
ºI WILL.»  Imagine the pride in the creature saying,» I have a will and life 
separate from God's and I will have it.»  This is the first and original sin.  
Now, not only did Satan think that he had a separate will of his own, but he 
then said, ºI WILL BE LIKE.»  If I say to myself that I am going to be like Billy 
Graham, for instance, I would  have to not only try,  but strive hard to do  it.  
My best efforts to imitate him would only make me a counterfeit with a 
deceptive appearance.  Satan poses himself to be like God when in fact he 
is a liar, deceiver, and a mirror image counterfeit.  It is interesting to me, 
though, that Satan wasn½t trying to be evil, he was and is trying be good like 
God, but in doing so, he became a devil.  That reminds me of Paul in 
Romans 7:21 ºWhen I would do good, evil is present with me.»      
 Satan was enamored with his own beauty, wisdom and form --his outer 
manifestation.  He deceived himself into believing that his created form was 
God.  Satan exchanged the truth for a lie and worshipped his created form 
instead of the Creator (Romans 1:25).  Isn't it interesting that God says, "I 
am," while Satan says, "I w ill be like."  It takes no effort to be, yet it takes lots 
of effort to be like  someone!  Thus the differences between being \ trusting  
and doing \ self-effort . 
 Satan imagined that he was an independent god with independent 
powers of his own. He used all his God-given capacities to exalt his throne 
over the stars of God and imitate the Most High.  He reversed the self -giving 
power of God into a powerful dark self -for -self kingdom, falsely believing 
himself to be an independent power. But what he didn't know wa s that God 
is the only true independent one. As a result, Satan fell from his exalted 
position with a third of the angelic realm.  Deceived as he is, he fails to see 
that he is really God's servant -fool, necessary opposite, and convenient 
agent, for nothin g can be separated from the one almighty God in the 
universe.  Paul preached that message to the unsaved Athenians when he 
said ºin him we live, and move, and have our being» (Acts 17:28).  
 And then our former father the devil, at the Fall, cleverly impar ted to 
us his self -sufficient, self -active consciousness. This made us believe in 
ourselves and produced a false identity.  This consciousness is so much in 
us that it dwells in our sub -consciousness level.  Consequently, we naturally 
operate as self -suffi cient beings, even after we are Christians.  Can't we all 
remember thinking to ourselves that we loved Jesus so much that we 
wanted to serve Him any way we could?  Little do we know at that immature 
stage that even trying to be like Jesus is really an inde pendent -self operating 
as if we had the power in our humanity to please God. This lie has 
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permeated our consciousness through the fall, and is the biggest lie in the 
universe.  
 Paul gives us a clear picture in Ephesians 2:2 -3 of the fallen condition 
of the  human race.  He declares, ºWherein in time past you walked 
according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power 
of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:  
Among whom also we all had our conversation in  times past in the lust of 
our flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as 
others.» Satan's self-for -self nature works in us causing us to see ourselves 
falsely as self -empowered independent beings.  
 Satan½s fall was fixed in his spirit because he wanted to replace God. 
Adam did not want to replace God, he just wanted it his way. He wanted 
God, and his way too, which, of course, makes it sin.  But his divided choice 
leaves room for redemption, while Satan½s choice is final.

THE LAW OF OPPOSITES:  Everything in the universe functions by 
pairs of opposites, the one gaining definition by its necessary opposite and 
utilizing the other to manifest itself !  
 I recently drew a picture for you and I put it in the square above.  Can 
you tell me what it is?  Come on, it took me a long time to do, so what is it?  
Okay, I½ll tell you:  It is a polar bear in a snow storm!   Why can½t you see it?  
It½s because there is no contrast.  The polar bear is white and the snow is 
white¹there are no opposites! The polar bear cannot be seen because there 
is no contrast. Without contrast we could not distinguish anything from 
anything else.  Everything would all be a vague blur.  

 Nothing exist without its opposite:  to say yes to one thing is saying 
no to something else.  To love one thing is to hate its opposite.  To be 
somewhere is not being somewhere else.  All of life functions by pairs of 
opposites, one fading to the backgrou nd while what we experience and is 
actualized comes to the foreground.  Actually, what we see, what we do, and 
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what we experience gets its known reality by what we do not see, what we 
do not do, and what we do not experience.  Learning is the same way.  We  
learn a profession through the arduous process of learning what doesn½t 
work regarding our profession, and then replacing it with what does work.    

 We persons cannot have consciousness of a thing or a truth except it 
be discovered by the interaction of opposite. ºFor nothing in this universe 
can be realized or have definition except by its opposite.  And everything in 
the universe functions as well, by pairs of opposites, the one gaining 
definition by its necessary opposite and utilizing the other to man ifest itself.»  
So the way we function, the way things are manifested, and the 
consciousness we gain all unfolds to us by a dialectic process of one 
swallowing up the other in order to gain its realization.   
 Light can only be seen by ºswallowing up» (II Cor. 5:6)   
darknessµSweetness can only be tasted by swallowing up its opposite 
bitterµ Hot is experienced by swallowing up coldµOur decisive yes gets its 
strength and is birthed into being by swallowing up its opposite counterpart 
noµ.And this goes right to our personal consciousness as wellµChildren 
know not to touch a hot stove, because they have learned by experiencing 
its burnsµ.A child will not go into a busy street, because they have learned 
the difference between safe and not safeµAs Christians we only know God½s 
wonderful grace and liberation because we have known our wretched law -
bound selvesµwe know Christ in us, because we have known Satan in 
usµ.And so on and so on.  So exploring one is fully exploring the other.   

ºWhen the Creator in His purpose of love and grace brought 
into existence His own ¼opposite,½ created beings in His own 
likeness, that their emptiness should be swallowed up by His 
fullness, their weakness manifest His strength, their darkness 
radiate His light, He foreknew and foresaw what might and did 
happen. A great rift would appear in the harmony of His 
universe. As all negatives are the hidden, submissive partners 
to their positives, as the female to the male, as minors to 
majors, in the union of the two all life in thought and ac tion 
being reproduced, so were we to be as the created to our 
Creator, as bride to Bride -groom, as servants to Master, as sons 
to Father. But as free selves, we could do what no other pair of 
opposites could do, we could refuse to keep this ºfirst estate» 
of creature to Creator; we could aspire to be as God, the minor 
as the major, the darkness as light, the weakness as strength; 
and we could upset the equilibrium of our world. This is what 
God foresaw that we should do, and Lucifer and his angels 
before us . It meant the appearance of a whole principle of evil 
not in existence before, a negative that defied its positive and 
would replace it, a darkness that would be as light, an evil that 
would claim to be the good, a devil (and man) who would be 
God. The pr ophet boldly said of God that He ºcreated evil» 
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(Isaiah 45:7), and it is true in the sense that a created being 
has the potentiality, the freedom to refuse to keep its own 
estate, and in refusing, to bring into manifestation the negative 
kingdom of evil as  a power. 1» 

          Since nothing can me known or discovered in a conscious way except 
by opposites, then in God½s unfathomable wisdom He put his innocent little 
children in a perfect garden, perfect environment, perfect temperature, and 
continual supply  of food, however, there was one hitch, a evil tree.  Why was 
it so wise to allow evil to be in this perfect garden?   God allowed it because 
until the ºTree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil,» there were no opposites. 
Nothing but positive yes½s: Yes, you have dominion over everything (what 
ever that meant to them), yes, you may name the animals, yes, you are 
perfect (whatever that meant to them), yes, you can eat of every treeµYes, 
yes, yes, but, wait a moment, NOµ YOU MAY NOT EAT of one tree. What a 
set up. All yes½s, and only one no. Don½t we humans usually take our 
positive, ºYES»S» for granted, while we maximize our negative ºNO»S»? 

A person cannot be a fully functioning person without exercising our 
God-given freedom of choiceµSaying yes to one thing, automatically means 
no to another. The two trees provided the tension of alternatives which 
would provoke choice.  Adam and Eve were innocent childlike beings, 
almost non -persons having an embryonic consciousness. Without exercising 
their royal capacity, c hoice, they would remain practically unconscious, 
unknowing beings.  God½s plan from the beginning was to have fully 
functioning sons, not unaware babies.  

Just like the polar bear in the snowstorm, without opposites there 
would be no definition, or distin guishable understanding of opposites, and 
therefore, no maturity of personhood.  

Let us think about the trees in the garden.  There were two trees in 
the garden.  One was ºThe Tree of Life,» and the other was the opposite 
tree, ºThe Tree of Death.»   Why didn½t I call it what the Bible calls it, ºthe 
tree of the knowledge of good and evil»?  I renamed it because death, not 
knowledge, is the opposite of life.  Then why did God call it the Tree of the

The glory of God permeated the first man as well as his perfect garden (Gen. 
1:31)  In the beginning, God  is all and in all (Gen. 1:1), and in the end of all 
things when all evil and death will be swallowed up  in life, then God is again 
all and in all (I Cor. 15:28). God will be all and in all in his redeemed 
creation I Cor. 15:22 -28 . 
 
Gen. 2:7 ¹God½s perfect man.   
First Creation ¹1:26 -- God made man a spirit being,  
Second creation ¹2:7 --God blew the Spirit man i nto a body and gave him a 
form.  
Gen. 2:23 -- Man was made both male and female until Eve was taken out of 
him.  
Gen 2:8¹God½s perfect garden. The perfect environment didn½t cover the 
whole earth.  Adam was meant to dominion over the whole earth.  
Gen 3:1¹God½s serpent. Satan appeared as an angle of light, or presented 
to them what seemed reasonable.  
Gen. 2:17 ¹All yeses, only one no, or should I say only one Law in the whole 
discourse.

ºAre you saying, God subjected us to the fall?» Yes, God handed us 
innocent babes, right into the hands of subtle Satan.  But God½s Wisdom 
knows that a son, in order to know what it means to be a son of God, h as to 
be confronted by opposites.  We are not fully persons until we exercise our 
royal capacity of choice, and choice must mean choosing between two 
opposites.  Wisdom also knows that the babe must take vanity as a false 
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reality, develop it as a false ind ependent identity and suffer the full 
consequences of unbelief.  Then and only then could man be conditioned to 
receive the opposite kingdom of God and know his true identity as Christ 
with full experiential knowledge as a mature son.  Our first parents fa tal 
choice of disobedience brought into being God½s ¼curses of mercy½ which 
brought them suffering, satanic bondages and negative consequences.  God 
means these consequences to come into full manifestation in us.  Suffering 
conditions us and breaks us down  so that we might see and receive the one 
provision for all evil, the Lord Jesus Christ, and be fully delivered from the 
bondage of corruption unto the glorious liberty of the children of God.   
 
Eden's location remains the subject of controversy and specu lation among 
some Christians. There are hypotheses that locate Eden at the headwaters  of

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 Life is not a tree, for the Bible says that ºHe that hath life  hath the 
Son.»  So life is a person.  The tree of life represents the person of the Lord 
Jesus Christ.  The  tree of death also represents a person.  It represents 
Satan, the author of death.  Why then did God call the evil tree, the tree of 
knowledge.  A tree isn½t knowledge either.  Yet if Adam and Eve partook of 
that tree they would acquire another knowledge different from what they 
already had.  Since the ºtree of death,» represented Satan, then the 
knowledge they would acquire was Satan½s very own consciousness or mind. 
What is this knowledge?  It is the knowledge of independence and 
separation from God; it is the knowledge of false faith in oneself; it is the 
knowledge that the creation has its own life or power source; it is the 
knowledge of being puffed -up and arrogant; it is the knowledge of over 
glorified self; it is the knowledge of self -sufficiency;  i t is the knowledge of 
being ashamed and overcome with self -hatred; and it is the knowledge of 
excusing and justifying ourselves and blaming others for our own 
foolishness and sins.  It is the knowledge of death.  

What is the knowledge in the ºtree of life?» The Tree of Life 
represented Christ½s own consciousness or mind. What is this knowledge?  It 
is the knowledge of oneness with the Father as my life source; it is the 
knowledge of the Cross; it is the knowledge of harmony and peace; it is the 
knowledge of self-less other --love; it is the knowledge of unceasing joy; and 
it is the knowledge of God Himself, because it is the mind of Christ.  

Didn½t Adam and Eve already have the mind of Christ?  Yes, but they 
had no experienced knowledge of what that meant. They  had nothing to 
compare it to.  So, therefore their divine minds were not mature, they were 
infantile, and childlike. They were inexperienced, unchallenged and without 
awareness and consciousness of themselves.  Their self -awareness was so 
limited that the y didn½t even know that they were naked (Gen. 2:25).  
 The question is, ºWould Adam and Eve walk by faith not trusting their 
own wisdom, or would they function separate from God trusting in their own 
understanding and sufficiency½s?»  If they choose to function apart from 
God, relying on their own understanding, although, stimulated by Satan, 
then they would inherit Satan½s fallen knowledge of Good and Evil.    
 Let us look at this evil tree.  The tree of death is the tree of Satanic 
understanding.  Satan½s fallen knowledge divides itself into two opposites, a 
good and an evil.  What most don½t understand is that these two opposites 
are both evil.  The good in this knowledge is pharisaical or religious good. It 
looks good, it self -justifies, and is even reli gious, but at its root, it is really 
very evil.  Doesn½t the Bible say that Satan disguises himself as ºa angel of 
light» (II Cor. 11:14)?  Wasn½t Jesus hardest on the religious leaders, and 
didn½t he say that their father was the devil (John 8:44)?  This pharisaical 
evil is very deceptively hidden because it is subtle and not so obvious.  The 
good in this tree can put on a nice three piece suit, go to church, sing in the 
choir, donate money to good causes, and still be a disguised devil at heart.  
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 The evil  side in this tree is obvious evil, that is, not hard to see as 
evil.  Drug dealers, prostitutes, murders, child abusers all ring true to be 
ºobvious evil.»  Ironically, didn½t Jesus hang around with these kinds of 
people? Curious don½t you think?  His questionable friends were not trying 
to hide their sins and call themselves good, and were not like the folks who 
say, ºI am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and 
know not that they are wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and  
naked» (Rev. 3:17). Jesus½ friends knew there wretchedness, and followed 
Jesus hoping for healing and transformation. While the religious folks were 
always ready to accuse him and eventually crucified him.  

On the other hand, obvious evil knows that it is wrong.  Jesus actually 
blessed the ºpoor in spirit» in the ºSermon on the mount.»  While he cursed 
those who thought that they were good, and had no need of a savior.  
 So now you see that both good and evil exist in this tree of death.  
These opposites ar e warring opposites never becoming friends or seeking 
resolution.  The good wars against the evil, and the evil wars against the 
good.  But in truth, they are both evil in nature ¹evil against evil raging war 
and never satisfied or content. When the Bible t alks about the world system 
or fallen flesh, it speaks of this kind of mentality: nation against nation; race 
against race; religions against religions; and these people against those 
people.  Who is really good, and who is really evil.  In this context, b oth are 
self-centered and self -justifying, therefore both are evil.      

This divided knowledge produces wrath in the world as well as inside 
the unbeliever. Actually Romans 9:22 calls all unbelievers, ºvessels of 
wrath.» And  speaking to the  same unbelievers in Romans 1:27 (NAS) Paul 
says that they ºreceive in their own persons the due penalty of their error».   
Wrath and condemnation is already in every man who doesn½t cry out for 
mercy and resolve his sins through the Cross of Christ (John 3:18).  That is 
why mankind apart from God has no peace (Romans 3:17). Since the word 
ºpeace» means, the cessation of war, then non-peace means war in action or 
wrath.  
 The most remarkable consequence of eating from this tree would be 
a false perception of separation or independence.  Satan, himself thinks that 
he is a separate god  with super self -powers of his own.  Yet is Satan really 
separate from God?  The Bible says to the unsaved Athenian in Acts 17:28, 
ºIn Him we live and move and have our being.» Nothing is outside of God.  
Even Evil has its place in the no-side of God, that is, all that God is not. 2   

God Himself says of himself, ºI am the Lord and there is none else 
(Isaiah 45:6).  Only God is self -sufficient, only God is independent, and only 
God is self -generating.  Yet Satan, in his deception, thinks that he is another 
independent god, and that he is self -sufficient, and self -generating.  That is 
the big lie that premeditates his mentality and was passed on to fallen 
mankind.

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 So you see the fruit of this tr ee was loaded with consequences, yet 
God planted this evil tree right in His lovely garden.  Why would He do that?  
Didn½t God know that these little children would be tempted to eat, and 
eventually give in to the temptation, and eat of this evil tree?  Th e scriptures 
says that Jesus was ºslain before the foundation of the world» (Rev.13:8;)  
An all wise God foreknew the Fall and prepared a savior for his disobedient 
children long before it even happened in history.  God had a planµWhat 
was it?  We will exp lore God½s awesome plan for mankind later in this 
chapter.  

 What Adam and Eve didn½t know was that humanity is a simple weak 
vessel without power, and therefore powerless to resist Satan½s call.  
Ironically, this same unlearned lesson is still today½s enigma.  Adam and Eve 
could have called out to God for help and he would have led them to the 
Tree of Life.  But no, instead they trusted in themselves to solve their own 
problems, thus ignorantly fell right into Satan½s hands. 

In a since, they had to fall .  What am I saying?  Adam and Eve had to 
fall in order to gain awareness and sensibility of themselves ¹ºWho told thee 
that thou was naked?»(Gen. 3:11). Even if their fall gave them a wrong self-
consciousness, at least they were very much aware of themselves w hich was 
not true before their fall.  

The creature has to be aware of the difference between himself and 
the Creator and how he, the creature fits together in oneness with the 
Creator, not as master, but as slave; not as the vine, but as the branch; and 
not as the content, but as the cup.  Just consider how long self -discovery 
takesµSometimes it takes a life time to attain the full knowledge of the 
creature½s rightful submissive place as the slave, and not the Master. The 
Bible tells us that it took centuri es of painful self -discovery for God to 
prepare Himself a people that would be conditioned to receive a Savor.  

 But for now, what happened to Adam and Eve?  Adam and Eve fell 
right into the hands of the one who would lie to them and then take 
dominion over  them by indwelling their spirits, minds and bodies.  If they 
had known, from the beginning, who they really were, they would have said 
to Satan, ºGod has already given us His wisdom, so we will wait on Him, and 
as for you, get behind me Satan.»  But they didn½t know who they were, 
therefore they ate of the forbidden fruit and fell from their first estate and 
experienced the tree of death as their conscious reality. But wait, how does 
their satanic fall fit right into the purposes of God½s plan for mankind? We 
will soon see.  
 For now though, let us think about the other tree, ºThe Tree of Life.» If 
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil is a knowledge and expression of 
evil, then why isn½t the Tree of Life called the tree of good?  The answer is:   
All manifestation of goodness or righteousness is only found in the life of 
Christ. So, therefore it was called ºThe Tree of Life.» 

The tree of life represents the person of Christ, Himself.  Since 
ºdeath» is wrathful and warring, then ºlife» is at peace and has reconciled its 
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opposites.  The tree of Life represent Christ½s own mind, full of wisdom, 
truth and grace.  It also has knowledge of opposites, but these opposites are 
friendly, resolved, unified, and forever linked together as one.  

The Cross is the cent erfold or fulcrum to the manifested Life of Christ. 
So there is a hidden cross right in the center of the tree.  Christ and the 
Cross are synonymous with each other. Actually, the gospel says, Christ 
hung on a tree.  The Cross represents death and resurrec tion united 
together as one reality. The Cross is two occurrences becoming one 
transforming historical event.  God½s mind is forever fixed on saying ºNO, or 
death to» to all the sin and death that came into being at the fall, and ºYES,» 
to the life that is  ours in Christ, Jesus. The Cross of Christ forever swallows 
up ºdeath», yet ironically, resurrected life wouldn½t have it½s known reality 
without its opposite death experience.   

 From eternity, God, Himself choose to be a sacrificial lamb, for He 
lays down his life for His creation.  That decision fixed in Him His self -for -
others love nature. If Adam and Eve had eaten of the tree of Life they too 
would have received the nature of the Cross.  It would have fixed them as 
safe sons, and brought harmony and p eace and eternal life into their beings.  
Their minds would have been unified, and oneness would have been their 
reality.  

I really don½t think that Adam and Eve even saw that good tree, 
though.  All they could see was what they were not supposed to have.  It is 
just like little children to explore what is forbidden, and pay no attention to 
that which was good for them.  If I told my five year old granddaughter, 
Haylie, that she could have anything she wanted in my house, except for 
just one thingµThe one thing would be for her not to eat the apple sitting 
on my dinner room table.  Her curiosity alone would draw her to the apple.  
And if there were anyone influencing her to try it, she would grab it and run 
away and hide it. Probably she would pay no attentio n to everything in my 
house that she could do, but be curiously be drawn to what she could not 
do. That is pretty much a given.  
 Just think of itµup until now, God had only said yes to them, ºyes,» 
you can eat from any other tree in the garden, ºyes» you can name the 
animals, ºyes» you can live in my perfect garden.  There wasn½t but one 
ºno,» yet that one ºno» ruled them.  In a since, God orchestrated the whole 
thing.  Why would God allow the serpent to be in this perfect environment in 
the first place?  H e could have barred Satan out, but no there he was right 
under the forbidden tree.  

God couldn½t leave his perfect children choice-less, they would have 
forever stayed little children.  Our royal capacity as persons, made in the 
image of God, is choice.  C hoice is what matures us, even wrong choices 
teach us to look for the right way.  Interesting though, what you choose you 
end up bound to (II Peter 2:19b).   

Which tree (or person) would Adam and Eve be in bondage to? Would 
they stay in union with God and live forever by eating of the Tree of Life?  Or 
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would they separate themselves from God and live by their own wisdom and 
agree with Satan that God must be lying?  We know the answer.  We have all 
reaped the consequences of that fatal choice.  Through Adam½s sin, we are 
all made sinners (Rom. 5:12). How can that be? Adam was the ruling head 
of a race of beings, therefore when Adam fell all who would be born after 
him, would be born sinners by virtue of Adams fall. That doesn½t seem fare, 
yet man can only pro create a being just like himself and no higher --ºevery 
seed after its own kind» (Gen. 1:11).  

Now here is what I promised --What was God½s plan? Since God is 
nothing but unconditional love, then we will now consider the positive and 
predestined results comi ng from the first couple½s decision:  1. The fall of 
sinful man, necessitates the manifested glory of Jesus, the savior, and 
second person of the trinity to appear as our conquering Lord and Savor.  
Without sin, the Savor would have no need to come as God manifesting 
himself in human form (John 1:14).  2. Unconditional sacrificial love is the 
very nature of God Almighty, yet it is only through the knowledge of sin that 
we can experience that quality of love, grace, forgiveness, and know His 
mighty power to deliver.  Am I justifying sin, no, sin is sin and it yields its 
deadly fruits of death and separation from God.  However, every negative 
has its hidden positive resolve in God, and faith is the key that makes 
manifest that hidden resolve.    

And, 3. God½s plan is to make known in mankind½s consciousness the 
horror and death of consequential separation from God which is the 
deserved sequences for sin. Then once the gospel of God½s grace is 
received, lost mankind can humbly find his way back home to his fathe r.  All 
this knowledge doesn½t come without a few hard knocks in life. Yet, the 
value of this pain is that it causes him now to know what it means to be a 
wrong-son, and then like the prodigal son, remember his true son -ship and 
inheritance in his Father½s house.    Remember: Every action has its equal 
and opposite reaction hidden within its reality, and the interaction of 
opposites bring experiential knowledge.  

Wisdom knows that the only way for mankind to have a mature 
consciousness is for us to go the w ay of sin and swallow the lying Satanic 
fruit, reap its deadly consequences, experience wrath, separation, supposed 
independence, and fully discover in ourselves what it means to be a wrong 
self .  Then by way of the provisions of the Cross of Christ find o ur way back 
to the Father, and through Christ experience the full ºliberation of the sons 
of God.» Once man knows his liberation and deliverance from sins dominion 
he will love and worship his Creator forever. Then, and only then, would 
mankind be safe son s able to inherit the glories of God½s prepared destiny.  
What a plan!

God means Evil , not just permits it. 

 

God created the possible of evil when He created free beings. 
# 1--Isa. 45:7 That men may know, from the rising of the sun and fr om the 
west, that there is none besides me; I am the Lord, and there is none other.  
I form the light and create darkness , I make peace, and create evil , I am the 
Lord, who do all these things.  God doesn½t do the evil, He can only do good 
(James 1:13).  The devil is the doer of evil, not God. However, the scripture 
says that, ºGod created evil» (Isa. 45:7). and to agree with the scriptures, we 
must say, ºAmen.»  Yet in what sense did He create evil?  God created 
freedom with the possibility of His creatures going the evil way of unbelief, 
so in an indirect since, He created evil by creating us free beings.  So now 
let us see how He uses the devil½s evil for His higher eternal purposes, yet 
still reins sovereign over His creation ¹(Daniel 2:19 -22; 4:32):  
 
The greatest evil in all history was when Satan put Jesus on the Cross, yet 
God meant it for our greatest good.  
 
Acts 4:10 ¹You crucified Jesus ¹they were responsible  
 
Acts 4:26 -28¹ºFor of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast 
anointed, both Herod , and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people 
of Israel, were gathered together, for  to do whatsoever thy hand and thy 
counsel determined before to be done.»  
Isaiah 53:10 -11  ºYet it was the will of the Lord to bruise him; he has put him 
to grie f; when he makes himself an offering for sin, he shall see the fruit of 
the travail of his soul and be satisfied; by his knowledge shall the righteous 
one, my servant, make many to be accounted righteous; and he shall bear 
their iniquities.» 
Gen. 50:20 ¹ºYou thought evil against me, but God  
meant it for good.» This is Joseph½s statement of faith after being treated 
unfairly by his brothers. Genesis 50:20  ºAs for you, you meant  evil against 
me; but God meant it for good, to bring it about that many people sh ould be 
kept alive, as they are today. » 
Isa. 10:5 ¹ºAssyria, the rod of MY anger.» God chastises His disobedient 
sons by using the Assyrian who were Israel½s enemy, yet they are the rod of 
God½s anger. Isaiah 10:5  ºO, Assyria, the rod of my anger , the staff  of my 
fury ! And the staff in their hand is my indignation.»  
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Isa. 45:3 ¹ºI will give you the treasures of darkness.» God will take us 
through deep valleys to cause us to discover great treasures. Isaiah 45:3 ºI 
will give you the treasures of darkness  and t he hidden riches in secret 
places, that you may know that it is I, The Lord , the God of Israel, who call 
you by your name.» 
 
Ex. 4:11 --ºWho made the dumb, or the deaf, or seeing, or the blind?  Is it 
not I, the Lord?  
 
Job 12:16 ¹ºThe deceived and the deceiver are His.» Seeing God only ¹This 
is seeing through evil to God Only  
 
Jer. 25:9 -12&14 -- Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon, my servant and I 
will bring them against this land, and against the inhabitants thereof, and 
against all these nations round about,  and will utterly destroy them . and this 
land shall be a desolation, and an astonishment and these nations shall 
serve the king of Babylon seventy years, and it shall come to pass when 
seventy years  are accomplished, that I will punish the king of Babylon , and 
that nation saith the Lord for their iniquity µI will recompense them 
according to their deeds, and according to the works of their own hands.» 
  
Nothing can be against us, everything is created for our greatest good.  
Isaiah 54:16  ºBehold, I have crea ted the smith who blows the fire of coals, 
and produces a weapon for its purpose.  I have also created the ravager to 
destroy;» 
 
God meant the consequences of the fall to drive us to childlike trust. 
Exodus 4:11 »Then the Lord said to him, ºWho has made man½s mouth?  
Who makes him dumb, or deaf, or seeing, or blind?  Is it not I, the Lord?» 
 
Mercy sent Satan to Job for Job to know that he was only complete in God, 
and not in himself.  
Job 2:3  ºAnd the Lord said to Satan, ºHave you considered my servant Job,  
that there is none like him on the earth, a blameless and upright man, who 
fears God and turns away from evil?  He still hold hast his integrity, although 
you moved me against him, to destroy him without a cause.» 
  
Job, himself never saw his evil circumst ances coming from Satan, but from 
God.  We see through evil to God only.  
Job 2:10  »But he said to her, ºYou speak as one of the foolish women would 
speak.  Shall we receive good at the hand of God, and shall we not receive 
evil?»  In all this Job did not s in with his lips.  
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Can the creation be wiser than God, and does God not control all things. 
Job 12:16   ºWith him are strength and wisdom; the deceived and the 
deceiver are His». 
  
Job keep his eyes on God alone, even in the negative.  
Job 16:12  ºI was at e ase, and He broke me asunder ; He seized me by the 
neck and dashed me to pieces; He set me up as his target . 
 
Even Jobs family said that God was responsible for all that happened to 
Job. Job 42:11  Then came to him all his brothers and sisters and all who 
had known him before, and ate bread with him in his house; and they 
showed him sympathy and comforted him for all the evil that the Lord had 
brought upon him; and each of them gave him a piece of money and a ring 
of gold.  
  
God chastens whom He loves. Deuteronomy 8:5  ºKnow then in your heart 
that, as a man disciplines his son, the Lord your God disciplines you.»

Program 13  
 
God½s Provision in Christ Unfolds in Two Stages of 
Restoration . 

The Blood¹ THE FIRST PROVISION Christ½s Precious BLOOD 
Since sin penetrated our bodies, our souls, and our spirits, then how are we 
delivered?  
 
The Gospel of the Cross is the way of deliverance from sins, and 
sin!  
 
Sins are the product or outer manifestation of the hidden producer, 
Mr. Sin . 
I-John 3:8 -Satan who has sinned from the beginning.  
 
There are two grammatical uses for ºsin»: one is ºsins» (a verb), and the 
other is ºsin» (a noun).   ºSins» are the action of the producer Sin.  The word 
ºsin» in II Cor. 5:21 and many such verses throughout Romans is rendered a 
noun:  The Critical Lexicon and Concordance to the English and Greek New 
Testament  by Ethelbert W. Bullinger says, ºSin is not merely, however, the 
quality of an action, but a principle manifesting itself in the activity of the 
subject,  the ¼man of sin,½ II Thes. 2:3, the personal embodiment of sin.» 
 Therefore, "Sin" is a person (Satan) expressing himself through our 
humanity.   Then "sins" are the forms of manifestation that Sin takes, 
somewhat like root and fruit.  If a gardener had a weed in his garden, he 
would not go out daily and cut off the top (sins) of the weed, he would 
permanently eliminate the weed by cutting it out at the  root (Sin). The cross 
has provided permanent deliverance to the sin problem. John the Baptist 
declares that Jesus, the lamb of God, takes away the sin (not sins) of the 
world» (John 1:29) and does it by ºlaying an ax to the root» (Matt. 3:10).  
Now, how d id God deliver mankind?  
The blood of Christ is for the cleansing of our sins (plural).  
What can wash away our sins, nothing but the blood of Jesus  

There is power in the blood -- 
Col. 1:14 ¹ºThrough his blood, even the forgiveness of sins.» 
Col. 1:20 ¹ºThe blood of His cross to reconcile all things.» 
Rom. 3:24 -25¹ºJustified freely by His grace, through faith in His blood.» 
Rom. 5:1 ¹ºPeace with God by His blood.» 
1 Peter 1:18 -20¹ºRedeemed by the precious blood of Christ.» 
Heb.10:12 ¹ºOne sacrifice for sins forever.» 
Through the BLOOD of Christ we have:  
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Deliverance from the fruit of sin which are sins. 
(a) Reconciliation (makes us accepted by canceling the debt) II Cor. 5:19  
(e)  Peace with God & Justification (just as if I had never sinned) ¹Rom. 5:1  
(c)  Redemp tion and Forgiveness of sins -Col. 1:14  
(d)  Assurance of salvation¹Eph. 2:4 -10 , and Heb. 10:14  
(f)  A hope of the glory of God (glorious bodily resurrection) -Rom. 8:23 -25  

 
 
  
 Let us now consider both the blood,  as well as the body of Christ. We 
will look at the blood side first.  Our God meets us in our fallen and blinded 
condition and offers us the provision of His precious blood for the 
forgiveness of our sins.  Sins in the unbeliever are the actions or outer 
manifestations of a sinful satanic nature.  Y et, we are so blinded and outer 
minded at this point that all we can recognize are our outer sins, and we 
have no clue to the inner condition producing these sins.  We don½t know 
and cannot see that it is really a spirit manifesting itself through us 
produ cing the very sins we are seeing (Eph. 2:2 -3).  All we know is that, ºI 
have sinned; I am guilty of sin; I need forgiveness; I need a Savior,» and 
rightly so: we are guilty sinners, and we are in need of a Savior.  I see the 
wisdom of God in not revealing the secrets of sins½ hidden producer too 
soon.  If sinners knew that it was Satan producing sin through them, then 
they might try to justify themselves and try to sidestep true heart repentance 
which would be fatal.  
 The New Covenant is based on the death  of the ºtestator;» ºFor where 
a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.  For 
a testament is only in effect after men are dead: otherwise it is of no 
strength at all while the testator liveth» (Hebrews 9:16 -17).  Therefore,  
ºwithout the shedding of the blood» (the death of Jesus Christ) , there is no 
remission for sins» (Hebrews 9:22).  
 The Bible proclaims that ºwe have redemption through his blood , the 
forgiveness of sins» (Eph. 1:7);  we have peace with God, ºthrough the blood  
of his Cross» (Col. 1:20); ºwe are elect through sanctification of the Spirit 
unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ» (I Peter1:2); we 
are redeemed by ºthe precious blood of Christ» (I Peter 1:19); we are 
cleansed daily by ºthe blood Jesus Christ» (I John 1:7); and we are ºwashed 
from our sins in His own blood» (Rev. 1:5).  

Now we sing a new song unto our God ºfor thou was slain, and hast 
redeemed us to God by thy blood  out of every kindred, and tongue, and 
people, and nation; and has t made us unto our God, kings and priest; and 
we shall reign on the earth » (Rev. 9-10).  

So, there is saving power and deliverance in the blood  of Christ for 
the forgiveness of our sins. Many Christian songs are written with the blood 
of Jesus in mind. One  that comes to my mind and is one of my personal 
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favorites is ºThere is Power in the Blood .»  Yet, has there ever been a song 
written called ºThere is Power in the Body Death?» 

 
The precious cleansing blood of Jesus provides remission of our sins --

the shed ding of that blood in public two thousand years ago was conclusive 
evidence that He paid the full price for the remission of sins.  We are saved 
from sins eternal consequences by inheriting eternal life through faith in the 
precious blood  of Jesus.  

We have redemption through the blood and the forgiveness of sins 
(Col. 1:14).  We are washed (Rev. 1:5), cleansed (I John 1:7); declared 
blameless (Eph. 1:3 -4); declared justified (Rom. 5:9); and made overcomers 
(Rev. 12:11) by the blood of the lamb.  
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PROGRAMS 14 & 15  
 
Now the Second provision offered at the Cross   
 
Christ½s broken BODY (the Exchanged Life)  
 
Communion illustrates Blood and Body  
 
Unveiling the deception which holds us in defeat and 
self-loathing!  

The Provision For Daily  Living --The Body Death Of The 
Cross 
 
Sin is personified in Romans 5 -8¹ 

1.  5:21 --A person who like a king reigns over me.  
2.  6:14¹who can have power over us, by Lording over people  
3.  7:11¹Who can deceive me into trying to do good by self -effort which 

kills me.  
4.  7:1 7& 21 ¹who can dwell in people and do things against their will  
5.  7:9 --It is quite alive and exceedingly active: so it must be the evil 

spirit of Satan, the evil one, dwelling, acting, and working in my fallen 
flesh.

We are cleansed from a sin consciousness (given a new mind). Heb. 
9:14  
Gives us a new identity, or a new self (Christ as me) ¹Gal. 2:20  

 
 
The question is, have we Christians even heard the ºRest of the Gospel?»  
My good friend, Dan Stone, wrote a book called ºThe Rest of the Gospel»."3 
Dan½s excellent book clearly reveals the truths concerning Paul½s Romans 
epistle which proclaims that we are delivered daily by the indwelling  
resurrected life of Christ within us (Romans 5:10), and how by faith, we can 
know this abundant li fe of Christ right now.   
 The answer lies in the full meaning of the Cross of Christ.  What is the 
meaning of the Cross?  The infinite depths and unfathomable riches of the 
Cross will forever be discovered and rediscovered throughout all eternity.  
However, this booklet will be our attempt to bring to light some of its riches.  

The Bible in Colossians 1:20 -22 declares that there are two aspects of 
the Cross.  It says, ºHaving made peace through the blood  of His Cross, by 
Him, reconcile all things unto Hims elf.»  Then in verse 22, ºIn the body  of 
His flesh through death to present you holy and unblameable and 
unreproveable in His sight .»  Also, the book of Romans unfolds to us its 
revelation of the blood and the body.  The first five chapters present to us 
salvation by faith and the forgiveness of our sins by the blood  of Christ 
(Romans 3:25; 5:9), while Romans 6 -8 presents the provision of the bodily  
death and resurrection (Romans 7:4).  

The blood of Christ satisfied God½s justice, while the body death of 
Christ satisfies us by the power of His resurrected life daily saving us from 
sin½s dominion. ºMuch more [certainly], now that we are reconciled, that we 
shall be saved (daily delivered from sins½ dominion) through His 
[resurrection] life » (Romans 5:10 -Amp).   
 
ºHow shall we that are dead to sin  
 live any longer therein?» 
(Romans 6:2)  

 
 God became a human being by taking the form of His son, Jesus 
(John 1:14).  Jesus had to become flesh because it takes a human to 
deliver the human race.  Animal sacrifices cou ld never finally deliver the 
human,  for it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats could take 
away sins. God declares that, ºsacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but 
a body  hast thou prepared me» (Hebrews 10:5-6). His human body was the

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sinless vessel suited for the sacrificial work of reconciliation. ºTo wit, that 
God was in Christ Jesus, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing 
their trespasses unto them» (II Cor. 5:19).    
 The word ºreconcile» means ºto change from one state into another» 
or to exchange.  What needs to be exchanged?  Jesus told Nicodemus that 
he must  be born -again of God½s Spirit.  At Nicodemus½ birth he inherited a 
sinful spirit which had to be replaced by a holy and righteous Spirit. Without 
that Holy Spirit indwelling him, it was impossible for him to comprehend 
what Jesus was saying.  He could not learn the things of God without the 
Holy Spirit.  There had to be an exchange of spirits! The human vessel called 
Nicodemus wasn½t the problem. It was a fallen satanic nature that caused his 
blindness and sinfulness.  Nicodemus, as well as everyone born into the 
world must  have an exchange take place in their  
spirit center. For only this spirit exchange can reconcile us back to God and 
produce in us the ºnew creation» (II Cor. 5:17) which is our new identity. 
   Through the fall, we were indwelt by a satanic nature which caused us 
to commit sin.  Romans 6:17 says that we were ºslaves to sin» or in bondage 
to Mr. Sin.  This self centered sin spirit is so deep in our consciousness that 
it appears to be just naturally us.  Ephesians 2:1 -3 gives us biblical clarity on 
our fallen condition:  ºWherein in times past ye walked according to the 
course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air , the 
spirit  that now worketh in the children of disobedience.» This passage is 
saying that Satan expresses his sinful nature through us, deceiving us and 
making us think it is us. 
  Jesus told the Pharisees that they were ºof their father the devil» 
because they expre ssed the devil½s lust through them as if it were them 
(John 8:44).  So in our fallen state we have inherited a satanic nature that 
enslaves us in our spirit½s center, and causes us to sin. 
 Through the redemptive work of the cross, God has provided a way 
for His children to be delivered from this satanic rule and brought back to 
Himself.  God sent His Son Jesus to take our place on the cross, vicariously 
becoming  what we were, so that we might become what He is. ºForasmuch 
then as the children are partaker s of flesh and blood, he (Jesus) also 
himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he (Jesus) might 
destroy him  that had the power of death, that is, the devil ; and deliver them 
(us) who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject t o bondage» 
(Heb. 2:14 -15).       
 Now how did God through his Son Jesus accomplish this?  II Cor.5:21 
gives us the key.  ºFor God hath made Christ , who knew no sin,  to be sin  for 
us, that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him.»  Let us begin 
by looking at what the Bible calls ºsin.» There are two grammatical uses for 
ºsin»: one is ºsins» (a verb), and the other is ºsin» (a noun).   ºSins» are the 
action of the producer Sin.  The word ºsin» in II Cor. 5:21 and many such 
verses throughout Romans is  rendered a noun:  The Critical Lexicon and 
Concordance to the English and Greek New Testament  by Ethelbert W. 
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Bullinger says, ºSin is not merely, however, the quality of an action, but a 
principle manifesting itself in the activity of the subject,  the ¼man of sin,½ II 
Thes. 2:3, the personal embodiment of sin.» 
 Therefore, "Sin" is a person (Satan) expressing himself through our 
humanity.  Then "sins" are the forms of manifestation that Sin takes, 
somewhat like root and fruit.  If a gardener had a weed in  his garden, he 
would not go out daily and cut off the top (sins) of the weed, he would 
permanently eliminate the weed by cutting it out at the root (Sin). The cross 
has provided permanent deliverance to the sin problem. John the Baptist 
declares that Jesu s, the lamb of God, takes away the sin (not sins) of the 
world» (John 1:29) and does it by ºlaying an ax to the root» (Matt. 3:10).  
Now, how did God deliver mankind?  
  God made the human Jesus become sin ,(2 Cor. 5:21) because only a 
perfect  vessel could contain sin and vicariously die to it for others. It is a 
very strong thing to say that Jesus became sin, for it means that he took on 
Satan. The only way for God to deliver mankind was to become what we 
were and die to it.  For we know that in a death the  spirit comes out of the 
body.  Likewise, the spirit of Satan came out of the human Jesus who 
represented all humanity. Jesus½ dead body was in the grave without a spirit 
for three days, signifying that it was completely dead. Then the Holy Spirit of 
God came into that dead body and raised Him from the dead.  And not only 
Him, for we were raised with Him as well (Romans 8:11).  
 This truth that Paul writes, as Peter says, ºis hard to understand»(II 
Peter 3:16),  so let me reiterate:  Christ died as us.  ºHe was made sin,» 
expressing as us the sin nature.  Therefore, in that death, out of our bodies 
went the false nature forever (Romans 6:6&10). Then Christ, in that risen 
body, representing us, raised us up with His own nature of Holiness. Christ 
replaced Satan  as us!  To put it simply, Jesus was joined to Mr. Sin (Satan in 
us) in His death, that we might be joined to Mr. Righteousness (Jesus) in His 
resurrection.  
 The blood of Christ covers the product  of sin, which are sins; while 
the body death replaces the producer  of sin.   Romans 5:10 says that ºFor if, 
when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death  of his Son, 
much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life .»  When we were 
hopeless sinners and enemies to God we were saved by His d eath.  But now 
as helpless saints we shall be saved daily  by His resurrected life, in us and 
as us. 
 There was a great exchange of spirits!  That is why the mystery of the 
Gospel is ºChrist in you» the only hope of glory (Col. 1:27).  Now through the 
cross, we are Christ  in our unique human forms.    
 

 
ºBody Death?»  I believe the reason that not much has been written is 

because the meaning of the bodily death of Christ  is hardly known nor 
understood by the Christian world.   
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Consider the communion table fo r a moment.  There is wine 
representing Christ½s blood, and then there is bread representing Christ½s 
body.  We are taught truth concerning the blood (wine), but hardly ever do 
you hear teaching on the body (bread) of Christ.  
 The importance of the bodily  death of Christ is that it delivers us from 
the nature and power of sin that is, Satan, the one producing sins through 
us.   We were all born with a self -centered satanic nature; Christ½s bodily 
death delivers us from indwelling sin which is Satan. The bl ood of Christ 
covers the product  of sin, which are sins; while the body death replaces the 
producer of sin.  
    The Bible declares you are ºdead to sin» (Rom. 6:2).   Dead to sin?  
When and how did we die to sin?   First of all, we need to understand what 
the word ºSIN» means from the Bible½s perspective.  E. W. Bullinger, a Greek 
scholar and theologian, says that:  

 ºsin is not merely however, the quality of an action, but a 
principle manifesting itself in the activity of the subject, ºThe 
man of sin,» (II Thes 2:3) being the personal embodiment of 
sin.» 

Sin in Romans 6 -8 and II Corinthians 5:21 is rendered a noun and is 
therefore a person.  
 Sin is personified in these Romans verses:  He is a person who can 
reign (Romans 5:21); who can master people (Romans 6:14); who can 
deceive and kill people (Romans 7:11); who can dwell within people and 
make them do things against their will (Romans 7:17&20).  Sin is quite alive 
(Romans 7:9) and exceedingly active; so it must be Satan, the evil one, 
dwelling, acting, and  working in fallen mankind.  

In Genesis 4:6 -7, the Lord addresses Cain, ºWhy are you angry?  Why 
is your face downcast?  If you do what is right, will you not be accepted?  
But if you do not do what is right, sin is crouching at the door; it desires to 
have you, but you must master it.»  Here again sin is personified.  The NIV 
study Bible says:  ºThe Hebrew word for crouching is the same as an ancient 
Babylonian word referring to an evil demon crouching at the door of a 
building to threaten the people insid e.  Sin may thus be pictured here as 
just such a demon, waiting to pounce on Cain ¹it desires to have him .» The 
Genesis 4:7 use of the word ºSin crouching at the door,» is therefore 
synonymous with the word ºsin» in Romans 6-8¹it is a personification and 
different from the word ºsins» which is the very action of the person.  

Let us address the question, what and how did we die to sin? We 
must first understand what it means to be ºin Christ.»  Who is ºin Christ?»  
Every born again Christian is officially in u nion with Christ and He in union 
with us (John 14:20).  

The Bible says that all born again people were in union with Christ 
when God the Father reconciled the world unto himself (II Corinthians 5:19).   
All born -again believers were ºin Christ» at His crucifixion (Romans 6:3); we 
were ºin Christ» when He was buried (Colossians 2:12); we were ºin Christ» 
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when He came out of the grave (Eph. 2:5); and we are ºin Christ» as He was 
enthroned Lord of  Heaven ( I Cor. 2:8 & Eph. 1:20 -21); Lord of earth (Isa. 
66:1);  Lord of the Cross; Lord of the grave; Lord of Hell (Acts 2:31); Lord of 
resurrection, and Lord over His ascended position far above all principalities 
and powers (Eph. 1:21 & 2:5 -6); and finally we are ºin Christ» as He is 
crowned Lord of all ( Gal. 4:1b & Revelation 17:14).   

Do we really get it? How can we grasp such a high and lofty and 
awesome inheritance?  Just receive it as a little child, and don½t try to 
understand it. Spirit understanding gradually comes after our obedience of 
faith, but never bef ore faith. Simply receive it, and it is yours.  

Since we were in Christ at His crucifixion, then what happened at the 
Cross?  II Corinthians 5:21 says, ºFor He hath made Him to be sin for us, 
who knew no sin, that we might be made the righteousness of God i n Him.»  
God the Father made Christ Jesus sin, in our stead, in order that we might 
be made the righteousness of God.  Christ did the work of the Cross in 
history, in order that we might simply receive and appropriate the benefits 
of that finished work, an d by the miracle of the Holy Spirit, know that we 
know, that Christ is our righteousness.   

How could the Son of God be made sin, and why?  And what does it 
mean, ºHe was made sin?»  The sacrificial Lamb of God was made sin, 
which was the sum total of what  we humans BECAME through Adam½s Fall. 
We, through the fall, are all sin -soaked, satanic -indwelt humanity (Eph. 2:2 -
3). Jesus was made Satan -indwelt humanity at the Cross, in order that we 
might be made Christ -indwelt humanity.  It was an exchange of natur es.   

Think about this:  Why the body of Christ?  A body is a vessel, or the 
dwelling place for a spirit, and a medium by which the spirit manifests itself.  
Through the Fall, all of mankind became saturated with Satan½s spirit. God 
poured Satan½s spirit into Jesus½ body, for He was made sin½s root, which is 
the satanic  nature  as well as its fruit which are sins deadly consequences.  

Is this offensive to you?  We don½t like to think of Jesus like that.  But 
love deems it necessary, because a deliverer has t o be like the ones he is to 
deliver.  Animal sacrifices couldn½t take away sin, nor deliver the person in 
bondage.  It took a sinless human to deliver the human race, and only the 
perfect man, Jesus, the Son of God, who is God Himself, could be the one.  

We need to understand what death means from the biblical 
standpoint.  Death does not mean annihilation, it means  separation. When 
your spirit separates from your body, you are dead.  Your spirit goes one 
place and your body another.  When Jesus died, his Sp irit/soul went to 
Hades while his body was still in the tomb. The day Jesus died all of 
humanity was separated from its hellish bondages as well as sin½s deadly 
consequences (Rom. 6:2). The satanic spirit left Jesus½ body and He died.  
Jesus had beforehand  prophesied in John 12:31, ºNow is the judgment of 
this world, now shall the prince of this world be cast out.» Cast out of what, 
or whom? When the sin soaked spirit of Satan departed from Jesus, sin and 
death were defeated and Satan½s reign and dominion in mankind was 
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conquered. Yet, Christ½s death was not enough to completely restore us as 
ºNew Creatures.»  There had to be more.  

Why am I using the word ºHades» instead of Hell?  Bible students 
know well that Hades is the Old Testament½s place of waiting for both the 
righteous as well as the unrighteous.  According to the parable of the rich 
man and Lazarus (Luke 16:19 -31), Hades, being the same word as the 
Hebrew word ºSheol,» is the place provided for the dead before Christ½s 
resurrection and ascension. Ac cording to the parable there was ºa great gulf 
fixed» dividing the abode of the saved and the lost. One side is where the 
believers rested in peace and found comfort in Abraham½s bosom, while on 
the other side, the unsaved live in the hellish torment.  

The day Christ died, His Spirit man went to this place called ºHades» 
to do two things:  First to show all principalities and powers that His death 
had triumphed and spoiled their claim on mankind (Col. 2:15), and to 
openly mock Satan for his attempt to destr oy the Son of God, demonstrating 
that the very attempt was Christ½s½ trump card to destroy Satan½s power of 
death over mankind (Col. 2:15 & Heb. 2:14). Second, Jesus went to 
ºHades» to raise Abraham with all his believing ºseed» to heaven prepared 
for them .  Ephesians 4:8 -10 says, ºWhen He ascended up on high, he led 
captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men. Now that he ascended, what is it 
but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the earth?  He that 
descended is the same also that ascende d up far above all heavens, that He 
might fill all things.»  Our Champion and King, Christ Jesus Himself, opened 
the Heavenly Gates ushering the Old Testament believers into the very 
presence of God.   

But wait a minute, how can He raise fallen mankind out  of Hades and 
into the heavenly presence of God.  Aren½t we justified by His resurrection 
(Romans 4:25)?  Let us go back to the tomb before the resurrection: 
according to the scriptures, our humanity as well as all redeemed man, both 
past, present, and fut ure are still in Jesus½ body in the tomb¹we were dead, 
and buried.  Through Jesus½ death we are now released from Satan½s ºspirit 
of error,» but unless Jesus is raised from the dead, we will remain dead with 
Him in the tomb (I Cor. 15:17). The glory of our  Salvation is in the strength 
of Christ½s½ resurrection. By the power of God½s (Shekinah) Glory, the Spirit 
released Jesus from Hades (Acts 2:26 -27), and the Holy Spirit raised His 
dead body from the tomb, and we with Him (Eph. 2:6).  Jesus couldn½t get 
Himself out of hell, but praise the Lord, ºChrist was raised up from the dead 
by the Glory of the Father » (Romans 6:4) and all the ºworld» with him (II 
Corinthians 5:19).  
     This one divine sacrifice has birthed a new species of human beings into 
existenc e. These ºNew Creatures» are justified, sanctified, glorified (Rom. 
8:30) and therefore perfected forever (Heb. 10:14) by this one act of 
sacrifice which was followed by the Father½s faithfulness when He raised Him 
from the dead.  Glory to God.  
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     The unabridged book, Destined for the Throne , by Paul Billheimer Is the 
clearest presentation I know on this subject:  
 

ºAs sons of God, begotten by Him, incorporating into their 
fundamental being and nature the very ºgenes» of God, they 
rank above all other cre ated beings and are elevated to the 
most sublime height possible short of becoming members of 
the Trinity itself.  Although, Christ is the unique and only 
begotten Eternal Son, yet He does not retain His glory for 
Himself alone for He has declared, ºThe glory which thou gavest 
me, I have given them» (John 17:22).  Therefore, the redeemed 
will share His glory, His rulership, and His dominion as truly 
responsible princes of the Realm.»4 
 
Let me clear up any misunderstanding here.  The whole human race 

has the  possibility of becoming Sons of God, by virtue of the provision 
provided.  But only those who ºreceive Him  to them gave he power to 
become the Son of God, even to them that believe on His name» (John 
1:12).  I am saying this lest any would think that I am  advocating, ºUltimate 
and Universal Reconciliation.»  No, I am not.  The only ones that truly are 
reconciled are those who have ºreceived Him. » They alone are the sons of 
God. Whoever does not receive Him refuses the provision provided and 
suffers the dam ning consequences.  

 Let me sum up this chapter by quoting something by Martin Luther 
that profoundly states:  

 
ºThe incomparable benefit of faith is that it unites the soul with 
Christ as a bride is united with her bridegroom. By this mystery, 
as the Apostl e teaches, Christ and the soul become one flesh. 
And if they are one flesh and there is between them a true 
marriage --indeed the most perfect of all marriages, since human 
marriages are but poor examples of this one true marriage --it 
follows that everythin g they have they hold in common, the 
good as well as the evil. Accordingly, the believing soul can 
boast and glory in whatever Christ has as though it were its 
own, and whatever the soul has Christ claims as his own. Let us 
compare these and we shall see i nestimable benefits. Christ is 
full of grace, life, and salvation. The soul is full of sins, death, 
and damnation. Now let faith come between them and sins, 
death, and damnation will be Christ's, while grace, life, and 
salvation will be the soul's; for if Christ is a bridegroom, he 
must take upon himself the things which are his bride's and 
bestow upon her the things that are his. If he gives her his body

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and very self, how shall he not give her all that he is? And if he 
takes the body of the bride, how sha ll he take all that is hers? 5»  
   
Miss Bertha, from Cowpens, SC couldn½t love the Chinese to whom 

she was called by the Lord to minister. She cried out to the Lord to send her 
someone who could tell her truth.  The Lord did, and Miss Bertha did 
business with God.  This is what she said:  ºThe Lord knows, I know, and the

The Replaced Life ¹We cannot Have Two Natures at 
Once.  
 
We are either joined to Satan before Christ, and now 
through the Cross, joined to Christ.  But I never never 
had an independent nature of my own!  
 
What is a nature ?  It is  our life or power source.  
 
The lie of Two Natures  
 
Rom. 7:1 -4¹ºWe can only be married to one wife at a time. 
1John 4:4 ¹ºHe that is in this world, and He that is in 
us.» 
1 John 4:6 º̧Spirit of truth, and Spirit of error.»  
1 John 3: 10¹ºChild of the devil, child of God.» 
John 8:44 ¹ºSatan was our father.» 
2 Peter 1:14 ¹ºWe are partakers of divine nature.» 
Col 3:9 ¹ºWe have put off the old man.»  
 

The Lie of Two Natures  
 
I have been heard it taught of years that we Christian  still have th e old 
nature , and we  have to be f ight to maintain our equilibrium in Christ, daily.  
However we  can never hope to get rid of this monstrous old nature  in this 
life time . They say, there is a white dog in us and at the same time, there is a 
black dog in us.  It depends on w hich one we feed the most , to which one  
wins the battle.  Some years ago, I actually owned a white Poodle and a 
black Doberman Pincher.  In my case, the small white Poodle won because 
she was the oldest and , believe it or not,  could boss the  Doberman around.  
That is fun for me to think about, but this kind of erroneous teaching is very 
serious, and keeps us Christians in bondage  always striving to maintain the 
power of the White dog .  

Some years back, several friends of mine and myself went to 
Memphis, Tennessee to visit a huge church there.  We, three house wives 
were sitting in the office of a well known and respected minister in that area.  
As I shared these union truths, the minister stopped me.  ºAre you saying 
that you believe that Chri stian½s today can really experience union with 
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Christ and live without condemnation?»   ºDo you think that we, Christians 
can really get out of Romans 7 and experience the freedom of Romans 8?»  I 
said, ºyes I do.»  He went on to say, ºDon½t you know that 98% of all 
teachers, preacher, and theologians don½t believe that we will ever be free 
from the ºOld Nature» until we are in Heaven.»  ºYes, I do know that false 
consensus, but it is not what the Bible says, and is therefore not true.»  The 
minister was am azed at the audacity of us women.  So was I!  

Why would God put Romans 8 in the Bible if it were only a carrot on a 
stick, dangling there it tease us with an impossible freedom when in reality, 
we can only have that kind of freedom in the eternal future?  T hat makes 
God cruel.»  The minister was stopped, but not convinced.  Someday this 
truth will be common among God½s people but for now there is still lots of 
strife when these insights are presented.  

 The liberating truth revealed in Romans 7 is that the hu man is not the 
culprit, but Satan is the culprit, disguised as an big Independent I able 
through self-effort and self keeping  to be right and do right for God.   Paul is 
believing the lie too in Romans 7 and living in a delusion. I always say that 
Romans 7 is a lie¹it is truth about Paul½s experience, but a lie concerning 
what Paul is believing. The fact is that ºThe Old Man was crucified with 
Christ, in order that the body of sin might be done away with» (Romans 6:6).  
If you don½t believe that fact, but instead give reality to your tug -of-war 
experience, then you would think that it is not done away with.  The tug -of-
war experience is happening because we are being deceived by Satan to 
believe that ¼our own human power½ is failing to conquer sin and we ought 
not to fail, but even try harder.  That makes me falsely think that my 
humanity is in itself the evil culprit because it should be holy and good, but 
it can½t.  So around and around I go spinning on the wheel of failure, 
frustration and defeat.  The whol e premise of that kind of thinking is based 
on a big lie, or I should say, ºTHE BIG LIE.»   

 The human is a derivate being, therefore deriving our nature from the 
one who indwells us, because the human has no nature of its own .  What 
does the word NATURE mean?  The Critical Lexicon and Concordance to the 
English and Greek New Testament , written by E. W. Bullinger, says, Nature is 
the ºgenerative and productive power i.e. the essence.»  Only a deity Spirit 
can have generative and productive powers which the human can only 
derives for his own. The human vessel was created to derives its nature or 
power source from the one who indwells it, either Satan or Christ, and not 
from itself.  It is impossible for the human by itself to have and be its own 
generative po wers. 

 So does the Christian still have an evil human nature able to produce 
evil?  I think that we have successfully answered that question.  The human 
cannot contain but one deity nature at a time.  We humans have only one 
spirit to join with one deity S pirit making the marriage of ºtwo becoming one 
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being.»   The evil human nature supposed in Roman 7 is Satan disguised as 
a good and performing me.  
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PROGRAMS 18, 19 & 20  
 
Deceived Self -Life  
(Acting as if the human has his own nature) . 
 

Not functioning as God intended is the true meaning of 

dysfunctional humanity 
 
 
Rom. 7:11 ¹ºSin has deceived me.» 
Rom. 7:15 -16¹ºWhat I hate, that I do.» 
Rom. 7:21 ¹ºWhen I would do good, evil is present 
with me.»

The Lie Exposed  
Satan is the culprit . 
Rom. 7:17 &20 ¹ºNo more I that do it, but sin dwelling in me.»   
 

 

Romans 7:7 -25  has been one of the most debated over segments in the 
Bible.  Some say, Paul was not saved w hen he wrote it, while others agree 
that he was a Christian, but they say the struggles and wrestling he had with 
himself was his permanent condition through -out his life. Others make the 
point that we humans have two natures and we, like Paul, will always  war 
with an evil human nature.  None of these opinions ever satisfied me.  The 
question then is why did Paul move from generalities concerning his union 
position being ºdead to the law,» (7:1-6) to his own strivings about his 
present tense personal ºI» (7:7-25)?  And do and can we Christians have two 
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natures at the same time? 6  The Bible doesn½t support any of these 
explanations.  So what is our answer?  

 I believe that Paul did a big thing by moving from his own realized 
union, backtracking from being ºdead to the law,» to alien himself and 
identify, as an intercessor, with every born again believer by using the 
present tense I, I, I .  I do that myself.  When the need arises, I can be ºall 
things to all people,» and I can identify myself with anyone.  I find myself 
speaking as if I am right where they are, even though it is not presently true.  
I consider that God½s love.  

Paul says in I Corinthians 9:19 -22 that, ºFor though I be free from all 
men, yet have I made myself servant unto all, that I might gain the more.  
And unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain the Jews; to them 
that are under the law, as under the law, that I might gain them that are 
under the law; to the weak became I as weak, that I might gain the weak: I 
am made all things to a ll men, that I might by all means save some.»  I 
believe that is just what Paul did in Romans 7:7 -25 --he expounded on his 
past experience as if it was his present condition in order to identify with us 
all.  

 The sin that so beset Paul in the Roman passage was coveting, the 
10 th commandment.  ºThou shall not covet.»  Coveting is a inner sin, one 
that most could hide, but Paul, being true to God, couldn½t bear to.  Unger½s 
Bible Dictionary  defines coveting as, ºan inordinate desire for what one has 
not, which  has its basis in discontentment with what one has.  It has an 
element of lawlessness and is sinful because it is contrary to the command, 
ºBe content with such things as ye have,» (Hebrews 13:5) because it leads to 
¼trust in uncertain riches,½ to ¼love of the world,½ to forgetfulness of God, and 
is idolatry (Colossians 3:5) setting up wealth instead of God.  It ranks as one 
of the worst sins (Mark 7:22; Romans 1:29).»  

  

 Let us take a historical and maybe psychological look into Paul½s 
background to under stand why coveting became his personal sin -issue.  

  Paul was of pure Jewish decent, he was of the tribe of Benjamin, he 
was a son of a Pharisee, thus making him a Pharisee. Philippians 3:4 -6 says 
that he was a Hebrew of all the Hebrews, ºas touching the law a Pharisee, 
and as touching the righteousness of the law, blameless.» Through his 
patriarchal birthing, he was a Roman citizen.  His Roman citizenship 
superseded all other citizenships before the law and ºin the general opinion 
of society it placed him a mid the aristocracy of any provisional town.»  
Remember how fearful the jailors were when they found out that Paul was a 
Roman citizen in Acts 22:29?  They feared because they had mistreated 
him.

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His rank in life afforded him great riches and personal glor y, yet when 
Paul became a Christian, he gave up his riches and glory and took on 
Christian poverty and disgrace.  Could it be that Paul remembered his past 
life and started to long after it?  Could it be that the devil reminded him 
daily of his past status  in life, as well as the luxury½s and comforts he used 
to have before he became a Christian?  Could he wonder why being a 
Christian meant to suffer, to be rejected, disgraced, and humiliated? Being 
the brilliant Jewish scholar that he was, why was he exile d to the desert in 
Arabia barely having enough to eat?  Wouldn½t it be logical that while there 
in, sun baked, Arabia, he began to long after all that he had lost, but then 
on the other hand be convicted for desiring it, because he had willing given 
it all  up for Jesus?  Can½t we see why he started to beat himself up for 
coveting after what he had willing given up for Christ?  Yet he was powerless 
to stop the mental spin in his head.  That made he double guilty, sinful as 
well as too weak to do anything abo ut it.  

Paul was a moral man, as a Pharisee, he had kept the law perfectly, 
but now as a Christian he couldn½t conquer his own sin.  Interesting, he had 
power as a sinner to keep the law perfectly (Philippians 3:6), but as a 
Christian he was powerless (Roma ns 7:11).  Keeping the law perfectly in his 
own strength was keeping it by the power of the devil, yet God wouldn½t give 
him  the power not to sin as a Christian.  I believe that we are starting to get 
the picture of the dilemma that Paul was in.  

 

Let me sa y here that this is the only chapter in the Bible that is a lie!  
Does that shock you?  It should, I hope that I have your attention.   Paul½s 
experience is true, but what he is believing about himself is a lie.  Let us 
investigate . 

He begins to muse about himself and analyze his dilemma.  

 

 ºWhat shall we say then? Is the law sin?  God forbid.  Nay, I had not 
known sin but by the law; for I had not known lust, except the law had said, 
ºThou shall not covet.  But sin taking occasion by the commandment, 
wrough t in me all manner of concupiscence.  For without the law sin was 
dead.» 

 

Paul is awakened by the law to see sinful patterns in himself.  And 
now awakened, he was concerned over the particular sin of coveting.  His 
concern drives Him to his first question:   ºHow can I get deliverance over 
this insidious sin of coveting?  It besets me every time.  Could it be that if 
the law didn½t shout at me telling me not to covet, then I wouldn½t have this 
sin problem?»  ºI feel so powerless to keep this commandment, ºThou shalt 
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not covet,»--so what if the commandment was done away with altogether? 
Then maybe I would be free from this guilt. Could that be the answer?»  

ºThat can½t be the answer, for it was through the law that I saw how 
heinous sin was in the first place.  God uses it to be the spot -light that 
exposes sin. He spotlighted sin in me, which drove me to find Christ, in the 
first place.  I can½t eliminate God½s spot-light, God intends for broken law in 
us to be seen as sin.  Somehow, sin must get it power from t he law because 
the law arouses in me all manner of evil desires.   However, without the law 
those evil desires die away.  So, I½m still wondering if the law is my 
problem.»   

  

ºFor I was alive without the law once:  but when the commandment 
came, sin revi ved, and I died.  And the commandment, which was ordained 
to life, I found to be unto death.  For sin taking occasion by the 
commandment deceived me and by it slew me.» 

 

Paul experienced New Covenant grace, not law, when he first became 
a Christian.  Howev er, when He was tempted to covet, the commandment, 
ºThou shall not covet,» shouted at him and exposed the sin of coveting in 
him, which in turn killed him because he couldn½t conquer it.  How is it that 
the law, being an instrument of life, caused him to d ie and why does it 
deceive him and slay him? Good question. He was frustrated and defeated ¹
challenged by the law, yet laughed at by sin, making it plan that it had him 
under control.  Look further.  

 

ºWherefore the law is holy and the commandment holy, and just and 
good. Was then that which is good made death unto me?  God forbid.  Sin 
working death in me by that which is good: that sin by the commandment 
might become exceeding sinful. For we know that the law is spiritual:  but I 
am carnal, sold under sin.» 

 

Paul finds his answer by the process of elimination.  ºThe law can½t be 
my problem, it is, holy, just and good.  Then how can God½s outer law be 
death to me when I try to keep it?   The holy spiritual law is working death in 
me--good is producing death s o that sin might appear what it is, exceedingly 
sinful.  

 Ok, I see it, the law is defiantly not the problem, then the blame 
must be on me, I am too fleshly to keep it because my flesh seems to be a 
slave to sin.  If the problem is the human me, then I am guilty, yet I am 
totally frustrated, in despair, and confused.»  
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The first question is answered, ºthe law is not my problem,» but Paul½s 
self-assessment was not true, but it sure seems to be.  Actually, most of our 
lives we have a mentality of, ºWhat is wrong with me.»  The human me, that 
is.  That is why I call this presentation, ºWhat is Man?» basically because this 
question is the most misunderstood in Christianity, as well as in the world.  

He goes on to the second compelling question, ºIs my human self the 
problem?»   

 

ºFor that which I do, I allow not: for what I would that do I not; but 
what I hate, that do I.  If then I do that which I would not, I consent unto the 
law that it is good.» 

 

Paul is declaring that he is committing  sin even when, in his wi ll, he 
wills against it.  He willed over and over again not to sin, but he ends up 
sinner anyway.  This says to us that  Paul  could  not will himself out of his 
sins.  

 As he analyzed it further, he saw that his will was in agreement with 
God½s law and not at all contrary to it.   That told him that the human spirit, 
our choice -maker/self, couldn½t be the problem either.  This is an amazing 
discovery.  The devil had accused Paul½s human self of being Paul½s biggest 
problem, but now Paul didn½t have to believe that lie anymore.  His human 
self wasn½t the evil culprit, he wasn½t against God, nor God½s laws, so then 
he wasn½t the evil one doing the evil.  ºOK, then what or who was the real 
problem?» 

 

ºNow then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwells in me.  For I 
know that in me (that is in my flesh,) dwells no good thing: for to will is 
present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not.» 

 

This is a vital revelation.  Something wholly other than Paul was doing 
the sinning, yet the other,  is accusing him of being the evil culprit.  That is 
an amazing discovery ¹ºno more I that do it.»  The human Paul wasn½t 
producing his own sins, the truth is that the human vessel is totally 
incapable of producing sins.  Big, news!  Only a deity nature can  produce sin 
or righteousness, the human being doesn½t have its own nature, so therefore 
it has no power to product sin, nor get free of it.  

 This passage is the negative counter part to Galatians 2:20.  
Galatians says, ºI live, yet not I , but Christ lives  in me.»  Romans 7 says, ºNo 
more I  that do it, but sin that dwells in me.»  There it is, the human cannot 
produce it½s own righteousness, (Galatians 2:20) nor can it produce it½s own 
sins (Romans 7:17), the human is a simple vessel.   
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Then who is it produ cing the sins, and what or who is sin? The sin that 
dwelled in him was masquerading as self -effort.  Sins are the fruit/product of 
the producer of sin, and everyone knows that the fruit doesn½t have power in 
its self to bring forth itself.  Jesus said in J ohn 15 that without me, the vine, 
you cannot produce your own fruit.  

Therefore sins must be the product of a person called Sin or Satan.  I 
John 3:8 says that, ºHe that commits sin is of the devil; for the devil sins  
from the beginning.  If the human can produce it½s own sins, then there is a 
possibility that it can produce it½s own righteousness.  That is blasphemy; 
because the human would then take Christ½s place as Savior, and Lord.  We 
would be our own God and fall right into Satan½s devious plan for man to 
become like God, that is, the creature to become the Creator, and for fallen 
flesh to try to become Divine Spirit, which would make man a son of Satan, 
instead of a son of God.   

Now how is it that sin/Satan dwells in Paul, the Christian?  How can 
Satan produce sins through Paul who is indwelt by Christ?  The human is 
tripartite, spirit, soul and body.  Christ is one with us in Spirit, but Satan can 
get an advantage in us through the flesh (soul and body) if we believe his 
lies of human performance.  Verse 23 says there is, ºanother law in my 
members brings me into bondage to the law of sin in my  members .»  A law, 
or principal, or person in my members (soul/body) brings me into bondage.  
So, Satan is not in Paul½s spirit, but dwells in my flesh as an adulteress spirit 
ruling my flesh as long as I give power to him by believing in my own 
abilities to perform.  That is why Paul cries out, ºHow to perform, I find not .»  
Performance based righteousness doesn½t work. This scripture is the proof.    
The human  doesn½t do its own sinning (7:17) nor its own goodness (7:18).   

Another vital point here is that the human doesn½t have its own will 
power.  That is interesting, because everybody thinks that the human has 
will power, but no, this verse proves that we do n½t.  ºThe will is present with 
me, but how to perform I find not.»  It certainly is true that Paul is saying 
that the human has a will, that is not even the point, the point is the human 
doesn½t have the power to fulfill  its own will not to sin.  We human s have the 
faculty to choose, but we don½t have the power behind our choice.  What we 
can do, which Paul didn½t understand at this point, is to will or choose, the 
one with the power to fulfill the spirit choice.  So I say there is no such thing 
as WILL POWER.  Human will, yes, but the human will is powerless without 
the Spirit½s strength to fulfill it.  Therefore Paul couldn½t even will or choose 
his way out of Roman 7.  

 

ºFor the good that I would I do not:  but the evil which I would not 
that I do.  Now i f I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that 
dwells in me.  I find a law that, when I would do good, evil is present with 
me.» 
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Paul reiterates again, it is no longer I that do it, but sin that dwells in 
me.  The Spirit often repeats H imself when He is making an important point 
as He does here.  Next Paul says that he finds a principle at work whenever 
he tries to do good.  When he does try to do good, evil is present with him.  
Boy, that ought to catch our attention.  We must conclude that doing good 
by our own self effort, which is actually an expression of Satan,  is evil.  It is 
the creature trying to be like the Creator, and it is Satan½s age-old deception, 
ºI will be like the most high God.»  Satan wasn½t trying to be evil, he didn½t 
know what evil was.  This event spoken of in Isaiah 14:14 was the first time 
a creature ever tried to be like God.  Trying to be like God is replacing  God.  
This Satanic act was the first evil in all the universe, yet it was hidden under 
the guise of go odness. It is the same pharisaical religious spirit which works 
in us today. So Paul in Romans 7, like Satan, is doing the same evil by trying 
to be good.   Remember, I am not saying the doing good is evil, but trying  to 
do good by self -effort is where the  real evil lies hidden, posing itself as 
Christian goodness.   Self-effort is an expression of Satan .  ºSin that dwells 
in me,» is Satan masquerading as my own self -effort, my own ability, my 
own sufficiency, and an  independent life of my own.   

The ºSin that dwells in us» is a false reality. We Christians are 
operating from a false satanic reality.  Remember, ºas a man thinketh, so is 
he.»  If we believe that self-effort is a reality and the human is responsible 
for keeping himself from evil, or being the s trength of his own 
righteousness, then that is what is real to us.  What we believe is very 
creative, false believing produces a false reality, while right believing 
produces true reality.   My good friend, Kathryn Magnotto said, ºEverything 
fulfills the w ord spoken over it, whether negatively or positively.»   

Do we have it clear, how does Satan get his advantage over us 
continually? Satan½s temptation is not the problem¹our response to the 
temptation is not the problem.  The problem is that he deceives us  into 
thinking that the human vessel should be like God by trying to be good.  We 
strive to stop sinning, and we strive to overcome our temptations --that very 
act of self -striving to conquer is THE HIDDEN SIN. That is how Satan traps us 
and steals our bodi es temporarily and misuses us by producing his sinful 
fruits through us.  

  

ºFor I delight in the law of God after the inward man:  But I see 
another law in my members warring against the law of my mind, and 
bringing me into captivity to the law of sin whi ch is in my members, O 
wretched man that I am!  Who shall deliver me from the body of this death?»    

 

What a dilemma! How is Paul going to get out of this satanic trap?  His 
soul and body is a bloody battlefield of confusion, tension, and agony. This 
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is wretchedness and even suicidal.  This scenario is starting to sound like 
ºThe Kingdom of the Middle Ground» chart.7  It is necessary for Paul to go 
through this agonizing season in his life, discovering this all -important life 
changing truth in Roman 7.  Pa ul is not an independent -self  able to produce 
sin or righteousness, and when he tries he ends up sinning more, and more.  
Satan is the culprit and sinner, not Paul.  And this false ¼able½ self is not  who 
Paul is.  

 

 

ºI thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord.  So then with the mind I 
myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin.  There is 
therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who 
walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.  For the law of the Spirit of life 
in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.  For what 
the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his 
own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin condemned sin in the 
flesh. That the righteousness o f the law might be fulfilled in us who walk not 
after the flesh, but after the Spirit.»    

 

This is the lightening flash point of the Cross in operation 
transforming negative desperation to positive revelation. This is the birth of 
ºthe faith of the son of  God,» eliminating Paul½s self-striving -self. The only 
way out of the trap of Romans 7 is to leap out by faith . Paul½s leaps from ºO 
wretched man that I am,» to a positive affirmation and thanksgiving to Christ 
for what He has already done at the Cross to transform him from  mere 
fallen flesh consciousness to a united divine consciousness.   

Paul continues to recognize how faith works.  He sees that he as a 
Spirit person serving God with the new mind by affirming and receiving the 
truth.  He will not act fr om flesh to try to change his actions even though 
those behavior pattern might continue to manifest for sometime.  On thing 
is for sure, Paul will not try to change himself.  He is not going to take 
condemnation because he is serving God by faith, and trus ting the Spirit to 
transform his behavior. So, he is not in sin, because, ºWhatsoever is not of 
faith, is sin.» By faith, he is not going to try to conquer his temptations and 
sins any more, that is the job of the Holy Spirit who, at the Cross, has 
already set him free from the striving -self, ºI am crucified with Christ.»  
ºMortify, therefore the deeds of the flesh, by the Spirit .»  The word, ºmortify» 
sounds like hard work, yet it simply means, consider yourself already dead 
to the deeds of the flesh, and trust the Holy Spirit to make manifest the 
transformation.

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A new principal manifests itself, ºthe law of Spirit and life.»  Whenever 
we move to a new dimension, a new principal comes into operation.  This 
new law or principle of believing has set Paul free  from striving and trying.  It 
is just like the law of gravity being overcome by the law of aviation which 
lifts the airplane to another level of operation.   

Christ½s substitutionary bodily death on the Cross-has set Paul½s soul 
and body free from Satan½s dominion of self -sufficiency and self -activity.   
With the life of Christ as our life then Christ himself fulfills the outer law by 
being the inner law in us.   James calls it, ºThe perfect law of liberty»--the 
perfect principal/person of liberation, Jesu s Christ himself.   

Did Paul ever realize a life free from his coveting behavior?  I believe 
that Acts 20:33 proves that he did.  Paul was leaving Ephesus after a 
prosperous three years of teaching the ºall council of God.» As he was 
leaving the city, he d elivers his farewell speech --one filled with love and 
concern.  Then he mentions this, ºI have coveted no man½s silver, or gold, 
or apparel.  Yea, you yourselves know, that these hands have ministered 
unto my necessities, and to them that were with me.»  Why would Paul even 
say such a thing unless he himself use to have the problem of coveting, but 
now found it expedient to work his own way.  

Did he still have the temptation? Yes, I think so, but the keeping 
power of the Spirit keep him from moving over into  the besetting sins of his 
past, as he stood by faith knowing that he was not  an lustful, coveting 
person, and as he depended on his real identity as Christ.  Opposites are 
very important in life, they are our teacher.  Paul had to learn ºwho he 
wasn½t,» before he could discover ºwho he really was.» 

Recently, my husband Scott was musing over his life, prier he 
knowing that Christ was his life .  He said that ºI was drawing from a well that 
was empty most of the time, so all I could do is survive my problems,  and 
do my best.»  The well that Scott was drawing from was; his own way, his 
own ability, his own ideas, his own understand about his life, and his own 
reasonable conclusions for trying to make life work.  Now, Scott is not 
unusual, but on the contrary, S cott½s way of living is common to all of us. 
Yet, Paul describes that way of trying to strive to make ends meet, being 
more responsible for our families welfare, and doing the best we can as 
ºWretchedness.»  Why? It seems good, yet it is man taking God½s place as 
God.  The soulish well that Scott was taking about was empty, but the well 
that Jesus was talking about in John 4 was an Spiritual well that springs up 
inside of us as eternal life.  Scott now knows who his life is, and experiences 
fullness, and al l sufficiently for all things for his eternal well never runs dry.      

Now to the question that we started with at the beginning of this 
chart; Is this Romans 7 scenario, Paul warring with two natures, that is, one 
being his new nature, and other one bein g his old human nature really true?  
It seems so at first glance, but is it?  That brings us to the next chart.

 Finally, we are ready to leap into the truth.  Have you considered the 
lie long enough?  Have you spun around and around in the clothes dryer 
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long enough for the centrifugal force to ring you out?   Haven½t you even 
tried to master yourself by understanding this presentation?  Aren½t you tired 
of thinking about yourself.  Aren½t you tired of trying to figure yourself out?  
Are you in Spiritual bankruptcy?  Do you wonder why?   

ºGod afflicted you to break you off from your own will, from 
your voluptuous pride and dissolute life:  But if you go on you 
shall hereafter surely taste the hellish dregs.»8   

 Rest my precious friend, it is through ºthe leap of faith» the Lord will restore 
your soul.  

ºTwo years ago I read a fable about a centipede and a frog.  During 
their conversation the frog asked the centipede.  ºYou have so many feet, 
how do you walk?  When you walk, which of your hundred feet moves first?»  
So the centipede tried to figure out which foot moved first.  No matter how 
he tried he could not put forth one foot.  He became so disgusted that he 
declared, ºI do not care, I am going.»  Yet before he could make a move, he 
was again thinking of which foot moved first.  He was thus completely 
paralyzed.   After a while the sunlight broke through the cloud.  When he 
saw the light his heart was so enthralled with it that he just ra n after the 
sunlight.  Gone was his concern over the order of his foot movement.  He 
was actually moving forward.  Now this fable can serve as a mirror to our 
Christian life.  Whenever we turn to look at ourselves we are immobilized 
and cannot advance; but  if we look at the light of God, we shall 
unconsciously move ahead. 9  

Paul had to leap from the lie that he was believing about himself in 
Romans 7 in order to identify with the truth that would set him free.  The 
negative always puts passion behind the po sitive. Somewhat like the 
interaction of opposites seen in a child½s sling shot. The tension of the 
negative withdrawal is behind the positive thrust of the stone.  

The temptation to believe lies about me i.e. ºwho I am not,» puts 
vigor and strength behind  the faith to believe, ºwho I really am.»  Being 
conscious of both opposites helps clarify and build faith in the truth.  If, 
when we believe lies we experience confusion, and condemnation, then 
when we once hear and believe the truth and embrace it, our f aith causes 
release to the inner tension.  So, the negative actually conditions us to leap 
into the truth of what Jesus says about us instead of the continuing in the

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lies the devil has deluded us with, most of our lives.  The temptation to try 
to fix some thing or somebody, will eventually cause me to practice believing 
the truth, instead of wallowing in the pig pin of self dependency.  

 Truth is realized in us by the interaction of opposites, one being 
absorbed into the other.  The value of believing the l ie of striving -self-
sufficiency is that we can now know that it is a lie, and then know what it 
means to be transformed by renewing our minds to the truth and therefore 
experience rest in our souls.   

 Being tempted to try to improve ourselves gives way to  standing on 
the finished work of Galatians 5:24, ºThey that are Christ have crucified the 
flesh, with its affections and lust.»  Our practice of faith, i.e. standing on the 
truth, will then give way to a fixation and permeate knowing in our spirit.   

 I John starts out by saying ºwe believe,» and ends up saying ºwe 
know.»  There is a difference.  Believing is agreeing with God, while knowing 
is being established, settled and confirmed.  A perfect example is when we 
are first saved.  We are believing that w e are a child of God.  Then, in time, 
your faith dissolved into a fixed knowing.  No one could convince you that 
you were not saved because, you know, that you know, that you know.   

 All faith starts out a little unsure, because we are believing something  
unseen, opposite of appearances, and radically different.  Amazingly, that 
unseen person we believe in comes back in us and confirms the reality of 
His presence.  ºHis Spirit witnesses to my spirit, that we are the sons of 
God.»  Believing has dissolved into a confirming witness, and then finally 
into a knowing.  Faith doesn½t need appearances or feelings to confirm it, 
faith has its own witness.  ºHis Spirit witnesses to my spirit, that we are the 
sons of God.»  Believing has dissolved into a confirming witness, and then 
finally into a knowing.  Faith doesn½t need appearances or feelings to 
confirm it, faith has its own witness.  

 How can words express the glory that filled Paul½s heart as his spirit 
leaped in agreement with the Spirit of Life that was in h im? The Spirit of 
Christ had set him free from the downward pulls of the law of sin and death 
which held him in bondage in his flesh.  Paul ends Romans Seven shouting 
his freedom cry, ºI thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord.  So then with 
the mind I mys elf serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin» 
(Rom. 7:25).   
 Paul finally had the discernment to see that there were two 
dimensions coexisting inside of him. One was the flesh dimension, which he 
was aware of all of his life, and the other was the Spirit dimension, which 
was a new reality to him.  It was impossible for him to operate in both 
consciousness½ at the same time.  There had to be a severe stripping away 
of one reality and a radical replacement of the other.  Paul says in 
Philippians 3:8  ºI count all things but loss for the excellency  of the 
knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord for whom I have suffered the loss of all 
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things , and do count them but dung, that I might win Christ.» And  Jesus 
said that ºwhosoever will save his life shall lose it:  And whosoever will lose 
his life for my sake shall find it»(Matt, 16:25). 
 God½s dealings with the Jewish nation at the Jordan River is a vivid 
picture of how God dealt with Paul.  If we can imagine the Jordan River 
flowing between the last few verses of Romans Seven and the first verse of 
Romans Eight, we will see Paul½s dilemma.  He is standing in the wilderness 
looking across the Jordan River at the promised place of rest. The obvious 
question arises;  ºWill I stay in the miserable, but comfortably familiar 
wilderness and not receive my inheritance, or will I leap into the risky 
unknown and receive what God has promised me?»    
  This enlightens us, as well as challenges us today. Which 
consciousness are we going to operate from?  Living in Rom ans Seven, we 
will either remain in a needy, condemned, ºI½ve got to fix myself» 
consciousness and operate in it, or, we will leap into the Spirit dimension of 
Romans 8 and operate by faith as ºwhole, complete and lacking nothing» 
(James 1:4).  We cannot h ave it both ways.  For ºflesh and blood cannot 
inherit the kingdom of God»(I Cor. 15:50). 
 There is glorious freedom awaiting God½s sons upon entering into the 
new promised land of no condemnation.   Yet at the same time this is the 
place, I dare say, that  most Christians get snagged and even stopped.  We 
have never heard that Christ has come back inside of us releasing us from a 
striving self by giving us His own life of rest.  The children of Israel did not 
enter into rest because of their unbelief.  They  paid a great price as an 
example to us. Let us honor their suffering by learning f rom their example.  
 God has strong warnings concerning this radical place. ºLet us 
therefore fear, lest a promise being left us of entering into His rest, any of 
you should seem to come short of it» (Hebrews 4:1).  ºFor we which have 
believed do enter into rest,» as compared to the Israelites who could not 
enter in because of unbelief.     Here in Romans 8, we reach the Jordan 
River in our consciousness and the penetrating qu estion arises, ºdo we 
believe what God says to be the truth, or do we believe what appears 
(feeling and thinking level) to be the truth?»    

The Israelites grieved the Holy Spirit because they erred in their ºevil 
hearts of unbelief» (Hebrews 3:7-19). Stro ng language isn't it? Yet, this is a 
very serious matter. For we are standing between the bondage of a hellish 
me, and the freedom of a new me as Christ. Behind us is the Romans Seven 
desert of striving self which is death. Yet, before us lies the apparent  
impossibility of unconquerable giants.   

How is it possible for me to totally inherit the rest that is promised 
when my soul seems so manic one minute and the next minute plummets 
downward to the depths of despair? My heart is comforted by the scripture 
knowledge that this Spiritual warfare is normal.  Our Lord Himself 
experienced satanic attacks in the wilderness.  The Hebrews letter says in 
10:32, ºafter you were illuminated, you endured a great fight of afflictions.» 
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And in 4:11, ºwe are to labo r to ent er into His rest.» This ºfight» and this 
ºlabor» is the simple leap of faith.  Yet all hell tells you, ºit is not true.» That 
is why Romans Eight puts great emphasis on walking in the Spirit and not in 
the flesh. For we have no condemnation if we  ºwalk not after the flesh, but 
after the Spirit.»  If Paul walks in who he is in Christ, he has no 
condemnation. However, if he strives to become something by self -effort, he 
is condemned and under the law.  
 Walking in the flesh is temporarily revisiting Romans Sev en by falling 
into the trap of believing that ºI should,» or ºI ought» to try to somehow 
improve myself, defend myself, or keep myself from evil.  The illusionary ¼I½ 
has reappeared and this ¼I½ is subject to the outer law that it cannot keep.  
We are always being tempted downward with assaults that pull us back to 
self-effort:  be more patient, don½t lose your temper, get rid of your evil 
thoughts, struggle against your lust, solve yourself, and try to fix others.  I 
am a needy self so  I have to  DO, DO, D O in order to save myself.»  This is a 
lie!  But because I am so used to taking charge of my own life and trying to 
control myself,  I easily slip back into the try and fail dilemma of Romans 
Seven.   

God puts us through a painful process of learning how t o walk in the 
Spirit . The way to walk in the Spirit is always by faith.   That means we must 
always go back to what the truth  is about us since the same Spirit that 
raised Jesus from the grave dwells in you, He, the Holy Spirit, will quicken 
your mortal fle sh!  For you are not really a flesh being, you are a Spirit being  
(Romans 8: 9 -11).  Flesh doesn½t master flesh, but Spirit masters flesh.  
Someone once said, ºWe all think we were human beings on a spiritual 
journey, but in fact we are really Spirit being s on a human journey.» 
 The truth is that the law of Spirit and Life (Christ living His life ) has set 
us free  from the law of sin and death (Satan½s bondage in our flesh level).  It 
is already done.  For what we could not do for ourselves, Christ did by 
ºcondemning sin in our flesh» (Rom. 8:3), thereby freeing us to be joined to 
our true husband, Christ, who fulfills the ºrighteousness of the law in 
us»(8:4). 
 The Cross defeated the whole satanic reign in our flesh by 
condemning Satan and putting him behind  prison bars, thereby rendering 
him powerless.   Satan is bound but not gagged. For he can still shout 
accusations at us behind prison bars, which he does constantly (Rev.12:10).  
This is why we have to learn how to walk in the Spirit truth and not in 
Satan½s accusing lies.   
 We must learn not  to look at what is seen. Satan would have us look 
down at our flesh appearance, which is ºthe mind set on the flesh.»  If we 
do, God promises us that we will die  (8:6a).  But if we dare look at the 
unseen and fix our gaze there, we are setting our ºminds on the Spirit.» That 
mind -set promises us life and peace (8:6b).  Let us shout the victory before 
it comes into outer manifestation.  We can now claim our right  not to be 
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condemned. We will not receive that lie anymore .  How ever we appear, 
there is ºnow (present tense) no-condemnation.» 
  We fight, by not fighting! Just like Jehoshaphat the king, ºYe shall not 
need to fight  in this battle; set yourself, stand ye still, and see the salvation 
of the Lord »(II Chron. 20:17).   Now the onus is on God.  For we cannot 
stop ourselves from striving.  God is the one that causes our faith stand to 
appear in our flesh. However, we are not going to watch for it to happen, for 
that would be ºthe mind set on the flesh» again.  As far as we are 
concerned, we are going to accept  ourselves  as  right selves, ºwhole, 
complete and lacking nothing.» That is the ºmind set on the Spirit.» 
 God promises us that if we ºwalk in the Spirit we shall not  fulfill the 
lust of the flesh»(Gal. 5:16).   How do we walk in the Spirit?   We just ¼be½ 
ourselves and expect the Spirit to cause us to walk in God½s ways ºand do 
them.» ºI will put my Spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, 
and you shall keep my judgments, and do them» (Ezek. 36:26 -27).  
 The Gospel is an exchange of gods, not an exchange of flesh.  There 
was not one thing wrong with Paul½s flesh! In fact, there never was.  It was 
the misuse of the flesh that is wrong all along, and not the flesh.  For we 
know that Jesus Himself walke d in human flesh as a man, and yet He never 
sinned.   

Christ won the victory over Satan in Paul½s humanity, at the Cross 
(Romans 6:6).  Therefore the fight is over. We can now leap into the person 
of Christ as our Victor, and our Rescuer, and our Life .  We cease from trying 
to be our own savior and cannot touch our rescue. We confess with God 
that it is ºnot by (our) power, or by (our) might, but by my Spirit saith the 
Lord»(Zech. 4:6).  When you know the truth and agree with God, the lie falls 
away because  it looses its false power. ºYou shall know the truth and the 
truth shall set you free»(John 8:32). 
 This operation is the work of the Holy Spirit as He births our 
consciousness from self -loathing to self -love and self -acceptance, from self -
effort to Spiri t believing.  We cannot touch this process.  It is a 
metamorphosis, somewhat like a butterfly coming out of its cocoon. There 
is a transformation taking place inside of us as all the false realities die in 
the brightness of Christ, "the day star," rising i n us, as us.  Like the butterfly, 
we shed our grave clothes of false belief in a false self.  Every lie drops off 
with the cocoon in the glory of His coming.  
 When this happens we do not lose our unique human self with all its 
faculties and capacities. Th e grave clothes are not our humanity, but the lies 
we've believed about our humanity.  We were never wrong. We were indwelt 
by a false god who misused our precious humanity. What we do lose is the 
illusion of an independent self we believed in.  What we ga in is the glory of 
Christ½s Spirit and my spirit, merged together as one spirit being .  It is an 
interpenetrating of spirits;  so much so, that we don½t know where one stops 
and the other begins.  
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 Most Christians can say that Christ lives in them,  but con fessing that 
Christ is ¼as us½ is another story.  We have to take a leap of faith to say it, for 
it doesn½t seem to be the truth.  Until we take a leap and say, ºChrist as us,» 
we are not accepting the form that Christ is taking as us, and ultimately we 
are not believing God. For Ephesians 1:6 says:  ºwherein He has made us 
accepted  in the beloved.» God has accepted us, therefore, we by faith, 
accept ourselves.  

This is the declaration of emancipation of the human self! It is 
revolutionary!  All hell screams  at us as if we are liars.  We fight by not 
fighting, and by leaping into the person of Christ who is our rest.  Satan is 
the liar and the father of illusions, but we don't judge by appearances, we 
judge righteous judgment and walk by faith.   
 Faith is su bstance, and the substance is within us supernaturally.  
Faith is not built on reason. It is built on fact. The fact is that we are 
complete in Christ, lacking nothing (Colossians 2:9 -10).  All we have is our 
word of faith, yet the strength doesn't come fr om our word.  The strength 
comes from Christ, the one we are putting our faith in.   Our word might 
seem very weak, even seeming as small as a mustard seed.  But wasn't 
Abraham's faith small in the beginning?  He could only hope when 
everything looked hope less (Romans 4:18).  We must take heart, for is 
anything too hard for God?  
 Our only part in this whole process is to just look into a mirror.  The 
question is; do I just see myself alone?  Or do I dare to see, by faith, the 
glory of the Lord in my human f orm?  By simply gazing into the mirror of my 
true identity, I am changed from glory to glory even by the Spirit of the Lord.   
 My husband, Scott, said something interesting the other day about 
faith.  He said, ºFaith takes too long for most people, so we have to devise 
ways to help God get rid of our evils.»  In a day of microwave living with 
instant everything, we think we need instant answers. But James says, ºlet 
patience have her perfect work that you may be perfect and entire, lacking 
nothing.»  So actually it is in not seeing that we really learn faith.  
 Faith does dissolve into knowing. However, faith becomes a settled 
fact in us, more sure than our outer reality.    Inner revelation knowing is 
unmovable.  For what we take by faith becomes a living r eality in us.  
 We walk on the unseen waters of the truth.  The miracle is that what 
we take must take us, and comes back as an echo inside our consciousness 
as a confirming witness (I John 5:10).  That is when we cry as Paul did in 
Romans 8, ºAbba, Father.»  The son has possessed his possessions and 
comes home to the Father within.  Job's hopeful cry, ºYet in my flesh shall I 
see God,» races through time and bursts into manifestation in us today.»10

What Elisha got from Elijah was a double portion of the ability quickly to 

bring things to past.  Elisha moved in a little like Joshua and Jesus to quickly 

see that any moment he could say ñItôs there, and itôs there.ò  He didnôt pray, 

he didnôt have agonies, he didnôt commune, he operated.  In some ways a 

perfectly natural life. 

       To enter into a fixed grade of faith where we come home with 
something, there is an application to our appropriation and continuance in 
the appropriation until we consc iously arrive where we are seeking to arrive.  
Because faith has the witness in itself, it is the evidence of things not seen.  
Here it is, I½ve got it, here is the evidence, the thing is mine.  It½s the 
substance, here½s the thing.  Its more than just saying I believe something, 
it½s the faith of God that really conveys to me, here it is. 

     I John 5:10 says ºHe that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness 
in himself.»  Hath the the witness, the evidence.  It isn½t merely saying I½m 
believing it, it s saying ºthat½s its.»  He that believeth hath the witness, faith 
itself is the witness.  

       As we move into that grade, it becomes settled, we have that settle 

ability to operate on that level of faith which is the substance, we can do it 

more spontaneously.  In Elijahôs case he was able to bring fire twice over.  

(II Kings 1).  He knew how to bring the manifestation of God in that day.  

So there is this quality of intensity in Elijah.  He wasnôt stopping until he 

had what he recognized he needed to have.  Ofcourse itôs seeing what we 

already have, itôs the faith which is the seeing that matters.  There isnôt any 

more to have, because when we see ourselves in this union relationship, 

thatôs all.  We canôt have more of God than we have. If we have God, we 

have all.  Itôs not really to obtain something we havenôt got, itôs to enter into 

a recognition that we have what we say we have. 

       The way to do that is not to try to get anything, but to keep on a level of: 

Here it is, Iôve got it, and some way I will know I have it.  The knowing 

doesnôt come from me.  The knowing comes from the impartation of the 

revelation to me.  So there is that difference in the way of approach, it isnôt 

trying to get something we havenôt got but to keep saying, ñI have got what 

God is to me in this situation.ò  I recognize as thats so, somewhere or other 

lights shall turn on.  There will be no evidence of my seeking to affirm of 
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hold onto something because it or He will hold on to me.  Thatôs the faith 

which is the substance, which is the evidence.  The believing which has the 

witness in itself.

He 
becomes the essence of who we are. ºHe in me, and I in 

Him.» (John 14:20)  
Example:   Fire in Iron unite as one; they are one, yet they  

maintain their distinctiveness.  
 

One, but two, yet one!  
 

 

Someone said, ºThe invisible God is He, the visible God as we.»  Does 
that statement sound kind of New Age -y?  There is a New Age oneness, and 
there is true oneness with Christ.  True oneness was prophesied in John 
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17:20 -23 by Jesus. ºThat they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, 
and I in thee, that they also may be one in us:  that the world may believ e 
that thou hast sent me.  And the glory which thou gavest me I have given 
them: that they may be one, even as we are one:  I in them, and thou in me, 
that they may be made perfect in one.»   The devil always counterfeits the 
truth.  Actually New Age is no t new at all.  It is the same old age lie 
propagated by the devil and now counterfeited by his believers.  Satan 
always wanted to be the only true God, but instead he became a devil.  
Whenever the creation tries to become the Creator, he always ends up bei ng 
a devil.      

The invisible God needs visible forms to express Himself through.   
The divine Spirit joins Himself with my human spirit and the two become 
one flesh.  Again, does that make me God.  God Forbid.  But curiously when 
the creation humbly surr enders his vessel ḩood to be indwelt by the 
Creator, he becomes a living expression of God.   

You end up ºbeing» who you contain.  Think of it, Jesus said that ºyou 
are the light of the world.»  He called us humans ºthe light.»  We all know 
that we are not  the light, we contain Him, who is the light, yet Jesus says 
that we are the light.  The container becomes what it contains without 
robbing the Creator His deserved glory.  No, we don½t become the Second 
person of the trinity.  Yet the expression becomes o ne with who it 
expresses.   

Jacob Boehme, a great German mystic uses the illustration of the iron 
and the fire.  The iron in itself is just that, dark and hard.  Yet lit on fire, 
glows with transparent like illumination.  The iron is not the fire and the f ire 
is not he iron, yet the two in union interpenetrates each other and becomes 
a new moldable piece of metal.  Confusing the function of the two is what 
Satan did, and is now what the New Agers are doing.  Jesus cleared it up for 
us Christians when he sai d, ºwithout me you can do nothing.»  Yet united to 
the Holy Spirit½s fire, ºYou can do all things through Christ who empowers 
you.»  Just like a hand in a glove empowers the glove to move and live as it 
were, yet without the hand the glove cannot do anythi ng of itself.  

New Age teaching has no cross.  They basically say that man is 
inherently good therefore he doesn½t need a savor.  They like to include 
Jesus as a good teacher, while disclaiming His divinity as the second person 
of the trinity.  This thinki ng is the spirit of antichrist, I John 4:1 -3.  Although, 
I½m not too worried about it because the New Age people can try to leave 
the Cross out of their lives and their teaching, but the Cross won½t leave 
them out.  God is faithful to all mankind --his chas tening hand will cause us 
all to have our dreaded crosses, in hope that we will come to the Cross of 
Christ for the cleansing blood and the forgiveness of God, as well as 
receiving the divine nature of Christ.  
 There is a great difference in saying that th e creation is God, and 
saying with Jesus, ºI can of myself do nothing.»  The man Jesus never 
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claimed to have power in and of himself.  Yet in union with his Father he 
had all power and authority, and lived and operated with all things under his 
feet.  His life exemplified ºthe new humanity» which his intercessory 
sacrificial death brought into being in us.  
  
ºThere is an underground river flowing in us. It is that the real I is not this 
human I at all! It is He, of whom my I is an outer form. There is a uni ty - 
fixed, eternal, inwardly realized - in which He, the Positive, is the Real One 
living; and 1, the negative, am also real, but really the expression of Him.

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How do you Identify Yourself?  

We are Spirit beings clothed in soul and body!  
 

 

The human being is God½s top created being, he is marvelously 
constructed, created in God½s image, and he is wonderfully gifted.  But like 
we have previously stated, man fell into sin, darkness, and blindn ess.  
Therefore, man doesn½t understand himself.   

 Man is tripartite, with three levels of existence.  The three circles 
above are only a crude picture of mankind.  Man is much more complex 
than this can illustrate.  But it does give us some understanding  about man.   

 I Thes. 5:23 says, ºThe very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I 
pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto 
the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.»  So man is a spirit, and a soul and a 
body.  Our spirit is ou r ºI,» our soul is how we express that ºI.»  It is what we 
think ¹our logic and reasonings; how we feel emotionally -- our likes and 
dislikes; and our particular personality.  Our body is obviously the outer 
expression of soul and spirit.   

 Let½s look again at our spirit ¹we are created in God½s image as a 
spirit being.  We are spirit beings, wrapped in fleshly soul and body clothing.  
Most of us don½t even know that we are a spirit being.  We most of the time 
think of ourselves as our souls.  How I feel is w ho I am.?  How I think is who 
I am, and so on.     

Some of us identify ourselves as my body:  ºI am  my body»--my 
appearance is who I am.  Either I am beautiful and that is who I am, or I am 
average, or I am ugly and that is who I am.  I am my hair, my eyes , my skin, 
my figure, my physique, my legs, my face, etc.  I am what I wear whether 
designer clothes or Wal -Mart specials.  If I am well, physically, then that is 
who I am, or if I am sick, that is who I am.   I think that I am my physical 
endeavors and ac complishments ¹swimmer, golfer, dancer etc.  

Then most of us draw my identity from the soul realm.  ºI am how I 
feel¹I am depressed, so that is who I am. I am feeling happy, so therefore I 
am happy today.  I am my emotions.  One day, I½m high, the next day I½m 
low. When I am high, then I am Spiritual, but when I am low I am not so 
Spiritual.  I am my likes or my dislikes.    This soul -life is the treadmill 
life.  I liken it the gerbil½s wheel--always spinning but never getting anywhere.  

The way I mentally thi nk is who I am ¹whether I have an IQ of 160 or 
70, my intellect is me.  My thoughts, my idea½s, my understanding and my 
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imaginations are who I am. I am smart, or average, or I am just plain stupid.  
I maser by my own thought processes, or I can½t seem to figure life out.  
Either way I am my intellect.  

  I may identify myself with my personality --I am my personality type, I 
am even tempered, I am short fused, I am shy, I am fiery, I am quiet, I am 
talkative. I am my personality.   

Then we can draw our identity  from our possessions.  ºI am my 
possessions, my money, my things, and my family bloodline. I am my status 
in life. I am successful, or I am a failure.  My car, my house, or boat or my 
job security makes me who I am.  

Maybe, my security and identity comes f rom where I attend church. ¹
I say, I am charismatic, I am a Baptist, I am from the Vineyard, I am a 
Presbyterian, a Catholic, or I am non -denominational. Therefore, I am my 
Spiritual affiliation.   

  I might think that who I am is what I accomplish and per form 
spiritually, or I am my ministry.  I get inner brownie points from doing good 
works.  I identity myself with my good works, I even boast about them.  

  We could identify ourselves with my relationships ¹my husband, my 
wife, or my children.  ºWhat I could not accomplish myself, I will do it 
through my children.  I have validity because my husband is successful, or I 
am not valid because my wife is fat and not so beautiful.  My children are 
smart, so I identity myself as a good parent.  My children have em barrassed 
me, so therefore I am not a good parent.  My security and confidence is 
drawn from my family life.» 

We might even identify ourselves with my sins ¹I am Gay, I am an 
alcoholic, I am an addict, I am a liar, I am a lustful, I am hateful, or ºI am a 
carnal person sold under sin,» as Paul says.  The truth is: we may commit 
sins, and we must not be in denial, but my sins are not who I am.  They 
might be what I am doing but they are not who I am.  

  We might think that we are our profession; ºwhat I do  for  a living is 
who I am.  I am a teacher, I am a judge, I am a doctor, I am an electrician, I 
am a stay -at-home mother, I am a janitor, I am a computer expert, I am an 
unemployed failure, I am a school drop out, I am a Harvard graduate, I am a 
nurse, I am a pilot, etc.  I draw my identity from my work place, or from my 
nationality ¹I am a Ford worker, I am an American, I live in a mobile home, 
or I live in a large house.» 

  No matter what you do or where you live, these criteria DO NOT 
DEFINE WHO YOU ARE.  When we live by this false identity and draw our 
security from this realm, we are always needy, always dissatisfied, and self -
centered, because nothing is ever enough to satisfy us. We are left with an 
insatiable hunger, µever looking for fullness, and completeness, but never 
finding it.  
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  We live by self -effort and self -improvement, and are striving to 
improve either ourselves, or the people around us.  We are always trying to 
fix, change, or re -arrange ourselves, or our world.   We are in lack and need 
and are always trying to be in control of our lives, or the lives of others.  Life 
eludes us, people fail us, and we are miserable.  

  As long as we falsely think that we are our ºsouls,» then our 
independent soul -life (which is ºThe sin that dwells in us» in Romans 7) 
reigns in us and dominates us. This false life is Satan reigning in our souls 
and having dominion over us. This lie keeps us in bondage to a phantom -
separated -independent -self. When this phantom -I (the self -perceived ºme») is 
rightly seen and ident ified as Satan, the true culprit, then we can weald the 
sword of faith, by the authority of the cross, and trust Christ who has already 
set us free from Satan½s control.  Now, we are on the road to freedom with 
the resurrected Spirit life of Christ in us.  We ºput on Christ,» our new 
nature, shedding the old phantom -I and consider that false self dead, 
buried, and resurrected with Christ.  

  Our bodies and our souls are precious and wonderfully God given as 
the means for expressing the Spirit in a myriad of various forms, BUT OUR 
SOULS AND OUR BODIES ARE NOT WHO WE ARE.  I can never say that I am 
my bodily appetite, or soulish desires. And if I walk in this realm or identify 
my soul and body as me, then I, as the Bible promises, ºshall  be 
condemned and I shall fulfill the lust of the flesh» because I am having 
confidence in my flesh, instead of the real  me, which is Christ in me.  But if I 
dare to identify myself and walk as a Spirit Being united to Christ and 
therefore clothed in precious soul and body as onl y a means of expressing 
the Spirit, then as the Bible promises, ºWe shall not  fulfill the lust of the 
flesh.» 

  Jesus said, unless you loose your independent soulish life, you 
cannot find your true Spirit -life as Christ.  And Paul testifies of this strippi ng 
of his outer identity when he said that he ºsuffered the loss of all things, in 
order that he might win Christ.»  He says that he has no confidence in his 
flesh appearances, accomplishments, or status in life.  When he did have 
confidence in flesh, he w as living under the bondage of Satan½s performance 
based acceptance and law bound self -effort.   

We are Spirit beings and as Spirit beings we, Christians are joined to 
Christ, who is our life and the very power source that we live by.  We are 
Christ in our human forms and that is my (our) true Spiritual identity.  I am 
the actual body of Christ and my spirit is married to HIS Spirit so we are 
one. Actually I don½t even identity myself as spirit, because my identity is not 
the vessel, my identity is the one l iving in the vessel.  There is no ºME» that 
is a vessel.  

  When I identify myself as a human spirit joined to, and indwelt with 
the Holy Spirit, I can dare claim all that Jesus is as me.  ºI am peace, 
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because the Prince of Peace is the real me.»  ºI am righteous, because HIS 
righteous is MY righteousness.»  ºI am power because the resurrection 
power of the universe is my life.»  I am holy, because the Holy Spirit is my 
life.»  ºI am love, because, Jesus is love poured out to others.»  ºI am a co-
heir with Jesus, because I have inherited Him and all that he is.  I am the 
bride, for He is my new husband.» ºI am accepted in the beloved, I am 
chosen, I am justified, I am sanctified, I am glorified, I am a New Creation, I 
am a king and a priest, I have royal blo od, I am a true Israelite, a true Jew, I 
am a priest after the order of Melchizedek» all because I have the glorified 
Lord Jesus living in me, and is the real me.  I am a new species of being, 
and a new humanity.  

  I have access and rights to the Throne Ro om  ºI can ask anything in 
His name and He will give it to me and it shall  be done.»  ºI can say unto any 
mountain in my life, ¼Be Thou Removed,½ and it shall obey me.» I am now 
one with God who creatively  ºcalls the things that are not as though they 
were.»  All power in heaven and earth has been given unto me, for ºI live by 
the faith of  the Son of God.» 

  My soul and body are anointed by the Holy Spirit and express the fruit 
of the Holy Spirit.  My precious humanity is rightly used in righteousness. My 
humanity comes alive eternally and is rightly accepted and appreciated.  I 
have no condemnation.  ºI have overcome the evil one» and ºthe evil one 
touches me not.»  I have special Spiritual gifts, and I have all power, 
authority, and dominion in heaven and  earth, and ºI have all sufficiency for 
all things.»   

So, now is your identity, body, soul or is it spirit?  No contest, right?  
As Spirit beings, we take by faith, which is our royal capacity as choosing 
spirit being, all that Jesus is as me.  Faith even tually dissolves into knowing, 
and settles into final fixation.  Then, I Corinthians 13, the Love chapter, 
burst into being as a living reality lived out in us.  

Now let us define what the human spirit is.  First I must reiterate this 
one point again, We hu mans are derivative beings, therefore we never never 
having a life of our own, we are always joined to another deity Spirit.  So as 
we describe our spirit½s to you, remember we are saying that the human 
being, made in the image of God, is simply the neutra l female receiver 
needing a male producer to be joined to.  

The human spirit is desire/love.  We either love the world and our 
own life through Satan, or we love and desire God our Father, through 
Christ. But we humans must love/desire in order to be human made in 
God½s image.  In Christ, my desires are Christ½s desires, my loves are 
Christ½s love nature in me. 

As created persons we;  will/choose or receive/believe in our spirits. 
Many teachers have taught that we humans will/choose in our souls.  I take 
issue with that.  We humans are spirit beings wrapped in soulish personality, 
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and bodily flesh.  If I choose from my soul, I am choosing from my fleshly 
personality and I would never have a spirit knowing because my choice 
would be based on my fickle flesh.  Even Jesus said to his sleepy disciples 
in the Garden of Gethsemane, ºYour spirit is willing, but your flesh is weak.» 
Weak soulish flesh could never make a solid spirit choice.  Ask yourself, 
ºDid I receive Christ from my soul, or from spirit?  The answer is obvious, 
from your spirit. Receiving is the act of willing or choosing. That is what 
separates us from the animal kingdom that don½t have spirits, therefore they 
could never make a eternal spirit choice. They are two dimensional 
soul/body beings, and n ot tripartite.     

As created persons we;  know in our spirits.  ºFor what man knoweth 
the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him?» (I Cor. 2:11) 
What we love or desire, we choose by faith, and know, that we know.  How 
can you explain know ing?  You can½t, we just know that we know.  We 
believe that we are saved, by faith.  But soon our belief dissolves into 
knowing and that is s/Spirit knowing. Once you know a thing, you are one 
with it, and nothing can take it away from you.  

Now let us exa mine our soul½s.  Our soul½s are our particular 
personalities, our thinking i.e. our reason and logic, and our emotions which 
are up one day and down the next.  Hebrews 4:12 tells us that the Word of 
God is a two -edged sword cutting asunder soul, from spir it.  Before we can 
have a steadily walk in the Spirit, we must know the difference between the 
two.  The Hebrew passage gives us two clear examples of soul and spirit.  It 
says that the sword divides between ºthe joints and marrow, and the 
thoughts and int ents of the heart.» Think about it¹the marrow of a bone is 
where the life is, while the joint is flexible, moving to and fro.  The spirit is 
the marrow, and the joint is the soul.  Next we see that the sword divides 
between the thoughts, and intent of hear t.  Thoughts can be all over the 
place, and are, but the intent of heart is fixed in God.  Human thoughts 
come from our soul, while the intent of our heart is solidly from spirit.  

As we said in the beginning of this chart, ºlet us identify ourselves as 
spirit being indwelt by The Holy Spirit.  This is our true spirit -self. However 
spirits beings need means of manifestation.  Our soul personalities, and 
fleshly bodies provide that vessel of manifestation.  

Then lastly, ºour bodies are the temple of the Holy Spirit» Your body 
doesn½t belong to you, it belongs to God, for ºyou are bought with a price.»  
Honor it, care for it, and be satisfied with it, for God is pleased to dwell 
therein.

Temptations ar e God½s Calling Cards 

and Springboards of Faith  
 

 

ºEvery man is tempted when he is drawn away by his own lust and 
enticed» (James 1:14).  What about the areas of our, Christ, as us, life that 
doesn½t fit with Christ living. What about the many times that I am tempted 
and even succumb to the pressures of temptation and sin?  Temptation is 
very troublesome to us and can be why some say that, the Christ -life doesn½t 
work.»  I believe that exploring the subject will encourage many a weary 
Christians.  
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 We must start right off and say that temptation is not sin.  So many of 
God½s people don½t know the difference between the two which causes most 
of the guilt we feel.  I can remember a time my own life where I confessed 
every negative thought, and every negative t hing that I said, as sin.  I 
thought every human reaction was wrong.  I wouldn½t even let myself be 
human, because somehow I thought that was not being Spiritual.  
Unknowingly, I was very much centered in on me, and that kind of attitude 
made me totally se lf -conscious.  I was also unknowingly confusing every 
temptation as if it were sin.  

I had little to no understanding about temptation.  Remember Jesus, 
the man -God was ºtempted in everyway, yet without sin.»  And ºFor in that 
He Himself hath suffered being  tempted, he is able to help them that are 
tempted.» So, temptation is not sin, and as these scriptures say it causes us 
to suffer.  Since temptation is not sin, then what is it?  

Like James says, temptation is a state where we respond to some 
outer stimuli  which have its first stirrings from within us.  The Bible clearly 
says, that ºGod tempts no man,» so the enticement is not coming from God, 
but from Satan.  However, it starts from ºour own lust.»  Immediately 
everybody thinks that there it is we have lus t in us, so you see, we do have 
an evil human nature. Well then Jesus must have had a evil human nature 
too.  Oh, no that would be blasphemous.  The point is that he did not have 
an evil human nature and truthfully neither do we.  Although, he still had 
strong desires just like every other human being.  But strong desires don½t 
make us have an evil nature ¹desire is an essential part of what makes us 
humans beings created in God½s image. For God himself is desire. 

 Let½s look at the word, ºLUST.»  Webster says lust is ºto have an 
intense or obsessive desire.»  Others say it is ºstrong desire.»  Why is a 
strong desire wrong?  It isn½t, but we automatically think of strong desire as 
something sinful in itself.  We will have to say that even Jesus had was 
tempte d to lust.  What?  ºYou say,» not the Son of God!  But the Bible clearly 
says that is what temptation is, ºevery man is tempted when he is drawn 
away by his own lust.»  Jesus was a man, not just God, he was also fully 
man.   

Temptation is response to somet hing stimulating me to desire it.  It is 
a normal human reaction.  Jesus had them, we have them, they are 
common to mankind (I Corinthians 10:13).  But they are not sin.  

Let us think about our bodily reactions --if I were in a cold room, I 
would get chill b umps. If my finger got smashed, I say, ºouch,» these are 
normal human reactions.  I don½t get condemn over these reactions, do I?  
That would be pretty silly.  What I just described are bodily reactions, but on 
the other hand, if I have inner soul reaction s, I feel guilty, and condemn.  
Why?  It is because I am brain washed by Satan, the accuser of the 
brethren, to think of my inner negatives or even my too positive human 
reactions are sinful and wrong.   Not so fast, Satan.  God made us human 
reactors.   
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Human soul reactions are not good or evil in themselves, they are 
neutral .  They are neither right or wrong in themselves, they are neutral. 
They don½t have a life of their own, they are just reactions.   It is always what 
we end up believing that makes the  differences.  If I believe that I am my 
soul reactions (if they feel wrong) and I have to change them, then I am 
back under the BIG ºI½S» LIE.  Or if I believe that Jesus is living here and he 
is handling my reactions, then I can accept myself and be huma n and know 
that Jesus is using it all for His good.  

We humans are three levels of strong desire.  We wouldn½t even eat 
food without bodily desires, we wouldn½t want companionship without 
soulish desires, and we wouldn½t ever want God without Spiritual desires.  
So desire is what the human being is on three levels of existence.   

Temptation is actually a very important part of our sanctification 
process.  Satan, was released on Job, and the suffering of it proved to Job 
that he was not self -reliant, but onl y a simple vessel of another life.  If we 
are beat up enough by Satan, we will surely know that we have no human 
powers to conquer ourselves.  It is in the pit of Satanic attacks where we 
learn the illusion of independent -self.  So, Satan is really a conve nient agent 
in the all knowing hand of God, as he uses him to bring us to the end of 
ourselves.  

Now what is the enticement in James 2:14?  It must come from 
Satan.  Satan is tempting you to identify yourself with your soulish and 
bodily desires, and he mak es you feel that you need something for yourself. 
ºThat you are a needy me.» At that time we are beginning to forget who we 
are, and go with the temptation.  Remember, this is not sin yet.  Yes, 
temptation is the first forms of sin, but not sin.  We have t o know how to 
turn the temptations around, by coming to our Spiritual senses and 
remembering who we really are.  However, I always tell the Holy Spirit, ºHoly 
Spirit it is your job to remind me, I will never remember who I am if you 
don½t remind me.»  When the Spirit reminds me, I remember that I really 
don½t want anything for myself, or I really don½t want to misuse myself, or 
someone else.  I might think I do, and I might feel like I do, but I am really 
joined to Christ and He doesn½t want to sin, and neither do I. I divide, soul 
thoughts from spirit intent.  

So, temptation ends up being a springboard to faith --instead of 
responding in fear, we respond in faith.  It½s purpose is to stimulate us to 
faith, not to sin.  The walk of faith requires a negative to  refuse for the 
positive to spring forth.  Somewhat like a sling -shot, the negative is the 
thrust to propel the positive.  Temptation is God½s calling card to faith.  It 
ends up being our friend, and not our great enemy, that is, when you learn 
to turn it around God ward.   

Temptation can go a long way before it becomes sin, James 1:15 
says, ºWhen lust has conceived, it brings forth sin.»  Temptation is saying,  ºI 
want to do it,» while sin is saying, ºI will do it.»  Sin is when lust ºhas 
conceived » with another spirit, then it brings forth sin.  That does not mean 
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that you are not married to Christ anymore, no, it means that you have 
slipped out on your marriage and had an adulteress affair.  The cleansing 
blood is always available.  Praise the Lord for the  blood, and do not promise 
God that won½t do it again.  Tell Him that you will do it unless He keeps you, 
and leap by faith and say that He better get on the job keeping you, and 
take another leap and say ºHe is keeping me.» 

Let us look into Jesus½ own temptations, trials and testing as our ºLast 
Adam» and see how he overcame Satan½s temptation.  He was baptized the 
Son of God at the Jordan River.  But he was also the Son of Man.  He had to 
be tested on the human level.  How does the divine Spirit live and operate 
in a human body?  That had to be fully tested and proven.  The Scriptures 
say that He was driven by the Holy Spirit into the wilderness to be tested by 
the devil.  Most Christians never think of God, the Father driving Jesus to be 
tested by Satan, but he did.  There is an element of resistance in Jesus or 
he would not have to be driven.  Let½s explore his wilderness experience 
and the enemy of his soul, Satan.  

 Satan main purpose through temptation is to pull us off of who we 
are and make us think t hat we are independent -self-sufficient being.  If we 
think that way, then we will operate that way, and he has us under his false 
control.    

Jesus was declared the Son of God at the Jordan River by His father 
God, and anointed by the Holy Spirit, which wa s symbolized in the dove.  
The Holy Spirit had prophesized by the prophets centuries earlier of the 
coming king and divine -man, who was to be called the Son of God.  But 
Jesus was both, Son of God, and Son of man.   

The question is, was Jesus going to stand  true in his anointing as the 
Son of man, or was he going to relinquish his glory as the first man did in 
the Garden of Eden?  That question could only be answered through testing.  
The first Adam had lost his world½s dominion and glorious divine image, now 
was the second Adam going to do the same thing?  Hebrews 5: 8 starts to 
the answer the question: ºThough he were a Son, yet learned he obedience 
by the things which he suffered.»  When Jesus was driven into the 
wilderness by the Holy Spirit  to be tested  or tempted by Satan (Mark 1:12), 
he learned as a man how to trust the indwelling Spirit in him, and not his 
own human resources which would have been satanic.   

 Jesus was the Son of God, but he was also man.  He was confronted 
by Satan in the wilderness in order to answer the question;  Would the Holy 
Spirit remain his source of power and wisdom and fill His bodily temple with 
divine glory, or would Satan dwell in his humanity?  Only the powerful 
onslaughts of the prince of darkness could prove Jesus to b e the divine Son 
of man.  Satan tempted him on all three levels of his humanity, Satan½s 
purpose was to try to find a dwelling place in Jesus½ spirit, or in His soul, or 
in His body.  If Satan could have occupied any of these three places, Jesus

would have  been conquered and mankind would have been forever 
hopelessly trapped in satanic darkness.  

In Andrew Murray½s book ºSpirit of Christ,» he says that, ºman fell 
from Spirit dominating his whole being into the soul and then again how the 
soul sank down into  flesh, so that at last God said, ¼He is become flesh½ 
(Genesis 6:3).  He descended from Spirit to soul and from soul to flesh.»  
The First Adam fell on all three levels of his being, the Last Adam, Christ had 
to be confronted on all three levels and found  victorious, in order to gain 
back what Adam lost.  

 ºCommand this stone that it be made bread,»  Sounds only 
reasonable, seems like a good ideal, after all Jesus had been forty days 
without food.  I don½t think that Satan came to him in a visible way.  Jesus 
was tempted in a inner way just like we are.  It started in his imagination, 
then it filtered down into thoughts and ended up in his feelings.  Yes his 
human body did feel hungry, but would Jesus rise up by the spirit of error 
and perform the miraculou s to satisfy his outer belly?  Would the Prince of 
glory perform out of his human flesh resources and try to get food to satisfy 
himself?  Jesus waited --he did nothing!  He did not deny this temptation, he 
accepted it, but he waited ¹he dare not respond in any way from his own 
mental capacities.   

So he waited on His consort, the eternal Spirit of wisdom and power 
dwelling within Him to answer to Satan½s temptation.  Satan is too subtle 
and too powerful for mere humanity, even Jesus½.  If Jesus drew from his 
own flesh wisdom and power to fight against Satan½s attacks it would have 
all been over.  The son of man waited on the wisdom of the Spirit, and like a 
flash of lightening the rebuttal fired out from within Him, ºIt is written, man 
shall not live by bread  alone, but by every word of God.»  Jesus½ answer 
came out of the divine nature within him, the heavenly man.  The new union 
of the heavenly and the earthly.  This new heavenly man does not live by 
bread alone, no he eats in a new spiritual way. His new li fe was not 
sustained by outer food, but by the logos, the eternal Word of God.     

 ºIf thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall 
give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear 
thee up, lest at any t ime thou dash thy foot against a stone.» The subtle 
serpent had come again , this time with the written word for he knows it so 
well.  He used Psalms 91:11 -12 to tempt Jesus to try in his own flesh efforts 
to prove that he had been anointing in the Jordan.    

By this time Jesus didn½t feel his anointing. His soul was feeling weak 
and dry, where was his great power? ºWhy aren½t I (Satan speaks in first 
person) having a ministry?  Where is the miraculous? Aren½t angels 
supposed to minister unto me --it says so in the scriptures?  Maybe if I cast 
yourself down from this pinnacle of the temple the angles will show up?»  
ºWhy am I so tormented?  How could I be the savior of the world, and not 
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be able to get myself out of this? Here I am at the temple, I see all the  
perversion here --it is actually a mockery, but I can½t do anything about it--
they don½t even know that I am the Son of God --how is this ever going to 
happen?»   I, I, I --temptation is always in this form, Satan is always tempting 
us to launch out and oper ate independently from who we really are.  

Satan was after his soul, would Jesus perform by self -effort to try to 
prove his authority and divinity?  Not only was Jesus½ weak in body, but now 
he was weak in soul feelings and thoughts as well.  The confusion was 
strong, and the helplessness prevailed.  Again Jesus waited, he did nothing!  
The Spirit flashed in His mind, ºI am the son of God, I don½t have to prove 
who I already am.»  Release came, he too had to operate by faith the same 
way that we Christians d o.  Against confusions, and weak feelings he simply 
spoke the truth,  ºIt is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.»  
Satan ran.  Why?  Because the Spirit of truth always makes him run.  If we 
will only speak the Spirit truth, the lie will f lee like a cowardly snake.  But if 
we try to untangle the lie, we will be tangled up in its maze of impossible 
solutions.   

Lastly, ºThe devil took him up on a high mountain, and showed him 
all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; and said unt o him, all 
these things will I give you, if you will fall down and worship me.»  Now 
comes the pride of life and the lust for power.  Jesus thought to himself, 
ºThis could be the way, look at all the kingdoms of the world, I could have 
them.  I could maste r them, I would be the ultimate ruler of all the world.  I 
could have them right now, I wouldn½t have to wait, and I wouldn½t have to 
suffer.  All I have to do is take it all for myself.»  Sweat poured now Jesus½ 
face.  ºI want this,» he thought.  ºOh, no I shouldn½t want this.» ºBut will I 
take it?» Again Jesus waited, ºFather I only really want your will.»  The light 
came. ºWait, it isn½t me that wants this, it is Satan½s wants in me.»   ºNow I 
see, it is Satan tempting me making me think that I am an ind ependent -self»  
ºGet behind me Satan; for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, 
and him only shalt thou serve.»   The Devil departed from him for a season, 
and the angels came and ministered unto him.  After he regained his bodily 
strength, t he Holy Spirit anointed his humanity and he was declared the Son 
of man.  Jesus could say with authority, ºOf my own self , I can do nothing, 
but what I see the Father do, I do.»  

Jesus passed the test, he conquered through human weakness, transmitted 
into the power of the God through the Holy Spirit making Him the victorious 
Last Adam. He conquered through the inner operation of the Cross.  Jesus 
learned how to operate the inner Cross long before he went to his outer 
Cross.

I believe that ºGod only» is the perspective that Jesus was talking 

about in the Sermon on the Mount when he says that the single eye  is the 

view point that floods our bodies with light?  The secret of seeing God only 

does, joins our divided consciousness and fills our whole body full of light.   

While seeing two equal powers in competition with one another fills our 

bodies with darkness, and as the scriptures says ºhow great is that 

darkness» (Matt. 6:22-23).  

When Jesus was brought to the governor½s palace right before the 
crucifixion, He was subjected to Pilate½s bragging, ºI have power  to crucify 
you, and I have the power to release you ?»  Jesus declared back to him 
ºThou could have no power  at all against me , except it were given thee from 
above» (John 19:10-11).

There is only one power in the universe, and it is God Almighty, 
Himself .  ºI am the Lord, and there is none else» (Isaiah 45:6) (49:9-19); 
(49:12).  Pretty exclusive isn½t it?  There is only one independent life source 
in the whole universe, and it is God Himself. Then it must be a lie if Satan or 
man falsely think that the y independently have their own life source.  Since 
the Creator is the one independent person in the universe then what is 
creation, and what is its purpose?  Man, the heavenly host, as well as all 
created things whether animal, vegetable, or mineral are on ly a 
container/vessel of the life of God and do not contain their own life.

My one thought now when all hell breaks out, 
which it often does, is to say, ºWell God, what are you up to?»   Seeing God 
on the front end of all my troubles is so freeing.  It ends up being an 
adventure that transforms the adversity into great joy.  That does not mean 
that my soul doesn½t agonize, for it does, but through my soulish pain, I see 
a God who can do nothing but good to every aspect in my lifeµin my 
families livesµand in my ministry.  Now most often His good comes in 
devilish distorted clothing, and if I stumble at the outer appearances, I will 
miss His blessings, or maybe just prolong it anyway.  Seeing God Only k eeps 
me inwardly steady no matter what is happening outwardly.  

Seeing God Only brings us wholeness, oneness and an eternal rest 
unto our souls.  Yet, none of us start off see God only, for we all start off 
sinful, divided, partial, struggling, eating from  the tree of good and evil, and 
not at all in peace and rest.  Hasn½t mankind fallen into this illusionary 
division through the deception of Satan?  And if we now see God only, does 
that mean that we just deny Satan½s existence?  Let me quote several 
scripturesµOne from Romans chapter16, and the other from Zephaniah 
chapter 3.  ºBe wise unto that which is good and simple concerning evil .»  
And ºThou shall not see evil any more .»  When Jesus told his disciples to be 
wise as serpents and harmless like a dove he did not mean for them to have 
an immature, ignorant, Pollyanna knowledge of evil, and somehow deny its 
existence by not seeing it anymore.  And again that would be the same 
falseness that the modern day Christian Scientist attest to, which brings 
death --being a opposite -less, cross -less oneness without the full 
understanding of evil or even the acknowledgement of its existence.

CS Lewis once said that 
there are two equal and opposite errors that we can fall into regarding Satan 
and his demons.  One is to act like they don½t exist; the other is to be 
undul y and overly interested in them.  

           Not seeing evil anymore means, that we first do see evil, even see it 
in its fullestµlived in it as a realityµ. suffered from it consequencesµsee its 
Satanic source in ourselvesµand experienced its death, then by the miracle 
of faith in Christ½s resurrection we now see it under the feet of our victorious 
Savior.  Therefore when the Prince of this world now comes to us, we like 
Jesus, know that he has ºno place in us.»  

          Now we see Satan½s very temptations as the necessary opposite to the 
mighty word of faith which renders Satan powerless and causes us to ºnot 
see evil anymore.»  We ºsee evil no more» simply because evil has been 
experienced, felt and realized in us and then swallowed up by God½s 
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amazing gr ace and mercy through the deliverance provided for us at the 
Cross.  We don½t see evil anymore because we no longer see separation, 
lack, the devil½s false independent power, or evil circumstances as separate 
from God½s eternal purposes.

 My dear friend Brian Coatney once said this:  ºWe must experience 
total view of sin/Satan and mercy/God in us neither knowing definition apart 
from the other and all  opposites accounted for, so that the final swallowing 
up by mercy attains the full drought of sweetness.  Otherwise, we provide 
only another form, Christianized, and impotent, or Eastern religion Monism.»  
Alan Parker, another friend of mine said that wit hout opposites, we would 
end up with a gray oneness kind of like a ºNew Age» shapeless amorphous, 
which means that our reality would be vague and have no definition or 
recognizable form.  So in order to bring definition and distinction to our 
oneness, let us look right in the face of evil, the false force that exists yet 
not independent from God½s control and purposes. And let us look at Satan, 
that great deceiver and spirit of error that dwells in the children of 
disobedience and then render him powerless by seeing the truth, which 
dispels his lies, and put him right under the feet of our victorious King 
Jesus. 

 It is with the single eye of seeing God Only that settles us, establishes 
us, and calms our wearied souls as we enter again into the Garden of Eden  
rest for our souls.

Amongst the great principles of victorious Christian service which God has 
been teaching us in our morning headquarters meetings has been the true 
method of facing, handling and using for good all  forms of adversity, all 
experiences of what we call evil --shocks, suffering, difficulty, disasters, 
unjust treatment.  

The first key, put in a sentence, has been this: that our ''evils'' Are 
never the happenings in themselves, but the effect we allow them  to Have 
upon us. No matter whether objectively an experience is apparently Good or 
evil, subjectively, to the one who fears and doubts, all is evil; to the one 
who trusts, all is good.  

To all appearances Calvary was Satan -engineered (''Satan entered into 
Judas''); but Peter later confirmed his Master's attitude by the inspiration of 
the Holy Ghost, when he declared, ''Him being delivered by the determinate 
counsel and foreknowledge of God.''  

But the adventure of adversity goes even far deeper than this. Wh en 
Seen in its true perspective, it is found to be the doorway into God's most 
transcendent secret --that adversities and sufferings, which in their origin are 
the effects of sin and instruments of the devil, in the grasp of faith become 
REDEMPTIVE. They are transfigured from the realm of merely something to 
be endured as an opposition of Satan, to something to be used to conquer 
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their author and redeem his victims. Faith in times of adversity makes the 
serpent swallow itself! Once again the supreme proof of  this is that when 
Satan made his fiercest attack in history on the person of Christ, God used 
that attack through the faith and endurance of the Sufferer, to bring about 
the world's salvation. God uses evil to bring about good.  
 
If God's gifts are our bl essings, and the devil's assaults are also Our 
blessings, what remains to harm or depress us? If good is good and Evil is 
equally good to the enlightened, then a realm of life is entered where we 
rejoice always, in everything give thanks, and in all things  are more than 
conquerors.

A human being without God as the real self within it is sub -human.  He is in 
the condition  that the Bible calls dead (ºdead while he lives,») as paul 
describes it in 1 Tim..)  He has a false self -centered existence derived from 
Satan, the spirit of self -centeredness who has possessed all men since the 
fall of Adam.  
When a person comes to Christ , however, redemption severs the bond 
between the satanic spirit and the human spirit ¹at the cross of Christ the 
old bond, or union, is replaced.  A new union between the li berated human 
spirit and the Holy Spirit takes place ¹as we partake in the resurrect ion.  
Man in Christ has become God indwelt and has been restored by grace to 
the status of norma l humanity ¹ºI will dwell in them and walk in them»  ºIt is 
God that works in us to will and to do His good pleasure,» ºI live, yet not I, 
but Christ liveth in me .»  The Bible says it in a thousand other ways.

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Source of Prayer

This is why the solution to dryness or deadness in the prayer life is not to 
ºtry» to pray more, but to give up praying in place of the prayer of self-effort , 
relax back into the recognition of the Indwelling Person.  See Him, flow 
along with Him in thankfulness, praise and love, for these also are the 
moving of His Spirit in us  ̧in literal fact, God praising God, God loving God.  
 
We shall soon find that He is sharing His outlook and concern with us!  
 
As we do this, we shall soon find that He is sharing His outlook and concern 
with us, looking through our eyes; and we shall be feeling His concern for 
this or that need, or for this or that person.   
This is the source of prayer ¹the Spirit making intercession for the saints, 
who know not what to pray for as they ought.  This is ºpraying in the Holy 
Spirit.» 
 
But this response leads to something else of great importance.  For if God 
shares a burden or need which is on His heart with us, does He not already 
intend to fulfill it?  More than that, has He not already fulfilled it in His si ght, 
where past and future are one?  
The best evidence that He has already fulfilled our need is the statement 
that before there ever was sin and need, there was already the provision of 
the Savior (I Peter 1:29).  That is God½s upside-down -ness to our mate rial 
sight¹the supply provided before the need!  
 
Paul says that Adam was ºThe figure of Him that was to come» (Romans 
5:14).  How can a fallen Adam be a type, a pointer to a redeeming Adam?  
Because is forever the positive that swallows up the negative, ju st as 
mortality is swallowed up in life.  
Wherever there is a negative on earth ¹a have not, a need, a we akness, an 
unsolved problem, a sick ness¹His unchangeable character of perfect love 
necessitates  His provision of the supply, strength, solution, health.  
Love is always a debtor (Romans 1:14).  It must more in and pay its debts of 
self-giving service.  Because God is love, the full supply is never in doubt.  
Before they call, I will answer.»  As God½s word to Isaiah.   His word is just 
the same today.  
 
Faith Channeled  
 
Why, then do we have these problems, these needs at all?  Because human 
redemption is mediated through human agency - first through God½s human 
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agency¹first through God½s son, and now through His sons.  So God puts us 
in tight spots to channel His creative faith through us.  
Our calling upon God in prayer is merely the evidence that He has stirred us 
into action.  The answer is already there with Him, before we call.  Now, as 
our calling moves on to the acto of faith, God has His human agent in g ear 
through whom He can channel the answer.  It is never our need or problem 
or weakness, any more than it is our supply or solution.  Both as His.   We 
are merely the human agents through which supply can reach need.  
One more point.  What about unanswered prayer?  So often seen in cases of 
illness, or concerning the unsaved, and sometimes in the case of material 
things.  
Union Through Grace  
 
The whole point is: whose prayer is it?; the supplication of the Spirit through 
us, or our own?  
Let us boldly say tha t it is His supplication, for the whole revelation of the 
union through grace is what He things, what He wills, and what He sees 
through us in our normal daily lives.  
Well then, when we pray, why not say, ºLord,  I am boldly interpreting this 
need as an ev idence that you have the supply already on the way.  I believe 
it.  I receive it.  Thank you!» 
Then, if the supply doesn½t come as we expect, whose business is it?  
Obviously His.  Leave Him to mind His own business.  
 
If God wishes to appear a failure to t he natural eye, let Him do so!  He did at 
Calvary.  Don½t take back as your concern what you previously commited to 
Him.  Don½t accept from the Accuser blame for apparent failure or for 
apparent unbelief.  
 Lots of us get tangled up and condemned at this po int.  And don½t take 
back a great heavy burden as if the final answer depended on how much of 
it you carried.  
 
Leave burdens with God!  
 
Leave your burdens with God.  Give the praise that really counts 
with Him ¹not that which comes from the visible answer, but that 
which is based on naked faith.  
ºBlessed are they who have not seen and yet have believed.»  
ºThese all died in faith, not having received the promise.»  But 
they receive enough by the faith which has the witness in itself to 
endure as seeing Him w ho is invisible, and to know, as the poet 
said, ºOn earth the broken arc, in Heaven the perfect round.» 
We, too can have this experience today!

The Ascended Christ  
Norman Grubb  

 
Two New Testament letters celebrate the Ascended Christ: Ephesians and 
Hebrews.  Ephesians opens our eyes to what evidently to Paul½s eyes had 
only been progressively opened, for there is no mention of it in his previous 
letters.  The Cross cut up off from our union wit h Satan; the resurrection 
gave us union with Christ in our personal living; the ascension gives us 
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union with Him in His world Savior -hood.  Here is the panorama of history.  
We stand on the Mount and view it.  We are already out of this world in 
spirit, a nd in the heavenlies.  See it, says Paul, and may the eyes of your 
understanding be enlightened.  
 
It starts with God½s foreordination.  It ends with the final reconciliation of all 
things.  Its marvelous middle term of grace is the formation of the Christ of 
eternity by the union of many sons with The Son.  With spirits in heaven, but 
bodies on earth, the sons go to release other captives, millions of them.  
 

Paul½s triumph song for the Church is a throne shared now ¹a throne in 
spirit, while the body that co ntains it bears the scars of war.  It is Christ½s 
throne.  See the amazing power which lifted Him from the grave to the right 
hand of God in actual historical fact, both body and spirit.  Believe  that the 
same power has lifted us to the same exalted place in actual spiritual fact, 
through not yet in our bodies.  Then act not as if this was a glorified 
experience still to come, not as if this is some mystical throne millions of 
miles away that we are told we share, but as a throne shared where we are 
in our own spirits, and in our own defiant world.  
 
Actually the enthroned Christ is everywhere; His throne, His lordship, His 
accomplished victory is in every square inch of the universe.  Did He not 
say, ºGoµteach all nationsµand lo, I am with you alwaysµ»?  And it is not 
the resurrected Christ, but the enthroned Christ who is with and in us.  Let 
us get into the habit of recognizing this.  I have found this to be the key to 
all situations ¹just when they are difficult, when all seems against 
deliverance, when the  knots of disagreement seem beyond untying ¹to 
recognize Christ actually reigning there in the situation, and to take it for 
granted with thankfulness that we shall see that He is reigning.  
 
When we turn from the Ascended Christ in Ephesians to Him in Hebre ws, we 
find a concentration on Him in His office as High Priest rather than on the 
fact f His enthronement.  Nothing is said in actual words about our 
enthroned relationship with Him.  But I suggest that to the eye that can see 
it, a relationship is etched  in, so sensitive and profound that it fully rounds 
out the high priestly ministry of the enthroned Savior, and our relationship 
to Him in it.  It actually carries us on beyond the Ephesians revelation to the 
fullness of the significance of the ascension.  
 
Now we mount up with wings as eagles to the ascended life.  The Ascended 
Christ, the Great High Priest, is seen as the dynamic Savior doing His saving 
work, as much as ever, through His Body.  The Ascended Christ lives the 
ascended life over and over agai n, in and through us.  
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What you believe today prophesizes  your tomorrows . 

We laugh at the impossible and shout, it shall be done.  
Limitless Possibilities ¹Only our vision and immaturity of 
faith is limited.  
 

ºWhatsoever you desire.» 

Mark 11:22 -24  
Need produces desire; desire produces faith; faith quenches the 
pain of desire, and leaps and laughs at the impossible and 
shouts, ºIT SHALL BE DONE.» 

 
 

What is our authority of faith  
 
 

God has given us the word of reconciliation II Cor. 5:20  
How Faith works in the life of an Intercessor  

 
1.  There is a challenge; a problem; a MOUNTAIN in our life ¹This 

mountain greatly disturbs us.  We want some resolve, we must have 
some change.  

 
2.  The agony precipitates the DESIRE for change.  
 
3.  The intensity of the desire causes us t o SEEK the Lord for his solution.  
 
4.  The Lord causes you to see the Spiritual truth concerning the 

situation, and you DECLARE IT. 
 
5.  You have just turned the light on in a dark place, and the darkness 
doesn½t like it, so the Devil½s COUNTERATTACK fights you back.  

 
6.  The appearances LOOK HOPELESS, and the darkness seems greater 

than your word of faith. At this point you could give up, and add to 
the problem ¹or blindly, by faith, press on.  

 
7.  Pressing on will move you into LABORING FAITH as you leap away 

from the o uter appearances; from your own self reactions, into Christ, 
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our victor. Since you are a King, you are also a Priest who offers 
himself as a living sacrifice, AND IT WILL COST YOU.  However, the 
cost is ºlight affliction» (II Cor. 4:17) as you renew your mind to your, 
God given, WORD OF FAITH. (Hebrews 4:11)  

 
8.  The Light swallows up the darkness IN YOU as the SPIRIT GAINS THE 

VICTORY.  Your perspective changes from desiring it, to the assurance 
of ºI½ve got it.»  Hebrews 11:1¹Faith is the inner assurance or 
substance of things hoped for, and it½s own evidence of things not 
seen (II Cor. 4:18).  

 
9.  With the inner assurance gained IN YOU ¹DETACHMENT RELEASES 

US¹yet all is still in the unseen.  
 
10.  We begin to ºcall the things, that be not, as though they already 
are» (Romans 4:17). RESTING FAITH enables the believing soul to 
treat the future as present, and the invisible as seen.  Praise burst out 
of our inter -confidence as we laugh at the impossible and shout, ºIt is 
done.» 

 
11.  The FRUIT OF OUR LABOR is manifested by the HOLY SPIRIT 
into the visible in God½s own, fullness of time .. The glory is revealed 
as God gives MORE THAN YOU COULD HAVE EVEN asked for, or 
DESIRED.  

  
12.  The outer appearances are transformed and the Kingdom of 
God is revealed ºon earth, as it is in heaven.»  God has used YOU IN A 
DARK PLACE as an INSTRUMENT OF TRANSFORMATION. Christ fulfills 
the scripture in II Cor. 4:10 -12, and fills up the gap by way of ºglory 
coming out of suffering» (Romans 8:18).

God is wholly outgoing through all eternity.  We have begun that life for 
eternity, for He lives in us.  What a vista!  And God specializes in giving 
Himself for those who are most unpleasant to Him, sinners and enemies; 
and now He spe cializes in doing it through us.  That puts meaning and 
content into every possible situation a human can be in.   
 
Love is unstoppable.  This is ºthe life also of Jesus manifest in our body,» 
which Paul says always replaces the death.  In the death we acc ept 
conditions we would naturally reject, and in doing so we ºdie» to our 
reactions.  A quality of life is manifest in us, though we man not know it.  
 
Faith and love in a person cannot be hidden.  Once we have taken the place 
of death in daily situations, accepting them as sent of God, there arises in us 
spontaneously the realization of Him in His outgoing love.  So every 
situation is a situation for faith and love.  It may not at all be a matter of a 
great crisis.  It may be just the repetition of daily li ving.  
 
Faith is always a necessity, for all life is a series of appearances.  Things and 
people seem to be what out outward eye sees them to be ¹the ordinary, the 
same, maybe the wearisome, the tiresome, the boring, the irritating, the 
carnal.  But faith se e differently.  Faith see Jesus in them, either seeking the 
door of entry into their hearts or growing up in them.  Faith see Jesus 
resolving problems or providing needs that are beyond man.  
 
And love means that God has put me just in that place to love th rough, --not 
to pester, not to judge, not to drive, but freely to give myself as patience, 
meekness, service, and sometimes faithfulness.  And always, in the secret of 
my spirit, I call ºthe things that be not as though they were.»  

 
THE SECRET OF THE CROSS! 

Norman Grubb  
 
ºLife only flows out of from the Cross.  But the Cross is where Jesus died for 
me, the Just for the unjust, and where He now united me with Himself, in 
His death, over and over again for others.  ºI,» the sensitive, earnest, 
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serving, sacrif icing ºI», must die, that He may live in and through me.  
People try me, fall me, drain me, spoil my work with their carelessness, 
frustrate me with their stubbornness, hurt me with their thanklessness, 
misrepresent me in their blindness, and my only answe r is to be the Cross ¹
to die, to die, to die.  
I kick against such a spineless way, a thousands times, but a thousand times 
I have to come back to it; it is the only way.  It is the meekness that inherits 
the earth.  It is the weakness in which strength is m ade perfect.  It is the 
nothingness that possess all things, the poverty that many rich.  It is the 
foolishness of God which  is wiser than men.  For what it  does is simple.  It 
puts my little ºI», out, crucified with Him; it gives His might ºI», all-wise, all 
meek all -loving, right of way through me; for the reverse side of the Cross in 
action is always the resurrection in equal action.  Blessed Cross, where I die 
daily.  Blessed resurrection, by which Christ the Conqueror goes out through 
me to His inevita ble conquests over Satan in others lives.  All the strain goes 
out of life, as I learn the daily secret of this brokenness in Calvary, for no 
longer do I put my wits, my energies, my impotent striving against the 
contradictions and frustrations of life; I have leaned where little ºI» belongs, 
even in the tomb of Christ, that His big ºI» multiply His grace through me, as 
the five loaves to the five thousand.  What a revelation and release.  But the 
discovery can only be made in the valley of humiliation, the  place of self -
revelation, and self -despair.  

 

CO-SAVIORS 
(Apostles)  

(I Cor. 4:9 -15; Obadiah 17:21)  
 

Phil. 3:10 -11  (Knowing His resurrection power and knowing His 
sufferings.)  
 
Col. 1:24  (Filling up that which is behind of the sufferings of 
Christ).  
 
II Cor . 4:17 -18   (Always bearing about in the body the dying of 
the Lord Jesus, that His life might be manifest in us.)  
 
II Cor. 4:12    (Death works in me, life works in others).  
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Gal. 4:19   (Paul travailed until Christ be formed in the Galatians).  
 
Rom. 9:3   (Paul would wish himself accursed from Christ for his 
brethren)          
 

 
 I think that most of us Christians never consider what the life of an 
Apostle/Co -Savior is about.  Among his churches, Paul½s authority as an 
Apostle was so often misunderstood, and  discredited.  I believe that 1st.  
and 2nd. Corinthians are the highest presentations in the New Testament on  
this most misunderstood ministry.  Let us examine what the scriptures say 
concerning Apostles.  
 I Corinthians 4: 8 -15 gives the amazing credenti als of an apostle.  
Paul was addressing the Corinthians church who were filled with the power 
gifts, although lacking Spiritual Wisdom that would rightly balances them 
out. Paul considered them ºyet carnal» in their understanding. Frequent  
manifestation o f these power gift would make the carnal Corinthians think 
that Paul½s Apostleship should manifest itself the same way. It was true Paul 
wasn½t lacking in any of the Spiritual gifts, and there were powerful and 
frequent demonstrations of the Spirit (II Cor . 12:12), however Paul did not 
major or glory in the powerful demonstrations of the Holy Spirit manifested 
through him, he gloried in his trials, in his infirmities, his pressures, and his 
weaknesses. Paul surely had something much deeper and greater to sh ow 
the Corinthians.  He begins in verse 8, ºNow you are full, now you are rich, 
you have reigned as kings without us; and I would to God you did reign that 
we also might reign with you.»  This verse tells me that Paul was reminding 
the haughty Corinthians that they appeared rich and full and appeared to 
reign as kings, but Paul is very doubtful that is really true.  
 Next Paul describes the life and sufferings of an Apostle.  He says, ºI 
think that God has set forth us the apostles last, as it were appointe d to 
death:  for we are made a spectacle unto the world, and to angels and to 
men.  We are fools for Christ½s sake, but you are wise in Christ; we are 
weak, but you are strong; you are honorable, but we are despised, Even 
unto this present hour we both hun ger, and thirst, and are naked, and are 
buffeted, and have no certain dwelling place; And labor working with our 
own hands: being reviled, we bless, being persecuted, we suffer it:  Being 
defamed, we entreat: we are made as the filth of the world, and are the off -
scouring of all things unto this day.  I write not these things to shame, but as 
my beloved sons I warn you , For though you have ten thousand instructors 
in Christ, yet have you not many father : for in Christ Jesus I have begotten 
you through the g ospel.» 
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 Evidently the Corinthians had the appearance of greatness, strength, 
and wisdom, yet their immaturity left them with no understanding of what 
real greatness, strength, or wisdom was or looked like.   

Next, let us go to 2 nd Corinthians chapters11 -13 (short synopses). The 
attack on Paul½s Apostleship was further threatened in 2nd Corinthians by 
false Apostles transforming themselves into ºministers of righteousness» 
when in truth, they were disguised devils.  So, not by choice, but by 
necessity, Paul  had to defend himself.  His credentials as an Apostle are 
startling:  (Paraphrased)  I am a Jew by birth, a Hebrew, an Israelite, seed of 
Abraham. Am I a minister of Christ? I am speaking facetiously, put truly. This 
is what true apostleship looks like: I mprisonments, often near death, five 
times I suffered 39 strips, 40 would have been my death.  I was stoned, I 
experienced shipwreck, a day and night in the water, I suffered perils in 
waters, with robbers, from heathen, from known people, in wilderness, b y 
false brethren, often hungry, thirsty, and naked in cold and often fastings.  
And these are only the outer trials that I suffered.  I am inwardly pressed 
daily for the care of all the churches. False teachers try to pervert the gospel 
and sometimes succe ed which causes me grief.  

All this negative doesn½t mean that I don½t have great revelations, I do, 
so great that they are unspeakable, yet to keep me safe and not puffed up, 
God has given me my own personal demon to buffet me, lest I get exalted in 
myself, and forget where all these revelations come from.»  

Bear with me and let me count the many ways the Apostle Paul 
suffered, Number 1.  Outer  trials that we so frequent and hard they almost 
kill him.  Number 2.  Inner  pressers and concerns for the churches  which 
were being invaded by false apostles; along with wolves full of perversions 
leading the sheep astray; and then the legalistic teachers that discredited 
Paul½s gospel of grace. And Number  3.  A personal ºthorn in the flesh» given 
to him by a devil, so that he would not be exalted by the many revelations 
given to him by God.   What a minister of God!  Not many like that today.  

Yet, the most wonderful miracle is that he, unlike the carnal 
Corinthians, did not glory in all his positive experiences, inst ead he gloried 
in his sufferings, his weaknesses, and in his negative circumstances.  

Firstly, he knew that all of these trials and tribulations were being 
filtered through the sovereign hand and will of his Father, God.  How can 
that be?  Big insight, ºAll things work after the council of His own will.» 
(Ephesians1:11).  Otherwise how could he praise God for all his sufferings 
and weaknesses?  How, but by the Wisdom of God could he know that all 
his sufferings and weaknesses were only perfect negative oppor tunities and 
sacrificial vessels for Christ½s own strength, and glory to be manifested 
through?  It is all amazingly true.  Can we praise God for the life of this great 
Apostle and Co -Savor? His fruits and ºworks do certainly still following him» 
even into  this century as well as many centuries to come.    

How is it that we too can call ourselves ºCO-SAVIORS» and ºFATHERS» 
even in this day?  Obadiah says that ºSavors will come up on Mount Zion to 
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judge.»  The word ºSavors» is plural.  Jesus Christ, the Savor, has come 
back inside of us to ºfill up that which is behind of the sufferings of Christ» 
(Colossians 1:24).   

Didn½t Jesus do enough on the Cross when he cried, ºIt is finished,» 
or wasn½t it enough that he died, was buried, resurrected, and ascended on 
High?  I can in no way answer nothing but, a resounding, ºYES.»  Jesus did 
do it all.  Then what is left behind to be done?  Romans 8:19 gives us the 
answer ºFor the earnest expectation of the creature waits for the 
manifestation or (unveiling)  of the son s of God.»  Jesus Christ has provided 
it all, but that all has not yet been manifested in the sons.  Paul says of the 
Galatians that he travails until Christ be formed in them.  All is done, but all 
has not been fully realized or manifested in the sons of God. 
 It struck me just recently that there are two intercessors in Romans 
chapter 8.  One Intercessor is present in us, He is the Holy Spirit (Rom. 
8:27) and the other Intercessor is the ascended Christ, Himself in the 
heavenlies (Rom. 8:34). I am not say ing they are separate, but distinct in 
their function. The third person of the Trinity, The Holy Spirit is on earth and 
in agony; ºThe Spirit makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot 
be uttered.»  While the second person of the Trinity, Jesus Christ is 
interceding for us in victorious ascended glory.   Agony and glory in the 
same Godhead.  And both are in us.  
 Why is the third person of the Trinity in agony?  Doesn½t He know that 
Jesus has done it all?  Of course He does, then why the agony?  T he third 
person of the Trinity is in agony because the sons of God have not 
ºpossessed their possessions,» and moved in by faith to receive their full 
inheritance as liberated safe sons.  Therefore, He is the intercessor on earth 
until that is accomplished .  That is why the Scriptures says that ºJesus is at 
the right hand of the Father , until his enemies are made his footstool .»  

 How does the Holy Spirit intercede?  He does it through the saints.  
He, the Spirit needs a vessel to lay his burdens on; one wh o can be trusted 
to bear the burdens of others and fulfill the law of Christ, which is 
unconditional love. (Galatians 6:2).  Romans 15:1 -3 says, ºWe then that are 
strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not please ourselves. 
For even Christ p leased not himself; but as it is written, The reproaches of 
them that reproached thee fell on me.»  Moses½ intercession for the children 
of Israel was so burdensome that he ask God for others to help him bear the 
burden, God sent him 70 elders (Numbers 11: 11 -25).  We too as co -savors 
will bear the burdens for others.  

The New Testament declares in Philippians 3:10, ºThat I might know 
Him, and the power of His resurrection , and the fellowship of His sufferings , 
being made conformed to  His death.»  Every one o f us want to know the 
power of His resurrection , and rightly so.  We must know that Christ½s 
resurrection life is in us and operates as us.  But few see the powerful 
purpose of His suffering in us accomplishing redemption for others.  See 
what this verse s ays, ºHis sufferings,» not my sufferings.  Although, that 
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doesn½t mean that we don½t co-suffer with Him (Romans 8:17), we do, but if 
the suffering is put on Him it is a ºlight affliction.»  And then the verse ends 
by saying, ºbeing made conformable to His death.»   

We Christians are so use to thinking that salvation is all about us 
which of course it is, however we are so me -minded that we never think that 
our sufferings are not for us, or about us, but are for others.  Justification is 
for us, sanctificati on is for us, but the third stage, the Fatherhood level (I 
John 2:12 -14) is not for us, or even about us. The third level spoken of in I 
John 2:12, referring to ºFathers,» and is for the sear purpose of reproducing 
Christ in others. ºFathers have know Him that is from the beginning» this 
means that we fathers know God½s eternal purposes and enter into them 
whatever the cost.  However, we are so ºme» minded, the Spirit has to 
conform us to His ways, and to ºHis Death.»  God will put us through many 
frustrati on, trials, and perplexities to show us that these trials are not about 
us, but about the Holy Spirit using our bodies as living sacrifices for other.  

Now the Holy Spirit is calling us to be ºFathers» (Ones who reproduce 
Christ in others).  Jesus was his disciples ºfather;» He taught them and 
trained them, He rebuked them for having little faith, He was hardly 
understood by them, He amazed them, He served them, He washed their 
feet, He confused them, He made them question Him, He believed more for 
them, th an they believed for themselves. He prayed for them, He identified 
with them as their brothers, He died for them, He was raised for them, and 
He was ascended for them and redeeming them back to glory, and finally He 
sent the Holy Spirit to come into them s o they themselves could be saviors 
in their world.   

II Corinthians 5:18 says that God has now given us the ºministry of 
reconciliation.»  Didn½t Christ do all the reconciling work at the Cross?  Yes, 
but now we have the same ministry as Co -Saviors with Ch rist. Does that 
mean that we also go to the Old Rugged Cross and die for others?  Well, yes, 
we do, but not in the physical sense, however, we do die that others might 
live.  II Corinthians 4:10 -12 says, that we always bear about in the body the 
dying of t he Lord Jesus, that the life of Jesus might be manifested in us.  
For death works in us, but life works in others.» 

II Corinthians 5:19b also says, He ºhath given us the word  of 
reconciliation,» seeing that we are ºambassadors for Christ.»   That is an 
interesting way of saying it, ºWORD» of reconciliation?  There is a reconciling 
word in every hard place in your life.  As long as you see it as just a hard 
place and something you have to solve, and not see that God means it and 
is there in that hard place w anting to reconcile it back to Himself, you will 
not have the word of reconciliation for it.  But if you dare see through the 
mountain and call it a plain, you will have the word  from God that will 
reconcile the situation back to God, and bring harmony and  peace into 
being where disharmony and discord exits.  
  My good friend Barry Burton from Birmingham, Alabama once wrote:  
ºI love what Jesus told the people about the blind man, They said, "Did he 
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sin or did his parents sin," Jesus said, "Neither, but that  the glory of God 
might be manifest." What a answer. It wasn't, "yes he sinned," or he was 
wrong, nor did he say his parents were wrong. He profoundly took it to 
another dimension. This problem is there because the glory of God is about 
to be manifested. I t is for the Glory of God to have opportunity to be 
revealed. I think that this answer blew their minds. It crosses all fleshly 
wisdom, and sky rockets to a higher plan. It goes to the realm of the wisdom 
of God where the rights and wrongs are transformed into seeing God Only 
and to his solution, which is the manifestation of the glory of God.  

Intercession is like that in the body of Christ. In the body of Christ all 
are declared righteous through Christ. So you can't have a right or a wrong. 
Because you o nly have Christ. Then what to do with the tensions? The same 
answer again, they are there to give opportunity for the manifestation of the 
glory of God. Let us see, like Jesus, God's manifested glory in every 
situation, in every person. We all have to die to do that. There is not any 
natural understanding that can withstand that kind of answer. All natural 
seeing, all natural hearing, all natural understanding has to die. And a leap 
of faith has to birth into being. A leap which transcends all appearances, all 
rational, and all hope of being right while the other person is wrong.» 

I wrote back and said, ºThe real work is to free the captivities from 
this worlds understanding by our creative word of faith. The whole point of 
our troubles, disease, problems ar e to give opportunity for God's glory to be 
manifest. That truly is a wisdom not of this world. Jesus wouldn't take sides 
in the tug of war of right and wrongs. He went to another dimension where 
all distorted things and situations are really the chariot o f fire which delivers 
and manifests God's eternal glory.  

You say, "The hope of a different reality, into the heart, is to demote 
or even overthrow the heretofore life -directing premises of understanding." 
Yes, yes, a new understanding a new knowledge, a n ew wisdom. The mind 
of the new creation has a new understand, a new knowledge, and a new 
wisdom. Aren't we all tired of the mind of the flesh½s thought patterns--where 
rights and wrongs, good and evils vacillate in torment trying to solve 
themselves withou t avail? What a simple, but profound statement Jesus 
made, "that the glory of God might be manifest ." His actual words were not 
just a narrative, as you say, but were the healing agent to the whole 
situation. They were creative reconciling words, "Let ther e be," that 
transforms the sin and blindness of heart into the dimension of Spirit where 
all things are designed to reveal the glory of God.

Dying Daily 

What we are talking about is not  the cross for our redemption, but for the 
redemption of others.  This is adulthood, not adolescence. This kin d of 
cross is constantly repeated in our daily lives when ever we are in situations 
which independent -self would be rid of; but instead of remaining in hurt self, 
we recognize them to be part of some redemptive purpose of God through 
us in others.  So, Pau l says, we accept them as something we have been 
ºdelivered unto,» and our ºdying» which is said to be the dying of the Lord 
Jesus in us is our heart acceptance of them, though that may be lightly, or 
easily, any more than the Savior could accept His cross  without a 
Gethsemane.   

 Here is a principle of constant ºdyings,» daily maybe, affecting every 
kind of normal situation in life, not by any means in which we might call our 
religious activity.  Anything which hurts, disturbs our status quo, or 
challenges , be it what we may call small in our personal lives, or big in some 
public affair, is a place of dying when we change from self½s resistance to 
acceptance as a step in God½s saving plan. 

 Without such dyings, Moses could never have seen that he was not to  
be a possible, ephemeral Pharaoh, but a savor of God½s chosen people;  
Gideon could never have changed from challenging God½s apparent 
indifference to accepting the challenge to be himself the deliverer.  
Abraham could never have exchanged his laughter at  the idea of a couple of 
their age having a son for a productive faith.  David could never have 
resisted the chance of killing Saul to wait in patience for God½s day of his 
coronation.  So through every aspect of achieving or enduring faith in all 
history.   Everyone had to start by disturbed, resisting self which saw God in 
the tough situation and then died to his self -resistance.  
 Then comes the resurrection ¹which is the Spirit in us causing us to 
see things from His point of view.  We can begin to be inte rcessors.  We can 
see what God is after, and the first effect is a joy, release, sense of 
adventure, praise where there seems nothing to praise for, for we now see 
the redemptive purposes, something by us for others.  Its immediate effect, 
as Paul says, is a quickening in our own selves: ºthe life of Jesus manifest in 
our mortal flesh»¹burdens, fears, the sense of a hurtful, not joyful cross, is 
gone, and others watching can see a release and ease which is not what the 
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world experiences in its tough spots.  Resurrection life is manifested in our 
mortal bodies, and that by itself is God coming through us to others.

What Is an Intercessor?  
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This was taken from ºRees Howells Intercessor» by Norman Grubb, chapter 
12.  

       ºThat God seeks intercessors but seldom finds them is 
plain from the pain of His exclamation through Isaiah:  ºHe saw 
that there was no man, and wondered that there was no 
intercessor»;  and His protest of disappointment through 
Ezekiel:  ºI sought for a man among them, that should make up 
the hedge, and stand in the gap before Me for the landµ.but I 
found none.» 

       Perhaps believers in general have regarded intercession as 
just some form of rather intensified pr ayer.  It is, so long as 
there is great emphasis on the word ºintensified»; for there are 
three things to be seen in an intercessor which are not 
necessarily found in ordinary prayer: identification, agony and 
authority.  

       The identification of the in tercessor with the ones for 
whom he intercedes is perfectly seen in the Savior.  Of Him it 
was said that He poured out His soul unto death; and He was 
numbered with the transgressors; and He bare the sin of many, 
and made intercession  for the transgressors .  As the Divine 
Intercessor, interceding for a lost world, He drained the cup of 
our lost condition to its last drop, He ºtasted death for every 
man.»  To do that, in the fullest possible sense, He sat where 
we sit.  By taking our nature upon Himself, by learning 
obedience through the things which He suffered, by being 
tempted in all points like as we are, by becoming poor for our 
sakes, and finally by being made sin for us, He gained the 
position in which, with the fullest authority as the Captain of 
our salvation made perfect through sufferings, and the fullest 
understanding of all we go through, He can ever live to make 
intercession for us, and by effective pleadings with the Father 
ºis able to save to the uttermost them that come unto God by 
Him.»  Identification is thus the first law of the intercessor.  He 
pleads effectively because he gives his life for those he pleads 
for; he is their genuine representative; he has submerged his 
self-interest in their needs and sufferings and as far as possible 
has l iterally taken their place.  

     There is another Intercessor, and in Him we see the agony 
of this ministry; for He, the Holy Spirit, ºmaketh intercession for 
us with groanings which cannot be uttered.»  This One, the only 
present intercessor on earth, has  no hearts upon which He can 
lay His burdens, and no bodies through which He can suffer 
and work, except the hearts and bodies of those who are His 
dwelling place.  Through them He does His intercessory work 
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on earth, and they become intercessors by reason  of the 
Intercessor within them.  It is real life to which he calls them, 
the very kind of life, in lesser measure, which the Savior 
Himself lived on earth.  

       But before He can lead a chosen vessel into such a life of 
intercession, He first has to dea l to the bottom with all that is 
natural.  Love of money, personal ambition, natural affection 
for parents and loved ones, the appetites of the body, the love 
of life itself, all that makes even a converted man live unto 
himself, for his own comfort of adv antage, for his own 
advancement, even for his own circle of friends, has to go to 
the cross.  It is no theoretical death but a real crucifixion with 
Christ, such as only the Holy Ghost Himself can make actual in 
the experience of His servant.  Both as a cr isis and process, 
Paul½s testimony must be made ours;  ºI have been and still am 
crucified with Christ.»  The self must be released from itself to 
become the agent of the Holy Ghost.  

     As crucifixion proceeds, intercession begins.  By inner 
burdens, by calls to outward obedience½s, the Spirit begins to 
live His own life of love and sacrifice for a lost world through 
His cleansed channel.  We see it at its greatest height in the 
Scriptures.  Watch Moses, the young intercessor, leaving the 
palace by free c hoice to identify himself with his slave -brethren.  
See him accompanying them through ºthe waste and howling 
wilderness.»  See him reach the very summit of intercession 
when the wrath of God was upon them for their idolatry and 
their destruction was immine nt.  It is not his body he now 
offers for them as intercessor but his immortal soul:  ºIf Thou 
wilt forgive their sin --; and if not, blot me, I pray Thee, out of 
Thy Book»; and he actually called this ºmaking an atonement» 
for them.  

     See the Apostle Pa ul, the greatest man of the new 
dispensation as Moses was of the old.  For years his body, 
through the Holy Ghost, is a living sacrifice that the Gentiles 
might have the gospel; finally, his immortal soul is offered on 
the altar.  The very one who was just  rejoicing with the Romans 
that nothing could separate him and them from the love of God 
(Rom.8) says a moment later, the Spirit bearing him witness, 
that he could wish himself ºaccursed [separated] from Christ for 
my brethren, my kinsmen according to the flesh» (Rom.9).   

     This is the intercessor in action.  When the Holy Ghost really 
lives His life in a chosen vessel there is no limit to the extremes 
to which He will take him in His passion to warn and save the 
lost.  Isaiah, that aristocrat, had to g o ºnaked and bare-footed» 
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for three years as a warning to Israel.  We can hardly credit 
such a thing!  Hosea had to marry a harlot, to show his people 
that the heavenly Husband was willing to take back His 
adulterous bride.  Jeremiah was not allowed to mar ry, as a 
warning to Israel against the terrors and tragedies of captivity.  
Ezekiel was not allowed to shed one tear or the death of his 
wife, ºthe desire of his eyes.»  And so the list might be 
continued.  Every greatly used instrument of God has been, in  
his measure, an intercessor: Wesley for backsliding England; 
Booth for the down -and-outs; Hudson Taylor for China; C. T. 
Studd for the unevangelized world.  

     But intercession is more than the Spirit sharing His 
groanings with us and living His life of sacrifice for the world 
through us;  It is the Spirit gaining His ends of abundant grace.  
If the intercessor knows identification and agony, he also 
knows authority.  It is the law of the corn of wheat and the 
harvest;  ºIf it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.» 

     Intercession is not substitution for sin.  There has only ever 
been one substitute for a world of sinners, Jesus the Son of 
God.  But intercession so identifies the intercessor with the 
sufferer that it gives him a prevailing place with God.  He moves 
God.  He even causes Him to change His mind.  He gains his 
objective, or rather the Spirit gains it through him.  Thus Moses, 
by intercession, became the savior of Israel and prevented their 
destruction; and we can have little doubt that Paul½s supreme 
act of intercession for God½s chosen people resulted in the 
great revelation given him at that time of worldwide 
evangelization and the final salvation of Israel (Romans 10 and 
11), and is enabling God to bring it about.  

     Mr. Howells would often speak of ºthe gained position of 
intercession,» and the truth of it is obvious on many occasions 
in his life.  It is a fact of experience.  The price is paid, the 
obedience is fulfilled, the inner wrestlings and groanings take 
their full course, and then ºthe word of the Lord comes.»  The 
weak channel is clothed with authority by the Holy Ghost and 
can speak the word of deliverance.  ºGreater works» are done.  
Not only this, but a new position in grace is gained and 
maintained, although even then that grace  can only be 
appropriated and applied in each instance under the guidance 
of the Spirit.  

     Mr. Howells used to speak of it, in Mr. Muller½s phrases, as 
entering ºthe grace of faith,» in contrast to receiving ºthe gifts of 
faith.»  What he meant was that, when we pray in a normal way, 
we may hope that God of His goodness will give us the thing.  If

He does, we rejoice; it is His gift to us; but we have no power or 
authority to say that we can always get that same answer at any 
time.  Such are the gifts of  faith.  But when an intercessor has 
gained the place of intercession in a certain realm, then he has 
entered into ºthe grace of faith»; along that special line the 
measureless sea of God½s grace is open to him.  That is the 
gained place of intercession.  

     Mr. Howells referred to George  Mueller½s experience.  Mr. 
Mueller had never gained a place of intercession over sickness, 
but on one occasion God raised up a sick person for whom he 
had prayed.  On another occasion he prayed for another sick 
person, b ut there was no healing.  Mr. Mueller, however, said 
that this was not a failure in prayer because he had never 
gained a place of intercession over sickness, and therefore the 
answer to the first prayer was merely ºa gift of faith,» which 
would not necessa rily be repeated. On the other hand, he had 
gained a place of intercession for the orphans.  He was always 
ready to be the first sufferer on their behalf; if there was 
enough food for all except one, he would be the one to go 
without; and in this realm of supply, God held him responsible 
to see that the needs were always met, for the doors of God½s 
Treasure had been permanently opened to him, and he could 
take as much as he needed.  

      Pastor Blumhardt of Germany, on the other hand, was a 
man who had gain ed a place of intercession for the sick.  In his 
first struggles with evil spirits it took him more than eighteen 
months of prayer and fasting before he gained the final victory.  
Complaints were lodged against him of neglecting his work as a 
minister and devoting himself to the healing of the sick, but he 
said the Lord had given the parable of the friend at midnight 
and the three loaves and, though unworthy, he was going on 
knocking.  

     Pastor Blumhardt prayed through, and God did open.  Not 
only were hu ndreds blessed, but he raised a standard for the 
church.  After the final victory he gained such ease of access to 
the Throne that often, when letters came asking for prayer for 
sick people, after just looking up for a single moment he could 
find God½s  will as to whether they were to be healed or not.  
The sufferings of others became so painful to him that he was 
pleading for them as if for himself.  That was  intercession!»  

 
What is the ºcall  of intercession?»  God said to Moses, ºI will send you 

to Pharaoh (Ex. 53:12); God said to Isaiah:  ºGo, and tell this people (Isa. 
6:9); God said to Jeremiah ºThis day I have set you over the nations and 
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over the kingdoms, to root out, and to pull down, and to destroy, and to 
throw down, to build, and to plant;  God  said of John the Baptist, ºThere is 
a man sent from God» (John 1:6); and God said of Paul, ºHe is a chosen 
vessel to me to bear my name before the gentiles, and kings, and the 
children of Israel:  For I will show him how great things he must suffer  for 
my name½s sake» (Acts 9:15).  

All intercession starts with a call from God.  The call usually is so 
overwhelming that you immediately know that only the Holy Spirit Himself 
can fulfill the intercession. Sometimes it is so overwhelming that you like 
Jonah wan t to run from it, or like Jesus Himself have it removed from you 
ºtake this cup from me.» That is normal, because it is impossible for you to 
undertake.  The impact of its immensity is scary and too big for anyone. Why 
me, and how can I? is our first quest ions.  Sometimes the Holy Spirit doesn½t 
even show you what He is going to accomplish through you.  I½ve had Him 
say to me, this is none of your business.  Looking back, if I had known, I 
couldn½t have taken it anyway.  The last point to consider is that we need 
not look for our intercessions, it or they will find you.  

How do we know that we are being called?  It all starts with desire, 
God½s desire in you.  He/you desire someone to be saved, He/you desires 
for this situation or our marriage to be healed, o r He/you wants someone to 
be set free. Or maybe it is bigger than your loved ones, maybe He/you 
desire for people to know the truth of union, or maybe your church is still 
preaching legalism and you want more for them.  It will be suited just for 
you, for it is the Holy Spirit groanings in you desiring transformation, and 
liberation.  

For me, I know of two intercessions:  One is a commission to take the 
pure gospel of Christ, Our Life to the world and the other, which was 
unknown to me at the time, was linke d to the first, and was of my husband.  
He was not a free man, he was bound by his ferocious temper , his total 
control over the family, his flirtatious lust towards women and young girls, 
and his total control over his hard earned money. Does that sound li ke your 
husband, or someone you know? All this is pretty common behavior for un -
discovered independent -selves.11    

He was a Christian, that was for sure, but he did not operate from 
who he really was, as Christ.  Nor did he see anything wrong with his 
behavior, at least if he did he surely wouldn½t tell me.  But I got glimpses of 
how much he lived in self - condemnation.  Every problem that he had, he 
blamed me.  It is pretty typical of people who condemn themselves to take 
their frustrations out on others.  But you know, I just loved him --I know, that 
kind of love had to be supernatural, and it was. That didn½t mean that I  
escaped the pain of dark days, and restless nights, no intercessor does that.  
Pain is apart of it.  ºIf you suffer with me, you will reign with me.»  That did

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not mean that I was a doormat either. No, Christ as me is no doormat.  
Jesus said that, ºNo man takes my life from me, but I will lay it down of 
myself.»  I wouldn½t let Scott take my life from me, I couldn½t.  One day, he 
was reprim anding me for loosing a renter½s check.  I took the responsibility, 
but he wouldn½t stop preaching at me.  I didn½t need to take that so I said, 
ºThe only reason that you condemn me like this is because you condemn 
yourself, I don½t deserve this kind of treatment, and neither do you.»  ºStop 
taking condemnation from the devil.»  He stopped immediately. My job is 
just to tell him the truth in love, nothing else.   

What did I tell myself?  I told myself that Scott was perfect for me, just 
the way he was.  I b ased that on the fact that God ordains all things in our 
lives for our good, not because God ordains evil for evil½s sake that would 
make God sadistic. God means all things to work together for our good.  As I 
took my husband½s behavior as God½s very best for me. Then I had peace 
with God, and peace about Scott.  Some would say, ºWell then that justifies 
Scott.» Scott is responsibility for Scott. My faith stand doesn½t justify any of 
his wrong behavior. And if he would dare say that I am perfect for him too , 
there wouldn½t be much fight left. 

 One of the first things I had to learn was that I was not his Holy Spirit. 
He was really strong willed and prideful so thankfully he wouldn½t let me be 
his Holy Spirit anyway.  Actually, I always say that the greatest gift God ever 
gave me was a man who I could not even in the slightest way change. He 
was my impossible brick wall. However this impossibility is the perfect 
condition for producing desire in me.  A desire so strong that I cried out one 
day, ºLord, you have to set Scott free, whatever it takes, he must be set 
free.  If it takes my life, I will give it, if it takes our children½s lives, then take 
them.  If we all need to suffer, then let it be, but set my husband free.»   

The intercessor, the Holy Spirit has to do a cleansing work on the one 
who is called to intercede.  That meant that I had to be transformed first.  I 
had walked through my own dark night of the soul some years earlier.  I was 
set free from fear, uncontrollable jealousy, self -hatred, and deep 
insecurities. Christ was my life now and, He filled all the holes of insecurity, 
and scares of self -hatred with the presence of Himself and I knew it. My life 
was complete in Christ, I was satisfied beyond my wildest dreams, it was a 
miracle.  But, I reaso ned with the Lord, ºwhat good is it if I have all the glory 
and my husband is still bound?»  I want the same thing for him. But how?   

My own journey had been a journey of faith.  When I was in my 
craziest darkness, I began to just confess who I really was .  That was absurd 
in the condition of madness that I was in, yet it was my only hope.  I spoke, 
and I spoke, and I spoke the truth about myself, and by the law of faith, 
what I took by faith, took me and Christ and I were one.  A law or principle 
only means, ºHow a thing works,» All of life works by faith, and my life 
certainly proved that.  All my fears, insecurities, jealousies, and self -hatred 
were swallowed up in Christ who was my life, my breath, my food, my mind, 
He as me was the new me, and I experi enced glory.  
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Now if the way for me was simple faith, then that was the way for 
Scott.  Except he couldn½t believe for himself, I had to believed for him in 
his place.  I remember thinking at one point, ºThe only way for me to be 
free was for him to die, an d I pictured him in a casket, dead.  But little did I 
know that I had the wrong person in the casket.  I had to die.  Actually there 
is a verse in Romans 6:7 that says, ºHe that is dead is freed from sin.»  The 
only way for me to be free is for me to die t o how I saw him which had been 
in unbelief.  It is a real death because all my flesh would scream out to me, 
he is the problem, not you.  Yet, if I hadn½t died to looking at him in 
separation, he would never be free.  Sometimes I think we hold people in 
their place of bondage because we refuse to see them as God see them.  So 
it began there, I had to die to my own understanding, my own hatred of his 
actions, my own rights, I had to die to my self reactions regarding him and 
his behavior.   

Scott was a junk collector.  Not by trade, but simply due to childhood 
fears of loosing and not having. The junk was everywhere.  I won½t bore you 
with the details.  Needless to say, I hated it.  One day I cried out to the Lord, 
why does he have to have and save all that j unk?  The Holy Spirit said to 
me, ºThe junk is in you .»  What?  The junk is in me?  I didn½t understand, 
but I was open.  Several months later, I was going to paint some cabinets 
with his stuff in it.  I knew better than to move his stuff, so, I asked him very 
carefully to please put all his stuff in boxes and place them on our back 
porch, and after I painted the cabinet, then he could move it all back.  He 
went nuclear, I thought that reaction was totally uncalled for in the face of 
my reasonable request.  I was crushed, and went to my room.  I declared to 
the Spirit, ºHis identity is his stuff.»  When will he see who he is?  The Spirit 
quickly answered, ºWhen will you see who he really is? Is that stuff really his 
identity?»  Oh, I see, no, it isn½t.  So, I am the one who gets to sweep away 
the cobwebs of unbelief in myself, and clean up the junk in me.  Ok, I will 
confess who he is, and not who he is not.  

Another problem was his uncontrollable temper and uncompromising  
demands which he used to control the  whole family.  I believed that he 
would even scare God with his threats and temper tantrums (just kidding, 
but it was that bad).  The first thing that happened to me was I was no 
longer afraid of him, and that was a total miracle.  Christ took away all my  
fear.  Scott would scream, and I was calm and fearless.  I was not trying to 
get back at him acting like he did, I was loving him in the middle of his fits, 
and they were ferocious temper fits. It almost made him madder when I 
wouldn½t react in fear, because he was beginning to see that I wasn½t being 
controlled by his fits of anger.  I would quietly say, ºScott this is not who you 
are.»  He would stop almost immediately and get humble and sorry, but I 
would never hold any of this against him, or condemn h im for his behavior.  
How could I, I had been the same way in my own crazy time.  God didn½t see 
my fits, he saw who I really was, how could I do any thing less for Scott.  
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Once, Scott told me that I would no longer have his money to travel 
with, he was tir ed of having me gone ministering to others.  Quickly, I said, 
ºOh, Scott, you really do  want to give me the money, I couldn½t bless others 
without your part.»  He stormed out of the room.  Two weeks later without 
any other words said about it, we were in S am Club shopping.  He said to 
me, Mom, I have a surprise for you.  ºWhat is it»? I said, ºI have opened up a 
savings account in your name.  Money will be taken out of my check each 
week for your travels.»  The Holy Spirit transforms in His timing when we 
dare to believe what we do not see, and call into being that which doesn½t 
exist in the visible.  

There became a rod of strength in my back given to me by the Holy 
Spirit.  The rod helps me not take what the devil was pouring out, but speak 
the truth in lov e and God would defeat the devil½s activity in him. I love the 
verses in Psalms 149:6, ºLet the high praises of God be in their mouth, and 
a two-edged sword in their hand.» When all goes crazy, let praise be in your 
mouth, but do not give place to the devi ls lies, cut them to pieces with the 
truth of who we really are in Christ.   

All this faith for Scott has been wonderful and it has taught me what 
intercession is about, but the day came for him to see it for himself.  I was 
carrying him on eagles wings, b ut he must fly himself.  Final deliverance 
comes when we personally take the truth about ourselves against all that we 
see, all that we do, and stand on the truth of who we really are in Christ.  

That day has come for Scott, it began by him seeing that all must 
come to the light, all must not be denied anymore.  The Holy Spirit is doing 
that in stages, too much would make any of us want to commit suicide. The 
exposures must come to us by the Spirit, and the inner revelation must then 
say, ºYes, it was me doing the sinning, and acting out independent -self, but 
praise God, independent -self isn½t the real me, it is Satan disguised as me.»  
ºMy true identity is Christ!»    Scott has done that and seen that, and I am 
amazed at the transformation. He is now a partn er with me in Christ, Our 
Life Ministries.  We travel together, we have the same burdens, we believe 
together for fruit, he personally began my radio ministry, which by the way is 
reaching thousands into 6 different cities, he is all that I could have ever  
wanted, and even more.  

Recently Scott apologized to us all on Father½s day, he said, ºI am 
sorry that I didn½t know that Christ was my life when I was raising you all, but 
I do know it now.  Forgive me.»  The children were so loving and forgiving to 
him,  I know that some real Holy Spirit healing came into being that day.  

Does the old still pop up occasionally? Oh, yes, but it is now our   
opportunity to see the glory of God come through these slips, not to justify 
anything, but see that God is greater in us than any of our puny flesh slips.  
We don½t major on the slips, they happen with both of us, we major on who 
we really are.  

This testimony is a testimony to God½s faithfulness, and His keeping 
power.  There is no way that any of us can keep ourselves, nor can we keep 
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each other.  Scott and I praise God daily for keeping us and causing us to 
walk in His ways.  Our good friend Brian Coatney says, º I will commit any 
sin, unless God keeps me, God can keep me, He will keep me, and by the 
leap of faith, He is keeping me.»  It is not until we stand by faith and declare 
that ºHE IS KEEPING me,» that our confidence it totally in Him, and not what 
we see, feel or think.  

The miracle is that God actually uses these weaknesses in us as a 
calling card of faith. Now w e can co -create with the Lord, as God rightly uses 
our weak humanity --filling weakness up with strength (II Cor.12:11) and 
creating opportunity for God½s glory to be manifested. What the devil 
misuses, God rightly uses for His glory. 12   By the way, this yea r we will be 
married 46 years, and it is greater than ever before.  

 A word to all you Dr. Phil buffs:  Yes, Scott was an adult child of an 
alcoholic, and that is why he was so controlling, and yes, I was never loved 
by my mother and was withdrawn and co -dependent and that is why I tried 
to get my identity from Scott.  Well, so what, who doesn½t have dysfunctional 
beginnings. Jesus had to die for something, it might as well be dysfunctional 
families.  Knowing all the psychological reasons for our behavior do es help 
us to understand our behavior patterns, but insights concerning our 
behavior patterns don½t heal us, nor does our ability to change ourselves 
(impossible anyway). By the way, self -change is the recommended method 
used by most Psychologists.   

I½m not knocking Psychology, nor Dr. Phil.  Psychology is God given 
and God used, but it is not the healer, or can we heal each other, nor 
ourselves.  Jesus in his own body took all the sinful dysfunctional behavior 
patterns and died to them at the Cross, and i n his resurrection we are made 
free from all family dysfunctions (the Bible calls them iniquities) --ºHe was 
bruised for our iniquities» (Isaiah 53:5). Apprehending these facts by faith 
alone, heals all our dysfunctions and makes manifest in us, as well as in our 
family members this reality today.  

Intercession Part 2  
 We have considered the call of intercession, and let us look at the 
cost  of intercession. All life springs out of death ¹There is hardly a page in 
the book of nature which fails to emphasize th e fact that all life springs out 
of death.  Not a tree, not a blossom, not a shrub, not a fruit, but what cost 
the death of a seed.  Just think of what we eat and what we wear ¹every 
plant, every animal which gives up its life does it to give life to others .  Do 
they do it voluntarily?  No, only Jesus can do that.  But I must say that there 
is something deep inside every living thing that knows it is being sacrificed 
for others, and therefore fulfilling a higher purpose for living.

The perfect pattern and example intercessor is our champion, and 
hero of faith, our Lord Jesus Christ. I Peter 2:20 -24 says, ºFor what glory is 
it, if when you be buffed for your faults, you shall take it patiently?  But if, 
when you do well, and suffer for it, you take it patien tly, this is acceptable 
with God.  For even hereunto were you called:   because Christ also suffered 
for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps;  Who did no 
sin, neither was guile found in his mouth;  Who, when he was reviled, 
reviled n ot again; when he suffered he threatened not; but committed 
himself to him that judged righteously; Who his own self bare our sins in his 
own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto 
righteousness; by whose stripes you were healed.»    

God said of Jesus in Isaiah 53, the great intercessory chapter:  ºHe 
was smitten of God: He has poured out his soul into death; He was wounded 
for our transgressions; He was bruised for our iniquities, the chastisement of 
our peace was upon Him; and wit h his stripes we are healed.  Yet it pleased 
the Lord to bruise Him; he hath put him to grief; When thou shall make His 
soul an offering for sin; He shall see of the travail of His soul and shall be 
satisfied; by His knowledge shall my righteous servant ju stify many; for He 
shall bear their iniquities; He was numbered with the transgressors; and He 
bare the sin of many and made intercession for the transgressors.»   

Numbers 11:11 says of Moses½ intercession:  ºMoses said unto the 
Lord, Wherefore hast thou a fflicted thy servant? And wherefore have I not 
found favor in thy sight, that thou lay the burden of all this people upon 
me?» And of Ezekiel in chapter 4:4, ºLie thou also upon thy left side, and lay 
the iniquity of the house of Israel upon it:  according  to the number of the 
days that thou shall lie upon it, thou shall bear their iniquities.»  And God 
said to Ezekiel, ºI sought for a man among them to stand in the gap, but 
found none.»  The point of God looking for an gap filler, intercessor is that 
He doesn½t want to judge us, He wants to have mercy  on us. God has 
declared that ºthe wages of sin is death,» therefore an innocent pure 
intercessor must take the place for us in order to atone for our sins; 
otherwise we would hopelessly die in our sins.  There  was no man to be 
found, so God the Father had to send Himself, the man Christ, Jesus.  What 
a God, and What a Savior.  

Jesus said, ºIf any man come after me let him deny himself and take 
up his cross and follow me.»  And then in Luke 14:26 Jesus said again, ºIf 
any man come to me, and hate not his father, and mother, and wife, and 
children, and brethren, and sisters, yea, and his own life also, he cannot be 
my disciple.»  Pretty strong words, yet they are hardly ever preached.  What 
does it mean to hate fat her, motherµ.?  The key is not hating the person, 
but hating ºmy own life» that tries to possess my family members for myself.  
There is a HOLY detachment which comes to us preparing us for 
intercession and detaching us from ºme» and ºmine.» Although, the Holy 
Spirit might want you to intercede for one of your family members, as He did 
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in me, but first the cleansing preparation detaches us from ºMY» husband, 
and ºMy» son, that is the point.  

Emotional soul -ties often keep us as intercessors from going to th e 
deeps with the Holy Spirit.  All has to be laid on the alter, and the Holy 
Spirit, Himself will detach, and cleanse us where necessary.  

Once I was ministering to a Seminary student and his wife.  I loved 
them dearly.  However I knew that he wasn½t hearing the depths of what I 
was saying.  I pleaded with the Lord, ºIf I tell him, I will loose him as a 
friend.» Immediately, I knew that I had to tell him, so I asked the Lord, ºWill 
you please send me someone who can tell him, I don½t have the heart to.»  
God had mercy on me and soon sent me Brian Coatney, my dear friend of 
25 years.  Brian told Rufus.  I lost Rufus, but I½ve gained Brian½s friendship 
for life.  I believe that sometime in Rufus½s life, he too will see.     

Many are saying these days that God wants to prosper us according to 
the scripture in III John verse 2, ºBeloved, I wish above all things that thou 
may prosper and be in health, even as your soul prospers.»  My Dad, who is 
in heaven now, and belonged to that movement, once said, ºI think that 
most of us Charismatic½s over work that little verse.»   

John, the Apostle was giving a casual greeting to the Christians who 
were connected to Gaius, hoping to regain their respect after Diotrephes, a 
trouble maker, who had rejected John½s authority as an Apostle.   It is much 
like the commonly used statement today, »I hope that you½re doing well.»  I 
don½t think that we Christians could make a whole doctrine around that kind 
of small -talk comment, do you?  I½m not saying this to condemn anyone, but 
I th ink we had better take another look at that verse and in its proper 
context.  

First, let me say that the Prosperity movement is a move of God to 
minister to the hopeless poverty -minded Christians who can never believe 
that they can be anything but poor, sic k and needy.  I praise God for that 
word to come to those who think that way.  Yet, as my Dad said ºthat verse 
is way over -worked.»  Too much emphasis on outer riches makes us think 
that most of the riches available to us in Christ are external, and not 
internal.  I think that most have the cart before the horse.  The scriptures 
say, ºSeek you first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these 
things will be added to you.»  The natural outcome of our needs being met 
will come as we seek first Him  who is our inner righteousness.  
       What is true prosperity?  I believe that it is possessing first the inner 
riches available to us in Christ. That is not just knowing that you are a saved 
people. Being saved is wonderful, but it is not enough to kno w that you are 
saved, and not know how to live by Christ½ life, or how that we can lay down 
our lives as ºliving sacrifices» as Christ did leaving us an example. ºthough 
he was rich, yet for your sakes he become poor, that you through his 
poverty might be rich.»   
       The whole purpose of our existence now as intercessors is to be for 
others, and that means as Jesus said, ºtaking up your Cross.»  It may cost 
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you your reputation, your ambitions, your family½s understanding, your 
fellowship½s understanding, your personal possessions, your marriage, or 
even your health.  Put as Paul says, ºthe love of God constrains me,» in a 
since we can½t help it.  The new nature is a other-lover, and God½s love 
drives us to be sacrificial.  
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
